Chairman’s welcome & announcements /Public participation 
The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:15pm welcoming all Councillors and the 15 members of the public present. Cllr Gittins sent his apologies. 
A resident advised members that the claim against Shropshire Council by the Cricket Club has been referred to the Ombudsman. A response is expected within 20 days.  He raised concerns about the speed of the traffic entering the village. The speed camera has a raised presence which is appreciated.  He requested that the Council considers a VAS for this area.  Councillors agreed to take this matter forward.  
A resident raised a question about the Local Plan review.  Members of the public raised points about confusion of the process and the recording of the Minutes.  Councillors and the Clerk endeavoured to explain the consultation process that Shropshire Council has undertaken and the approach that the Planning Authority, Shropshire Council takes when it undertakes a consultation/review of policy. The Parish Council has been asked to comment upon the questionnaire issued.  Cllr Gittins and Members of the PC will be attending meetings with the Planning Development Team to discuss Hinstock’s future in terms of planning development and the Local Plan.  Determining which site will be developed is the decision of Shropshire Council as the Planning Authority, not the Parish Council and that no decision has been made yet.  When the consultation  opened only one site had been put forward for the Parish Council to comment upon.  Councillors confirmed that as only one site was put forward to the PC to consider, they were only able to make comment about that site. The Clerk confirmed the correct process for the recording of Parish Council minutes and what is legally required to be included.  Councillors confirmed that the discussion is ongoing with Shropshire Council and all available sites will be considered – no planning applications have been put forward for large developments.  Questions were further asked if any more land will be forthcoming by the landowners who owned the Bearcroft site.  Councillors confirmed that, as far as they are aware, more land at this site has not been put forward.  
Councillors confirmed that the expansion of school still features on the place plan and is regularly taken into consideration by Shropshire Council. Cllr Gittins confirmed that he is keeping watch on this matter.  Cllr Sutherland confirmed process and that the Parish Council welcome residents attending Meetings and that the Council will always take on board residents’ views.

 Feedback from any meetings attended by PC reps to include as appropriate: 
Place Plan Meeting:  Festival Centre 7pm 9th April –Cllr Sutherland to attend 
 NSAC/SALC;  Cllr Sutherland attended. Two  main topics were discussed.  HS2 was the first: this will not have much impact on Hinstock but will have a big impact on Woore.  The plan is very much a fait accompli; materials will not be moved by rail overnight despite running parallel to main line. The CiL money presentation was discussed second. Peter Nutting and Mark Barrow presented.  Cllr Sutherland asked about the Cricket Club not being able to play at home as planning permission given for home in line with crease. Shropshire Council’s Planning Dept should have consulted Sport England on it before determining the application. Case now going to the ombudsman for consideration.  The  Cricket Club would like to receive compensation in order to pay for the needed nets from Shropshire Council.   Peter Nutting acknowledged Hinstock has been let down by S106 agreements and CiL.  Cllr Sutherland expressed optimism that a new crossing for the School will be secured as part of the A529 upgrade works. The Clerk confirmed that the CiL local expression of interest form has been submitted for funds form CiL Local for the crossing in the event that the A539 upgrade does not deliver the crossing as part of the safety upgrade.

Village Initiative: no update
Youth Matters: Cllr Hutchinson reported that the new club is going well and is very busy. A grant for club can be considered by the PC. £4800 is needed for a youth worker, policies etc.  Cllr Trow recommended the club structure itself as not for profit organisation so that any vat can be reclaimed.
Neighbourhood Watch:  no reports
Helicopter Liaison Group; time and venue changed so last meeting was not attended. No complaints from Hinstock area for last 3 meetings, will check to see if this is still the case.  If so, it may be as a result of the new helicopters being much quieter.

Jubilee Room –  Councillors to present a scope of works and draft questionnaire for public consultation on the future of the Room.  Cllr Ashley has reviewed the 2015 documents.  He expressed concerns that the documents/specifications are not obust enough.  Need to ask questions prior to public consultation. Will also need to make proposal attractive for funding. No general consensus at the moment as to a future use for the building which must be determined prior to grant funding applications being made.rmined.  The last public meeting shown that there is public support.  It is generally accepted that the building is currently under used.  Annual parish meeting would be a good opportunity to discuss this matter  Proposed by Cllr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Trow.  All agreed. Resolved.

· Draft lease on playing fields now received. Some alterations to access need to be made including a dog free zone.  To cost it out and present at the next meeting.  The Parish Council must continue to maintain the area under the terms of the agreement.  The Parish Council has now negotiated and appointed grounds maintenance contract on a 3 year  basis.  Second quote was 25% higher.  Have full specification now. Grass to be cut by Chester Road end regularly. Hedges in underpass can be cut if necessary cost to be agreed as and when necessary. £1200 was estimate given by FIT for legal costs to finalise the new lease for the recreation ground.  Councillors to review. Clerk queried if a solicitor should be consulted. Councillors discussed the notion.  No fundamental changes. £1 per annum rent.  Only liability is to maintain it. The Parish Council insurance.  Councillors to review and will make a decision once read.  Cllr Sutherland raised some land registry mapping issues – private sign by pool is on this land the boundary is the other side of the footpath.  This will need to be altered.  To take the lease forward to June for signature if all content with the terms.
