1 Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements  & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the October Meeting of the Parish Council declaring it open at 7:23pm.  Apologies were received from Cllrs Trow and Vaughan. No members of public attended the Meeting. 

2 To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation Requests 
Dispensations were reconfirmed for Cllr Vaughan who is unable to attend due to technical difficulties.  Cllr Heeley declared an interest in a planning application and confirmed that she would withdraw to the waiting room during the discussion. 

3 Approval of the Minutes : To approve the Minutes of the Remote Parish Council Meeting held on 2nd September 2020
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting. Cllr Holland proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.  Resolved. 

4 Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda 
The Clerk confirmed that a Casual Vacancy has arisen following the resignation of Cllr R Harper. The vacancy is advertised via Shropshire Council and the Parish Council website.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)
Unitary Councillor’s reports
Cllr Gittins reported that Shropshire Council has opened the tree planting scheme for community groups.  The Full Council has been discussing a ’20 is plenty’ speed limit implementation to be rolled out for School areas in the county. To go to public consultation.  

b)
Parish Councillors’ reports 

No meeting reports.
Councillors noted that cars have been seen driving though the footpath from the Memorial Hall to park by the tennis courts. This is not a highway and is unsuitable for cars. Councillors noted emailed photographs of some of the cars in question. Councillors discussed deterrent measures including possible implementation of bollards or replacing the old gate posts.  Councillors agreed to try signage in the first instance, as proposed by Cllr Holland, seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed.  Resolved. The Clerk will order a sign and contact the Tennis Club to remind members that parking is permitted in the designated car park only. The footpath is not open to cars. Clerk to sourcean appropriate sign.

Parish Matters: 
a)
Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:  

-
Playground: To receive/consider interim reports/remedial work recommendations;
Cllr Sutherland reported that no remedial work is required on the playground.

 Offer of goal posts received for consideration
Cllr Sutherland to liaise with the resident regarding his offer of goal posts for the recreation field. The resident also enquired about a name sign for Highfields Way. The Clerk has forwarded this enquiry to Shropshire Council for attention.  The road is as yet unadopted by Shropshire Council. 
-
Street lighting: To receive reports of matters requiring attention; Update on upgrade progress
Councillors considered the previously discussed street lighting upgrade. Cllr Ashley proposed commissioning the works, seconded by Cllr Holland, all agreed. Eon has quoted for the work which was presented and accepted at July 2020’s Meeting.  To include the recreation field lights and specify dimming between 12-5am.

Cllr Hutchinson reported that the Memorial Hall is having an issue with rubbish being dumped in and by the Hall skips.  The Hall is not being used at present so no rubbish is being generated from the Hall. This is clearly being fly tipped by residents. The Hall has requested that the PC pays for the skips. Councillors considered the request and agreed that this is not the responsibility of the Parish Council. Councillors recommended that the Hall has the skips removed until it is re-opened. Councillors further discussed installing CCTV at the Hall.

General matters:

Ways & Means Committee & Playing Field: Chairman’s update on FIT lease;
The Memorial Hall hedge at the front requires trimming. Clerk to arrange.

FIT – no contact reported with the landowner as yet regarding the donation of land.  Some trees are overhanging Manor Farm Drive and at the cemetery. The Chairman will liaise directly with the landowner.  A blocked drain was reported at the back of the Hall car park. Cllr Sutherland to inspect.

To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues: to inc speeding issues
Councillors discussed new proposed speed limits for the A529,. The Chairman queried if Shropshire Council intends to install a 40mph through Mill Green as suggested some time ago.  The surface has been improved which has led to flooding issues and the traffic can now travel at faster speeds.  Cllr Gittins has raised it with the Council.
