Chair’s welcome & announcements /Public participation (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:15pm opening with the public session.  Eleven members of the public attended the Meeting.  A resident raised the proposed SmartWater campaign which he was in favour of, and offered  his services to hand deliver the leaflets.  He queried the wording of the leaflet making reference to ‘residents’; this should perhaps have read ‘residences’. Cllr Hutchinson confirmed that the leaflets would be hand delivered.  80% uptake is required in order to receive a concessionary rate for the product from the Police.
Another resident raised the recent flooding in the Hatton Road by the Four Crosses, which he also raised at the last meeting. He reported that 3 days later this was being investigated.  The engineers confirmed that the drain runs towards Shakeford not Mill Green.  Roots of trees are growing in the pipe and interfering with the flow.  There is a succession of drains alongside the A41. The area of road has now been patched but the ditch is still full of rubbish.  The Chairman confirmed that there is a collapsed culvert under the A41 in Shakeford which may be contributing to the problem.  He stated that many residents are very disappointed about the recent closure of the Falcon.  The resident wished that this sentiment be minuted.  He further queried what progress is being made on the Jubilee Room.  He mentioned that the Parish Council has received Neighbourhood Fund money as a result of the new developments.  The Chairman confirmed that the Parish Council has had a complete buildings survey done and will have to have a few more done, such as an asbestos survey. The Parish Council fully expects to commence work on the renovations this year.  This will be done on the basis of giving the Room a secondary use.  The Parish Council could fund this but would like to get some more funding from Shropshire Council.  The pub is listed as a community asset – acv listing – he queried whether the community might wish to buy it?
A representative from the Cricket Club requested information about the grant funding requests put forward.  The Chairman confirmed that the Parish Council has to use specific legal powers of expenditure when it is using public money. The legal difficulty is that the Cricket Club land is technically privately owned therefore the Parish Council is limited as it cannot give public money for specific individuals to benefit from.  The Councillors will need to discuss and explore available options  and will seek advice from the Association of Local Councils. The Club is aiming to start ‘All Stars Cricket’ to involve the local schools so that it won’t be just an adults only cricket club.  He confirmed that the Ombudsman has found Shropshire Council to be liable for the boundary netting fencing. Funds to replace the front fencing for the roadside is being requested from the Parish Council and to extend the fencing to the pavilion. There is also a wish to upgrade the pavilion facilities.  Action: Clerk to set up date with the Cricket Club.  A resident acknowledged the efforts of the Club Secretary for his endeavours pursuing Shropshire Council and for achieving the result.  
A resident raised the news that SC is employing a pothole consultant at £1000.  
The Highways Department has done a good job jetting drains and sweeping roads. Still a couple of blocked drains. Vegetation is still overhanging pavements in some places.  This has been looked at – the cemetery extension is the Church’s responsibilities.  The vegetation is the responsibility of the various households.  Chairman and Clerk to undertake village walkabout and will check the current situation. Some drains have stuck covers so cannot be jetted. The Clerk has repeatedly requested updates as to what Shropshire Council is intending to do about it, but has received no response.  The availability of crossing points over School Bank were discussed. The A529 project will cover the most critical points along the route such as the Mill Green junction.  The Chairman confirmed that the Parish Council continues to push for the outstanding issues in Hinstock to be resolved such as the speed limit change.  Cllr Gittins confirmed that there are 92000 drains in Shropshire – they are working through jetting them. Some cannot be opened. Doing ones they can lift first then they will revisit the ones they cannot open once the main programme has been completed.

Cllr Gittins reported that he and the Chairman met with a Highways representative on Monday.  The footpath on the northern development was discussed – a footway was not installed as it should have been to give access to the village centre. Liability is being checked with the developer.  Cllr Gittins has suggested it comes out of CiL Local if the developer is not responsible. The two VAS locations have now been confirmed so the Clerk is able to apply for grant funding to assist the purchases.  The speed limit at the bottom development has also to be implemented. The drains at Shakeford have collapsed – the culvert under the road will need to be mended.  This is being treated as a priority. The flooding at the Four Crosses junction has been logged and investigated. The ditches need dredging. The landowner is being approached to clear them.

The Clerk confirmed current level of Neighbourhood Fund money held and what is expected in April.

The Clerk presented an updated budget with changes put in from the last meeting.  Cllrs reviewed this in association with the Place Plan.  
Jubilee Room renovations : need to add in funding source to Place Plan document – the Parish Council could  apply for CiL Local funds to assist with costs
Other areas where Neighbourhood Fund money could be used were discussed. The Memorial Hall requires some upgrading. It was agreed that the Place Plan document needs to be looked at and revised to ensure that all aspirations are included.  The Councillors discussed the possibility of applying for CiL Local funding to assist with the jubilee room.  It was agreed that there was a need to update strategic plan again.  Need firm numbers to be allocated to Neighbourhood Fund spend budgets. The playground multiplay replacement is costed currently at £15000.
Cllr Hutchinson confirmed that the Memorial Hall has agreed to wifi being installed at the hall.  The Clerk suggested that it might want to think about an electronic screen, projector etc to enable conferencing/film showing facilities at the hall.  CCTV was discussed as a vandalism/nuisance deterrent once the upgrading has been done.

SmartWater project – to enable Councillors to discuss/agree taking up the scheme – Cllr Hutchinson confirmed that a door to door leaflet drop is to be undertaken.  A box of leaflets has been left in the shop – 100 houses so far have responded and are in favour.
