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Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting Held on 6th April 2022

at the Memorial Hall, Hinstock

Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
- To receive a presentation from Cheswardine Parish Council regarding its once weekly bus service in conjunction with North Salop Wheelers
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting declaring it open at 7:20pm.
Two members from Cheswardine Parish Council to speak about the bus service they have started, in conjunction with North Salop Wheelers, which goes between Cheswardine and Market Drayton on market day (ie Wednesday).  They proposed extending the service to Hinstock to provide a joint service for the 2 parishes.  Cllr Stanton (Cheswardine) explained that the idea grew from the Shropshire Council Place Plans and ‘connectivity’ – currently there is no way to get to Market Drayton from Cheswardine without your own transport.  This was first trialled on a Wednesday after surveying the community.  The Parish Council is anxious to support the elderly and disabled so Wednesday fitted with the connectivity ideal.  The initial trial was at the end of the covid lockdowns and at a time when NS Wheelers were going through changes.  The Parish Council did a mailshot locally from which substantial feedback was received.  The service commenced in October with advertising on local noticeboards, lamp posts, school, church, shop, also on billboards as A2 size and as business cards.  They have a dedicated bus service mobile phone and use WhatsApp, email, phone, texts to communicate which costs c£10 pm to keep it running.  Booking requests are sent to NS Wheelers on a Tuesday night to confirm numbers for the service – stops/bus passes etc. NS Wheelers is a licenced bookable service – it is not possible to flag a NS Wheelers bus down to get on it, people must book seats in advance.  Cheswardine Parish Council guaranteed 9 passengers per service and pays £4 for each round trip.  If a bus pass is used then NS Wheelers claim the fare back from Shropshire Council.  The bus pass fares are deducted from the guaranteed numbers that Cheswardine Parish Council is liable for.  Now the Parish  Council is only liable for 5 seats as a couple of residents from Stoke on Tern and Wem have joined the service.  It now costs the Parish Council c£11 per week.  The Parish Council has committed to run the current service until the end of April.  The service has been averaging 4 people per trip since October. The Parish Council’s current exposure is £33 every trip which is reducing.  The Parish Council wants to change people’s habits into using the bus service – it does takes effort to advertise and remind people about the service.  The Parish Council also tries to make people aware not only of the service but also the social interaction element.  The potential fuel increase impact is currently unknown.  Fares are being kept at £4 until end of trial period.  The cost to Cheswardine Parish Council in total since October is £470.  The two Councillors Suggested that the two Parish Councils get together and look at the route and work something out if Hinstock feels there would be sufficient interest in joining the service.  NS Wheelers has x2 16 seaters and 2x 10 seaters.  They can carry up to 4 wheelchairs.  Hinstock Councillors gave positive feedback to the idea. If Hinstock Parish is interested in joining the service the trial period could be extended until perhaps the end of June.  The service could potentially be extended eventually to include a Saturday. 

Apologies were received from Cllrs Farley, Holland and Vaughan which were duly accepted from the Council.  
The potential handyman was unable to attend the meeting however is very interested.  He will liaise post meeting.

The PCC is looking at having average speed cameras along Hinstock stretch to Tern Hill, in consultation with Shropshire Council.  More engineering work is needed on A41.  

NSAC meeting on Monday.  Cllr Sutherland will raise this again.

Councillors held a brief discussion about the Ambulance Service also which will be raised at the NSAC meeting as well. 
Cllr Trow went to the HLG meeting.  The number of complaints has risen, possibly more people working from home.  Shropshire Council has decided to withdraw administrative support for the meetings.  They are not sure how this will progress.

Cllr Sutherland reported that the last playground inspection report was sent to a contractor for an estimate based on the findings during the pandemic.  As a rough estimate the Parish Council needs c£25k to replace the equipment.  It is expected to receive £19k in April as Neighbourhood Fund money and a £45k CiL Local Grant to aid the Jubilee Room works from  SC.   The Parish Council is aiming to assist the Memorial Hall in replacing the ladies lavatories (c£22k).  Cllr Ashley proposed  replacing the playground equipment, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed. To also investigate grant funding opportunities to perhaps include adult gym equipment and a fitness trail.  Action: Cllr Ashley to look into grant funding.  Equipment needs to be considered and inclusivity to be taken into consideration.  Clerk updated Hales Sawmills does not have any playbark, Timberlink mulch is £75 per bag.  Cllr Ashley to formulate a working group to look into it.

Shropshire youth has offered 2 workers to assist.  They have lots of equipment.  Discussed holding an event in the Hall – Saturday 4th June.  Cllr Sutherland to fix a date for the opening of the Jubilee Room with the Lord Lieutenant.  Cllr Sutherland proposed supporting the event financially with an initial proposal of £500 for the event, seconded by Cllr Ashley.  The amount may need to be increased.  All agreed.
