1 Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements  & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Clerk confirmed that no members of the public had registered to join the Meeting therefore there would be no public session.  
2 The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting and declared it open at 7:05pm.  Apologies were received from Cllrs Hutchinson, Vaughan, Heeley  and Ashley. Cllrs Harper and Heeley were absent.  The Clerk reported that Cllr Harper has been absent from Parish Council business for a period of 6 months.  Cllr Sutherland proposed that the Clerk formally writes to Cllr Harper to determine whether he wishes to continue as a Councillor for HInstock Parish, seconded by Cllr Trow, all agreed. Resolved. 
3 To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation Requests 
The Clerk confirmed a dispensation issued to Cllr Vaughan who is unable to participate due to technical difficulties. 
No declarations were received. 
4 Approval of the Minutes : To approve the Minutes of the Remote Parish Council Meeting held on 8th July 2020
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting. Cllr Holland  proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Trow, all agreed. Resolved. 
Cllr Gittins apologised for having missed the July Meeting. 
5 Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda 
-
NALC’s advice to continue to meet via remote platform – for information purposes (checklist circ)
Councillors confirmed that they had read the guidance and were content to continue to hold Meetings via a remote platform until it was considered to be safe to return to meeting face to face (dispensations given to Parish Councils to meet remotely until May 2021).
Cllr Sutherland confirmed that Fields in Trust are in discussion with the landowner of a parcel of land adjacent to the cemetery.  The Parish Council has been asked if it would like to take the on the land as the Cemetery Association has turned down the opportunity.  Cllr  Trow proposed that the Parish Council adopts the land to create a quiet garden of contemplation for the community, seconded by Cllr Holland, all agreed.   It was suggested that Village Initiative be contacted with a view to maintaining the area with assistance from the Parish Council. 
5
Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)
Unitary Councillor’s 
Cllr Gittins reported that Shropshire Council is to appoint a new CEO, Andy Begley, who was previously the Director of Adult Social Care. The post will be ratified by full Council later this month.  A housing strategy and Local Plan consultations are currently open for comment.

Parish Councillors’ reports to include: 

 Feedback from any meetings attended by PC reps to include as appropriate: NSAC/SALC;  Cemetery Committee; Memorial Hall; Village Initiative; Youth Matters; Neighbourhood Watch; Helicopter Liaison Group;
Cllr Sutherland reported that only the Memorial Hall has held a Meeting which he attended.  In order to accommodate a group which meets on the same night as the Parish Council, it has been suggested that the PC holds its Meetings with a later start time. Councillors all agreed that this was impractical due to the possible length of meetings and therefore the finish times that would entail, particularly during the winter months.
The HGL has notified the area of night-time training activity sessions.

Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:

Playground: To receive/consider interim reports/remedial work recommendations; Offer of goal posts received for consideration

Cllr Sutherland reported the necessity to purchase additional magnets for the new noticeboard (only 4 were supplied).  There has been a recent issue with bark being scuffed out from under the toddler swings, probably a result of large children sitting on them and dragging their feet.  Usage has been down recently , probably as a result of new social distancing measures being in place.

Ways & Means Committee & Playing Field: Chairman’s update on FIT lease;
Cllr Sutherland is expecting to hold a remote meeting with Fields in Trust and the landowner.  Cllr Sutherland will circulate the details amongst Councillors. He reminded the Councillors that the Parish Council will need to pay the legal fees to set up the Deed of Dedication.

To receive items to report for attention: to include footpath issues/concerns – to include:

Mill Green matters raised: A resident has been in touch with the Clerk to report flooding issues since the resurfacing was done, littering problems and speeding: Councillors discussed the resurfacing. Cllr Sutherland suggested that the flooding is as a result of the kerb heights having been lowered. Clerk to report. The littering is a perpetual problem which requires regular picks to resolve.  The speeding concerns were discussed.  A 40mph zone had been proposed for Mill Green but this has not been taken forward by Shropshire Council.  To request speed monitoring tests to be carried out again to establish actual speeds – This is also to be requested for Marlpit Lane as residents have also complained about speeding in this area.  

A footpath issue was reported – electric fencing has been installed preventing use. Clerk to report. 

 Concerns raised in connection with new development:  Residents have reported issues with the developers of the land off Manor Farm Drive. The Clerk has contacted the Planning Department in relation to the complaints however has received the response that construction works are not within their remit to control. Some trees have been damaged. Cllr Trow to look into.

Cllr Sutherland to hold a site meeting with WSP this week to discuss the outstanding works required in Hinstock (eg footway, extension of 30mph zone etc).  Cllr Gittins to attend. Cllr Gittins reported that an application for CiL Local Funds will be required to finance the installation of the footway.
