Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council held on 2nd October 2024
at the Queens’ Jubilee Room, Hinstock

[bookmark: _Hlk128562530]222/24 Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting, declaring it open at 7:15pm.  
Apologies were received from Cllrs Farley, Sutherland and Thomason.
There were no members of the public present.

223/24	To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation Requests 
No requests or declarations were received. 

224/24	Approval of the Minutes (Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1))
To approve the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 4th September 2024 
The Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the Meeting held on 4th September 2024. Cllr Hook proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. Resolved. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. 

225/24	Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda 
No matters were raised.

226/24	Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s report to inc A529 safety programme update; A41 safety campaign
Cllr Gittins was not present.  Cllr Ashley confirmed that works to the A529 have been scheduled to begin during the October half term.

b) 	Parish Councillors’ reports 
No meetings have been attended. The Helicopter Liaison Group is now sending out a newsletter rather than holding bi-annual meetings. 

227/24	Parish Matters: 
a)	Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs
To enable Cllrs to report matters requiring attention 
No matters were raised to report for attention.
Councillors agreed to keep an eye on the A529 works.  The Clerk reminded Councillors that the Parish Council’s street lighting units (LED upgraded) are due to be returned when Shropshire Council replaces them.  Action: To remind SC to return the units. Cllr Ashley to board the loft in the QJR so that they can be stored until required for parts/replacements. 

b)	Playground/Recreation Field
Field gates – replacement lock; Electrics (to discuss the Memorial Hall supply)
Cllr Ashley to fit the new padlock.  There has not been a Memorial Hall Committee meeting so the electrical supply to the field has not been discussed. Action: To take forward.
c)	Highways & Environmental Health/Services
To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues 
Five Christmas trees have been donated and will be planted in the village. Village Initiative are contacting Shropshire Council in order to obtain permission to plant on the verges. It was reported that ivy has been removed from School Bank however the hedge son the Church side have not yet been cut back.  The Councillors queried when the road sweeper is likely to go through. Action: Clerk to check the schedule. 

d)	Memorial Hall – report from Reps
The next Committee meeting is on 16th October.

e)	Tennis Club
Cllr Ashley is to contact the Club to find out how the public can access the courts under the new arrangements.

f)	Land adj cemetery – To enable Cllrs to discuss response received via email from PCC	
The email received was noted by Councillors. The Clerk was asked to respond to re-assure the PCC that the Parish Council was not requesting permission for grounds work access through the cemetery, only for a pedestrian access through once the garden of contemplation has been created. 

g)	Footpaths
Nothing to report. 

h)	War memorial – to consider quote for cleaning and repairs
To take forward to the next meeting. A quote has been received and will be discussed. 

i)	Falcon Inn 
The AGM was held last week. Turnover is at £100,000, with losses of £900.  The Councillors agreed that it is a credit to the village. 

228/24	Housekeeping
a)	Jubilee Room
To raise any matters requiring discussion/update on bookings; To record monthly meter reading; 
The monthly meter reading was recorded as 8412.  Cllr Ashley reported recent issues with the key. He has changed the codes. The football club has outstanding payments due.  To chase. 

b)	Strategic Objectives Plan – review
No updates. To take forward and monitor. 

c)	Policies: New Model Financial Regulations for adoption
Cllr Hook proposed adopting the new regulations, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed. Resolved. 

d)	Defibrillator training session – to establish Hall availability
It was agreed to arrange a training session either for a Thursday evening or a Saturday morning. Action: Clerk to arrange. 

e)	Gov.uk email addresses – to discuss
The Councillors discussed obtaining Gov.uk specific email addresses for Councillors at a cost of £210pa as recommended. Action: To include in the budget and take forward to November’s meeting, proposed by Cllr Hook, seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed. Resolved. 

229/24	Correspondence
To acknowledge receipt of correspondence received by email and to raise any matters requiring attention inc SALC/NALC bulletins, NSAC meeting minutes
Email from Leader of the Council regarding new planning regulations/requirements: to consider a response
All noted. No matters were raised for discussion.

230/24	Finance
a)	To approve invoices/payments received to include those received post agenda publication
All payments were proposed for approval by Cllr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Hook, all agreed. Resolved. 

b)	Accounting reports /bank statements
The Councillors confirmed receipt of the accounting reports, including detailed spend/receipt and net position reports. Cllr Hutchinson proposed approving the reconciliation as accurate, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. Resolved. 

c)	Purchase of signage for the woodland - update 
Cllr Ashley recommended that the Village Initiative might arrange an extra sign for the gate to the woodland if one is required. 

d)	Grant funding request – Memorial Hall
The application is currently on hold. 
A request from North Salop Wheelers for a grant of £500 was noted. To take forward to November’s meeting. 

e)	Completion of hard court equipment installation/approval of payment – ratify payment
The Clerk confirmed that the invoice had been settled following the last meeting. Cllr Hutchinson proposed the ratification of the payment, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. 

f)	Conclusion of external audit – to acknowledge and note any comments
Councillors noted the External Auditor’s report and findings therein. The notice has been displayed as required.

g)	To approve signage purchases for sports facilities
Cllr Ashley will review in time for the November meeting to ensure that adequate signage is displayed around the playing field.

h)	Purchase of Christmas tree
Five trees have been donated for planting.  The Councillors discussed purchasing an artificial tree to be wall mounted on the QJR at a cost of £55. The purchase was proposed by Cllr Wood, seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed. Cllr Hook to arrange for the installation of an outside socket to allow for the tree to be illuminated. The ‘light up Hinstock’ event will be held on 30th November 2024. 

i)	Budget preparation
Items to be included were agreed as: Gov.uk email addresses, NSW grant, Memorial Hall Grant, signage, War Memorial cleaning/repairs – to take forward to November’s meeting

j)	Bank – reduction in savings account interest notification
Noted. 


k)	EDF – price increase effective October notification
