Unitary Councillor’s reports


Cllr Gittins reported that Childrens’ Services received a good OfSted rating. Shropshire Council now has 614’ looked after’ children post pandemic – c200 prior to the pandemic.  The new recycling bins should be delivered in Hinstock in July.  Residents can keep the old black crates. The Council will be bringing in the LGA to look into how Shropshire Council can save £30-60m.  Cllr Trow enquired about claiming for damage to cars from potholes.  Councillors queried how Shropshire Council schedules the repairs.   
It was noted that VAS units require the batteries to be changed.  Councillors to ask for more volunteers to help with this task.

Last 3 street light upgrades are scheduled to be done this week.

Playground: update

Cllr Sutherland reported that he has been in touch with the playground contractor regarding the playground upgrade.  A CiL Local grant could be applied for to help with replacement costs. Clerk recommended Kompan, Playdale and Ray Parry as suppliers for quotes.  The age range to be catered for is 3-11 years. A working group will be formed to devise equipment needs comprised of Cllrs Ashley, Trow and Hutchinson.  The Clerk recommended that a CIL Local grant EOI be submitted asap once figures have been worked out. Councillors agreed that money from their current Neighbourhood Fund should be allocated to the project. A Big Lottery grant is to be investigated.

Ways & Means Committee & Playing Field;  

Cllr Sutherland reported that the bicycle ramps need repairing. The current surface for the 5 aside area queried – suitable for netball and basketball but it has been suggested that it is unsuitable for football to be played upon.  Councillors discussed the aspiration for the provision of some adult gym equipment. The Clerk recommended that Councillors might like to look at Cheswardine’s recent installation for ideas.  Councillors discussed the poor uptake in membership that the Cricket Club is currently experiencing.  Cllr Ashley reported that he has tried to engage with the football club, which had previously used the pitch, however has not heard back from them.  Cllr Hutchinson to liaise.

Memorial Hall 

Cllr Sutherland to ask the handyman to remove the debris from under the stage.  
Funding request for redoing the ladies toilets:  5 firms have been approached for quotes. 
ADF (which carried out Jubilee Room refurbishment quoted £22k).  Two comparable quotes have been received in writing although the standard was considered to be very different.  The Parish Council is being asked to finance it entirely. The Parish Council is the custodian trustee of the hall.  
The Councillors discussed the current level of funds being held including Neighbourhood Fund money and the general fund.  They discussed the condition of the Memorial Hall and how potential repairs could be funded.  Cllr Ashley stated that fixing the ventilation is essential as a priority repair. 
The Councillors agreed that the main priority of the Parish Council is to replace the playground equipment.  
The Council Members further discussed undertaking the Memorial Hall project as a whole rather than piecemeal – perhaps with a  Public Works Grant, Cil Local Funding and Neighbourhood Fund money.   The Memorial Hall committee will present the project as a whole in July. Cllr Sutherland  proposed another strategic survey to gauge local opinion on a whole renovation, Cllr Trow seconded the proposal, all agreed.  The renovation of the ladies’ lavatories will be put on hold and will become part of the main project. Councillors agreed that they may need an agent to handle the tendering process.  


e)
Jubilee Celebrations

Councillors discussed the arrangements for the Jubilee celebration weekend. It was confirmed that the celebrations will be rolled out in July in conjunction with the Scarecrow Trail and the official opening of the Jubilee Room. The Queens’ Jubilee Room/celebration weekend will be held over 16/17th July, with a craft fair in hall on 16th, open garden, tea/coffee on the Sunday, snooker club lessons, disco, Jubilee tree planting and picnic. Cllr Ashley volunteered to create a flier to advertise the events programme.  It was agreed that Councillors forming a working party would meet on 16th June to agree a plan.  
Councillors were reminded that a plaque needs to be made.  Cllr Ashley proposed a brass plaque, c2ft by 1ft in size, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed. 
The Village Initiative Group will be suggesting an appropriate species of tree to commemorate the Jubilee and propose a planting location.
