Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council held on 3rd June 2026
at the Queens’ Jubilee Room, Hinstock

Cllr Hutchinson chaired the Meeting, apologies having been received from Cllr D Ashley.  Cllr Gee proposed that Cllr Hutchinson chaired the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. Resolved. 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting, declaring it open at 7:15pm.
There were two members of the public present.  There were no announcements. 
Cllrs Wood and Thomason sent apologies. 
A representative from the Village Initiative group attended the Meeting to thank the Council for recent grants received. He queried whether the School Bank wall has been inspected yet. The Clerk confirmed that Shropshire Council is due to carry out a safety inspection, but hasn’t received word as to whether that has been done yet. Similarly, she hasn’t been informed whether the drains have been cleared yet.  The wooden fencing by the old Bull pub was reported as being unsafe. It was suggested that it had originally been installed by Shropshire Council as an acoustic barrier.

a)	Street Lights/General Maintenance and/or Repairs

Street lighting check – feedback from Cllrs; 
Update on inventory check and installation of new lighting units
The Clerk confirmed that she is due to undertake an inventory check this week with Eon to check all of the parish lights and to agree where the new lights are to be installed. 

b)	Playground/Recreation Field
	To enable Cllrs to consider quotes for repairs reported following asset checks
The Clerk is expecting a quote to repair the bus shelter. The cycle ramps will be inspected again however it was noted that Ray Parry Playgrounds reported that they are in reasonable condition and do not require removal.

Remedial jobs were noted. Cllr Vaughan to check the gate. Cllrs Hook, Ashley and Village Initiative (bark and vegetation) to be asked to attend to the other items.

The Recreation Association Trustees have been put in touch with FIT to progress the transfer. 

g)	Footpaths – to raise any matters of concern
Cllrs Hutchinson and Wood have started to walk the paths. To make any reports via FixMyStreet. 

h)	War memorial – update on War Memorial Trust grants

i)	Dog fouling – to update on signage purchases/installation
Cllr Ashley to arrange signage. To ask the dog warden to assess the site for a new waste bin. 

j)	Snooker Club – to receive any updates
Recent damage/vandalism to the snooker room was noted. The walls have several indentations in them where it would appear that balls have been thrown at them. The carpet is heavily stained with alcohol.  Cllr Ashley to check the entry codes to ascertain who was using the room when the damage occurred. To take this matter forward to July.

Cllr Bentley could not provide an update due to lack of communication from the stakeholders.  The verges need cutting. Cllr Bentley confirmed that the cutting programme is due to start soon.
