Chairman’s welcome & announcements /Public participation – to receive representations 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the June Meeting of the Parish Council and opened proceedings at 7:20pm.  There were 6 members of the public present. Cllr R Gittins sent apologies.

A resident mentioned a new pathway from the estate in Marsh Lane which is apparently for fire/safety reasons. The Chairman responded that it has been passed to Shropshire Council (with photographic evidence) for attention and the Parish Council is waiting for a response. The Parish Council will follow this up with the Council.  Cllr Sutherland confirmed that he would inspect it tomorrow.  There is a sign on inside of the footpath which says ‘private’.  The resident queried whether there has been any progress on the development sites being put forward for Hinstock.  Cllr Sutherland responded is waiting for a decision from Shropshire Council as it is not the Parish Council’s decision.  Cllr Sutherland explained the difference between CiL and S106 agreements.  Cllr Sutherland confirmed that the Parish Council continues to make representation to Shropshire Council on behalf of the Parish however they are only a consultee and Shropshire Council is the determining authority.  
Another resident thanked the Parish Council for their grant for the Village Initiative Group.  An update was given by the resident on the activities of the group including the very well attended litter pick. Another scarecrow event is planned. 1000 bulbs were planted last year around the village.  Another litterpick is planned for November. A bluebell wood is being considered for the dell area.  2 trees have been planted opposite the post office – one each for Eric Balchin and Arthur Moore – brass plaques will be put in.  The youth bin by the shelter is emptied by the Group however there are an increasing number of bottles being smashed by the shelter which is a safety hazard.  The Members thanked the Group. 
A resident welcomed Cllr Sutherland to his new position as Chair thanked Cllr Harper for his efforts.  Asked for an update on the planned village welcome event. Councillors said that they were thinking of holding the event in the summer months. New photocells are needed for the recreation field lighting. Want to upgrade the lighting in the village to LED but are waiting for information.  Cllr Sutherland confirmed that they need inspecting.  Community asset Bearcroft and SSI updates to be added in July.  Two members of the public left the meeting.

An email was reported from Cllr Gittins reporting a possible change of boundary on the village amenity land on the Bearcroft estate extending the boundary of a house on the corner.  This has been raised with the planning department at Shropshire Council.

Jubilee Room –  Councillors to present a scope of works and draft questionnaire for public consultation on the future of the Room.  
Strategic objectives draft questionnaire has been drawn up but more work needs to be done on it.  Cllr Sutherland asked Councillors for input – to be circulated by email. Content needs to be approved.  He queried how to deliver the questionnaire.  Need to draw up the principals of development document which Shropshire Council has asked for from the Parish Council.  Cllr Ashley suggested the survey could be put on line via survey monkey, hold an event, and delivered by hand. Councillors expressed keenness for responses from residents.  Last village profile based on 2011 census gave 400 houses in Hinstock.  Now need to know housing numbers from Shropshire Council.  Councillors will each take an area for delivery of the questionnaire.  Need to have the questionnaire printed.  Will ask for household information on reverse of form.  Comments required  this week from Concillors for finalisation of wording on the document.  Clerk to forward PWLB loan information to Cllr Sutherland.

Dumped sofa on A41 has been removed and verges cut following complaint.  

Newly created footpath in Marsh Lane was reported by a Councillor with photographs and has been reported to Shropshire Council.  Councillors queried the need/use of the new entrance and the ‘private’ signage.  Clerk to chase.  A section of hedge has been removed to install the gateway. 
Clerk reported she is expecting a quote for the CCTV system to be installed.  Councillors discussed installing cameras around the hall and recreation field.  
School summer board meeting 6th June – Cllr Ashley to attend.  School are keen to apply for funds to expand – Shropshire Council appears to be resistant as there are97 children with 110 places, with children coming from out of area.  Classrooms will be created to make additional spaces in Market Drayton.  Decision hoped for on the school crossing within the next three weeks.  Shropshire Council are late with their decisions on the EOIs for CiL Local funds.  Clrl Sutherland reiterated that a lot of money has been generated from Hinstock and the Parish Council expects something to be put back into the parish.
