Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements  & Public Session 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting and declared it open at 7:03pm.  Two members of the public attended the Meeting.  Cllr Vaughan sent apologies.

One member of the public attended the meeting in respect of a request for the Parish Council to confirm eligibility for the Affordable Home Scheme.

No declarations were received.  Cllr Vaughan has been issued with a dispensation for non participation due to technical issues.

Approval of the Minutes : To approve the Minutes of the Remote Parish Council Meeting held on  6th January 2021
Councillors confirmed that they have received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting.  Cllr Trow proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Holland, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved.

Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda 
Cllr Sutherland brought forward an invoice from the last meeting for Jonathan Cornes & Assoc.

The Chairman asked the Council to formally accept and adopt the Council’s Strategic Objectives Plan which was brought before the Council for approval during lockdown last year but not formally ratified.  Cllr Sutherland, therefore, proposed the formal ratification of the Plan, seconded by Cllr Trow.  All agreed.  Resolved. The survey, results and Plan will be available to view on the website following this Meeting.  

Cllr Trow reported that Snooker Club members have queried the re-opening of the Club. The electricity bill for the Jubilee Room is due.  The Clerk advised that responsibility for the utility bills will need to be transferred to the Hall in future once the building works have been completed and the Room is a community multi use space.

Unitary Councillor’s reports

Cllr Gittins asked whether the Parish Council will be represented at the Planning Committee Meeting which will be considering the Links Caravan Park application to which the Parish Council had objected. Cllr Holland declared an interest and did not participate in this discussion.  Councillors discussed attended and it was agreed that Cllr Sutherland would submit a statement on behalf of the Parish Council in line with the objection submitted.  Proposed by Cllr Trow, seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed.

Parish Councillors’ reports 
Cllr Sutherland reported that a Meeting of the Memorial Hall Committee has been held. More members and Trustees have been appointed in line with the terms of the Charity. A lottery grant can now be applied for.

Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:

Playground: To receive/consider interim reports/remedial work recommendations;
Cllr Sutherland reported that the playground is in good order.

Rubbish collection

The recreation field rubbish bins have recently been overflowing. Emptying used to be done by the Village Initiative Group on a rota basis. Cllr Sutherland reported that this in now in hand with volunteers.

Street lighting: Update on upgrade progress
The Clerk reported that the upgrade is nearing completion. A shield has been requested for a property opposite the Falcon. The quote for the additional lights around the recreation field has come in at £1475 + VAT. Cllr Sutherland proposed accepting the quote, seconded by Cllr Holland, all agreed. Resolved. Action: Clerk to commission works. The entire upgrade will be done for under £10k less VAT.  This will be paid for out of Neighbourhood Fund monies.

Ways & Means Committee & Playing Field: Chairman’s update on FIT lease and transfer of land; 
Paperwork has now been provided for the transfer of land.  One further section is being added and the paperwork for this is awaited.  The Parish Council’s Solicitor has requested £1000 on account. Cllr Hutchinson proposed approving this, seconded by Cllr Heeley, all agreed. Resolved. 

c)
Highways & Environmental Health/Services
-
To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues update: To include Hatton Road; A41 Bollards ; VAS site visit – update on order 
Potholes reported on Chester Road near A41 and up School Bank. These should be done under the A529 upgrade works.  The Clerk confirmed that illuminated bollards for the 2 A41 junctions have been agreed by Street Lighting.  Cllr Gittins confirmed that works have been carried out on the Hatton Road in terms ditch clearing and patching. 
Councillor considered the options for the types of VAS available and opted for smiley/sad faces, USB data retrieval and battery operated sign in place of solar panels.  Proposed by Cllr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson. All agreed. Resolved. Action: Clerk to commission.

Jubilee Room – Chairman’s update (Tenders to be discussed under Finance)
Cllr Sutherland reported that Jonthan Cornes & Assoc has received tenders for the proposed Jubilee Room building works.  Cllr Sutherland and the Clerk attended an online Zoom tender opening meeting.  A analysis and comparison of tenders has just been received from J Cornes which will require consideration prior to the next meeting. It was proposed that Cllrs Sutherland, Ashley, Trow and Vaughan look at the options and present their findings in March.  Cllr Sutherland recommended that an Expression of Interest is submitted to Shropshire Council for CiL Local funds for £75k to help finance the project. This will also be finalised in March.
