Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting declaring it open at 7:15pm.  Four members of the public attended the Meeting. 

One representation was received regarding an alleged breach of planning control.  
The organisers of the Fun Run due to be held in the village in September requested access for the event though the footpath gates at the bottom on the recreation field and for the grass to be cut prior to the event.  Use of the five aside court was requested for the use of St John’s Ambulance on the day.

Unitary Councillor’s report
Cllr Gittins reported that there is a Full Council meeting tomorrow. One divisive issue to be discussed is a proposal put forward by the Green Party to ban all use of glyphosphates on Shropshire Council owned land.  Councillors discussed the potential impact of such a ban, in particular in relation to the removal of Japanese Knotweed which is present in Hinstock and many other locations in Shropshire. 

The Highfields Way footpath is due to be constructed this month and work on the village A529 upgrade works to be done during the school summer holidays.

Cllr Thomason gave a report from the Falcon community group which hopes to gain access to the Falcon for a condition inspection once repair work has been completed.  To report back in September.
