Chair’s welcome & announcements 

The Chair welcomed everyone to the Meeting opening proceedings at 7:20pm. Unitary Gittins attended the Meeting.   Three members of the public were present. 

29/18
Public participation – to receive representations on items on the agenda/of public interest:
A resident commented on the bottom end of the village not only from a speeding point of view but from maintenance.  The new development is now being built. The road is in a poor state with the gutters and pavements full of leaf debris.  This is making it hazardous to walk into the village.  Hedgerow on hill on right hand side growing out into the road – badly maintained coppice – 30mph signs need cleaning and vegetation is overhanging.  Report to Highways and ask to do site visit.  Clerk asked to request a VAS sign.  Councillors recalled previous request for a pelican crossing at the School.  
The dog waste bin on the path by the Memorial Hall has been emptied all over path.  Does not appear to have been emptied for some time. Clerk to report.   It has been reported that some football pitch users are not leaving the car park in a tidy fashion.  

Councillors discussed the narrow pavements at Marsh Lane end of the village – previously requested widening and safe walkway to village for children to get to the school as part of the planning permission for Land Rear of the Moat House planning application. It was noted that there are no kerbs to the pavement at bottom end of village.   May qualify to have this work done under A529 works programme.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes:

Unitary Councillor’s 
At November Meeting Cllr Gittins proposed forming a working group with neighbouring parishes.  He asked if the PC would like a representative to attend to represent Hinstock?  Informal discussion meeting only.  This idea is prevalent in south Shropshire but not done so often in the north.  Cllr Holland to attend.  
At Councillor Gittins’s request Councillors discussed the request from planning potentially for a single plot affordable dwelling at Mill Green. Cllr Sutherland did not participate in the discussion.  Local needs must meet the criteria.  Support affordable housing in the area providing it meets the necessary criteria.  Clerk to respond.

Parish Councillors’ reports to include: 

 Feedback from any meetings attended to include: 
LJC: No meeting held
NSAC/SALC: March 9th meeting postponed.
Cemetery Committee: No update
Memorial Hall: There has been no meeting for the Committee. Councillors discussed the management of the Hall and expressed concerns that no meeting has been held in the last year.
Village Initiative: no update
Youth Matters; No youth club until new youth worker found. Cllr Heeley attended the governors meeting at which the provision of a pelican crossing was mentioned. Only 4 school places left available in school.  Lack of footway provision from the new development to the village from the Land to the rear of the Moat House was raised as a concern for children walking to school.  
Neighbourhood Watch: Cllr Surridge has been in touch. Waiting for fresh information. To investigate leads for NW contacts.
Helicopter Liaison Group: new meeting date through for end of month.  Cllr Trow to cover.

Parish Matters: 
a)
Street Lights/General Maintenance and or Repairs to include:  
-
Playground: To receive/consider remedial work recommendations/update
Following repairs Councillors agreed it is hoped that the equipment will last a few more years.  Apparatus is sound.  
-
Street lighting: daytime burning on Old Chester Road on grass by bollards where road ends.
-
Hall/Recreation field:  Cllr Sutherland gave report.  Copies of leases have been sourced from fields in trust.  Hinstock Recreation Association now has a defunct charity status.  Has spoken to Fields In Trust.  Lease be re-assigned to Hinstock Parish Council – sign a deed of dedication to protect it as a amenity area. This will enable the PC to take back control of the fields.  No knowledge of formal agreement between tennis club and former recreation association. No charges made for use of football pitches etc.  Fields In Trust are consulting their legal team to establish best solution.  Need to have all information documented going forward re arrangements with all village groups and the use of the land.  
Cllr Sutherland explained that FIT now prefer and recommend undertaking ‘Deeds of Dedication’ in relation to land –  Cllr  Heeley proposed that this route is taken if available, seconded by Cllr Surridge  – Cllr Sutherland to liaise and pursue.

Cllr Sutherland met with a Cheswardine councillor recently regarding playing fields and bowling greens.  Hinstock is being offered a bowling green with the new development. Smart advice suggests that it will cost a minimum of £2-3k per year to maintain a crown green.  Councillors queried if the bowling club is actually wanted/needed.  No response was received in relation to questions posed in Parish Magazine.  Councillors discussed scenario of what happens if no uptake. It was agreed that the PC would like the land for the village with or without the green.  Councillors discussed the likelihood of a cash lump sum being made available instead of the green.  Queried who would pay for pavilion construction and upkeep.  It was agreed that a public meeting to discuss the area and village aspirations for it would be essential.  Councillors also agreed that they need to meet with the developers and to have conversations with FIT about taking the land over.
