Welcome & Public Session

Cllr Lutner welcomed everyone to the December Meeting of the Parish Council. There were 2 members of the public present and Community Enablement Officer, Nicky Fisher. Cllr Lutner opened the public session at 7:15pm.  Nicola Fisher updated Councillors on the planned devolution of services: gauging interest in taking over services.  Market Drayton Town Council are proposing to take over the market, library and swimming pool, however the income they receive from the car parks is being reviewed.  Ringway contracts are being renewed.  Expressions of interest in taking over services are needed by March 2017.  It has been noted that in order to do this the Parishes still need definitive maps showing amenity lands and update of services yet to be allocated.  Nicky Fisher to chase.  Highways and Environmental Maintenance Grants still available for 2017/8 – will be reviewed after that period.  A public LJC meeting is to be held in Jan or Feb.  Want presentation from Future Fit to set out services.  It is acknowledged that public transport difficult from MD to Shrewsbury and Telford. Shropshire Choices is a new website – looking to provide extra support in the community.  ‘Everybody active everyday’  is a new grant fund to get people moving in Shropshire.  Youth commissioning – money went predominantly to the youth club – 6 month extension given for this amenity – grants for rural areas have now finished.  Local plan is going to be reviewed commencing Jan/Feb.  It is Shropshire Council policy not to identify exactly how much money will be coming from each development; there is a requirement to separate money between accounts for audit purposes. Neighbourhood fund monies must be connected to the development from whence it originated.  Need casual link between money from development and spend.  Ameliorate the impact.  For example if the Parish Council would like to have a footway installed to link new development with the village an application for CiL local might be necessary – a Section 106 agreement might be a better route to take.  Expression of interest form for applications for CiL Local – internal infrastructure group decides the allocations of money – well developed projects.  The Parish Council would need to ask for an installation cost from Highways for a footway before proceeding further with the project.

5 Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 1st November  2016: Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting.  Cllr Healey proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.

7 Reports: Unitary Councillor/Community Policing

Cllr Davies was not present.  No bulletin from the local force.  Speed monitoring van has been visiting the village recently.  

8 Highways/Environmental Health

· Report matters affecting environmental health:
No items brought forward.
· Site visit with Highways – Report from Councillors 
Cllr Lutner reported from the Highways site visit: speed limits were discussed in the Parish and footway provision – access/egress into new development at the Bearcroft. Crossing at school is being scheduled – may be traffic lights or pelican crossing – raised crossing and hatching.  It is on current budget and Mill Green resurfacing is also included.  Cllr Sutherland said the school crossing will be done in the Spring 2017 which will be prior to the Mill Green resurfacing.  Mill Green suggestion for a 30mph – last traffic survey produced an average speed of 45.6 mph which indicated a lot of people don’t drive recklessly – though clearly some do.  45mph is not excessively fast so this area would not warrant a 30mph zone.  To implement a 30mph significant engineering works would be needed. Speed humps would need lights.  Around 90 schemes put in for in the last year – c 10% have been successful.  If the Parish Council pursues a 40mph limit for this area then the police would support it – could be done out of revenue rather than capital.  A 40mph does not need to be illuminated.  Support would be given thereafter enforcing the limit.  This would bring Mill Green in line with Lockley Wood and Woodseaves, which are enforced.  The Mount Pleasant crossroads is now classified as one of most dangerous stretches of road in the north of county.  Cllr Lutner proposed applying for the 40mph limit (would have preferred 30 but appreciate constraints), seconded by Cllr Healey, all agreed.  Resolved. 
· Councillors further reported on the visit to the Yelves – would consider an extension of the 30mph in view of housing going into Marsh Lane – past St Oswald’s view and take it to old hollow possibly as far as The Links in order to make the junction safer.  Footways were inspected – no money in the budget so money would have to come from development – would need to be informed/consulted. – Highways will  need to confirm that the scheme would be an advantage for health and safety and safe passage of pedestrians.  Would also need to know costs per metre.  One way system was considered in Marsh Lane.  Outline planning has been given for Marsh Lane but conditions will need to be decided at the full planning stage.  Cllr Lutner proposed applying for an extended 30mph zone from the village via Church Street via The Links and into Marsh Lane to take in St Oswald’s View.  Councillors further considered a review of a one way system for Marsh Lane, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed.  Cllr Lutner proposed putting forward improvement of footways from Marsh Lane to the middle of the village ie by school/shop – anticipate some monies would come from the development in Marsh Lane. Councillors agreed that it would be useful to know costs to build/widen the footways – Clerk to request a quote from Highways, seconded by Cllr Harper, all agreed.  Councillors agreed that the Highways Officer had been very helpful in his guidance.
Cllr Lutner to review the place plan for approval in January – need to keep this in line and up to date.


9 Jubilee Room –  Cllr Trow not present. Councillors briefly discussed needing to investigate grant funding options for the refurbishment.

Cllr Sutherland proposed, with Cllr Lutner seconding, all agreed to investigate costs etc.  Cllr Lutner to approach the school/shop to find a suitable place in which to locate it.  Councillors agreed that the wall of the Hall would not be a suitable location due to vandalism issues.
Single plot affordable eligibility confirmation received from the Rural Housing Enablement Officer.
Devolution of services – transfer of assets, land or services  - Councillors discussed which areas which may fall under the Parish Council remit to maintain going forward.
