Chair’s welcome & announcements 

The Chair opened the Meeting at 7:18pm, welcoming Cllr R Gittins and 23 members of the public to the Meeting.

Public participation – to receive representations on items on the agenda/of public interest
Councillors received representations from members of the public in connection with the forthcoming sale of the area of land at Bearcroft Pool, the new housing development at the Bearcroft in relation to the proposed amenity area which was earmarked for a bowling green and a possible pavilion.  A resident requested that the Parish Council holds a public meeting to discuss the sale of the pool and put foward a suggestion that the Parish Council buys it.  Cllr Harper confirmed that the land at the Bearcroft is divided into 2 lots, not owned by the same people.  The Parish Council has been investigating ownership.  A resident reminded the Council that the tennis club submitted plans for the type of pavilion that they would like to see built on the land.   Estimates suggest that this will cost in the region of £120-180k.  The resident expressed that he wished to have the developers put in the footings and necessary piping for a pavilion whilst they have the equipment on site.  Councillors confirmed that they have on numerous occasions discussed the Bearcroft Land at Council meetings and advertised in the parish magazines for expressions of interests in having a bowling green in the village. None have been received to date.  With this in mind the Council had agreed to hold a public consultation on the future of the amenity areas as the Parish Council has concerns about ongoing maintenance costs of a crown green bowling green for the community.  The Parish Council is holding discussions with Fields in Trust about undertaking  a deed of dedication for the recreation field on a 999 year lease.  Members recognise the need to liaise with the developers whilst they are on site to determine what will be provided on the amenity area. Details of the S106 agreement will need to be established.  Members of the public left the meeting.

Street Lights/General Maintenance and or Repairs to include:

Playground: Cllr Sutherland reported that the bark has been topped up but another bag is needed. £185.05 inc delivery.  Clrl Vaughan, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson proposed another bag is ordered, all agreed. Cllr Sutherland to order. The new signs are ready to be installed.

Street lighting: To receive reports of matters requiring attention- no reports received.

Hall/Recreation field: The dog warden has been contacted by the Clerk as requested and has agreed to carry out patrols to tackle the dog fouling issue.  The bins are emptied weekly.  

Cllr Sutherland reported that he hsas discussed with Fields in Trust that a deed of dedication is set up, or a lease provided, to sign the land over to the PC.  Legal fees will be in the region of £12k.  Proof is required tha thte Recreation Association is no longer functioning.  To arrange for a letter to be drafted and one of the original signatories to sign.  Proposed by Cllr Surridge, seconded by Cllr Trow, all agreed that Cllr Sutherland should organise this.  Resolved.

Bus shelter: The Clerk received reports that the bus shelter in Church Street is in a poor state of repair. Cllr Harper to inspect and organise a quote for repairs or to replace as proposed by Cllr Trow, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. Resolved.  

The railings which have been dumped in the shelter have been reported to Highways and a request put in that they be replaced.  Clerk to chase.

Potholes were reported for repair on Church Street. Repairs previously requested are being done.  Hatton Road is being resurfaced. A529 works are still on hold until funding comes through from the Government.

To receive update of works previously requested: Dog waste - covered; VAS – Neighbourhood Fund monies could be used. Highways will need to assess the suitability of the proposed location. It will cost in the region of £3k;

Jubilee Room – Councillor’s update
Cllr Trown reported tha the drain at the front still requires repair.  The PC earmarked £1k to pay for this repair.  Clerk to check the deeds to establish any covenants etc that may be in place on the building.  
Councillors agreed that a definite schedule for the grounds maintenance must be drawn up for future use.  

A schedule of works has been drawn up costing in the region of £95k.

Land at Bearcroft: To enable Councillors to discuss proposed bowling/tennis pavilion and amenity space
Councillors discussed the amenity space being provided at the Land at Chester Road development. They agreed that a need for a bowling green must be established and if a pavilion is put on site that the facility is provided for all village groups to use. The Jubilee Rooms are in need of repair – Councillors discussed whether it might be better to save that building for the village and repair it.  Councillors agreed to set up a meeting with the developers which Cllr Harper will organise. Cllr Harper also to contact the owner to establish if covenants are in place on the Pool site to prevent future development on it.  Councillors discussed registering the Pool area as a community asset, proposed by Cllr Sutherland, seconded by Cllr Surridge. All agreed. Clerk to begin process.  Cllr Harper to discuss with the landowner.
