1 Chair’s welcome & announcements 

Unitary Cllr R Gittins was present.  Two Members of the public were in attendance. The Chair opened the Meeting at 7:15pm welcoming everyone present to the Meeting. 

2 Public participation – to receive representations on items on the agenda/of public interest
Mrs Sangster addressed the Council about concerns over the speed of traffic along the Goldstone Road.  There has been a significant increase in speed and volume.  Becoming dangerous for pedestrians, dog walkers, horse riders etc.  Residents have lost a high number of pets.  Would like drivers to demonstrate caution and common sense when using this stretch of road.  Whilst 30mph is not a realistic possibility residents would like some type of traffic calming measures.  Sharp bends signs have disappeared locally and have not been replaced.  The Clerk confirmed that Highways have been contacted and the matter will also be raised with Cheswardine Parish Council.  Cllr Gittins said that he would take the matter of speeds on country roads up with Owen Paterson to see if there is any legislation planned to reduce speeds nationally on country roads.
