Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements  & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting and declared it open at 7:31pm.  One member of the public attended the Meeting representing the Tennis Club. Councillors gave an overview of the proposed works (which were established as part of the Strategic Survey undertaken by the Parish Council) to the Jubilee Room including new toilet facilities. The snooker table will be re-instated and the pool table will be available on wheels.

The Tennis Club rep advised the Meeting that the developer of the Four Crosses site had attended a site visit to look at the excess water issue by the Club.  It is suspected that a blocked drain is at fault.  There are concerns that the integrity of the portacabin will be compromised if the cause is not located. 
Cllr Sutherland reported that FIT has not yet completed the Deed of Dedication. The new owners of the pool should be contacted to check drains/overflow pipes.

Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:

Playground: To receive/consider interim reports/remedial work recommendations;
No issues reported at the playground.  The published usage guidelines for the rule of six are not being adhered to.  
A new quote for outdoor gym equipment is expected.  Cllr Sutherland will submit a grant application for £15/16k for the equipment as proposed by Cllr Hutchinson, second by Cllr Holland.  All agreed.

Street lighting: Update on upgrade progress

The Clerk reported that an invoice has still not been received for the street lighting upgrade works however, it is believed that the job is complete with the possible exception of the lights around the recreation field.  These lights may require shields.  Eon has not answered emails requesting confirmation.  The Clerk has stressed that specification details are required urgently so that she can negotiate a new energy supply contract in April.

Cllr Sutherland confirmed that the lease is with the Solicitors and should be resolved soon.  
Cllr Sutherland suggested that the next project to be looked at would be the revamping of the cycle area.

Councillors discussed the matters outstanding with Shropshire Council, namely the footway from Highfields to the village, extension of the 30mph to include Damson Way/Badgers Croft and the school crossing upgrade.  CiL Local applications have been submitted in respect of two of these projects to aid funding.

Review of remote meeting protocol in respect of Zoom subscription/meeting length

Cllr Hutchinson proposed lifting the 40 minute meeting time length specification in the protocol, seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed. The Clerk advised that remote meetings will not be permissible after 6th May.  New guidance is awaited.

Jubilee Room – to discuss/agree aspirations of future uses of the Jubilee Room for the purpose of applying for CiL Local Funding with reference and regard to the Strategic Objectives Survey results

Cllr Sutherland proposed expanding the current use of the Jubilee Room as per the suggestions returned in the Strategic Objectives Plan for a multi use/purpose space for pilates, cinema, the tennis club, School use etc, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed. Cllr Sutherland suggested submitting a CiL Local application to assist with financing the project for £45,000. This was formally proposed by Cllr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed.

Falcon Inn – To discuss/agree renewing of the ACV listing

The Clerk advised that the current ACV listing expires shortly.  A member of the public has asked the PC to renew the listing.  Cllr Trow proposed re-nominating the pub, seconded by Cllr Holland, all agreed. Clerk to submit the necessary paperwork.

A slightly revised quote has been received due to  the requirements of the adjusted location which was proposed for acceptance by Cllr Trow, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed.
