The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting, accepting apologies from Cllrs Wood and Hutchinson. The Meeting was opened at 7:19pm. Cllr R Gittins sent his apologies. 
One member of the public arrived at 7:22pm. No representations were received.

200/24	To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation Requests 
No requests were received. 	

201/24	Approval of the Minutes (Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1))
To approve the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 5th June 2024 
The Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the Meeting held on 5th June 2024. Cllr Farley proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Hook, all agreed. Resolved. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. 	

202/24	Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda 
Cllrs Ashley and Thomason plan to visit the care home following the invitation issued at the last meeting. 

203/24	Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s report to inc A529 safety programme update; A41 safety campaign
Cllr Gittins did not attend the Meeting. 

b) 	Parish Councillors’ reports 
No meetings have been attended. 

204/24	Parish Matters: 
a)	Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs
	To enable Cllrs to report matters requiring attention 
No matters were raised. 

b)	Playground/Recreation Field
Update on replacement equipment of the hard court; Field gates
The Councillors noted that the Pay Back Team and VI had cleared the play area and car park and re-distributed the bark in the playground.   No additional bark is required at this time.  To check next year. Cllr Ashley reported that c15 fence posts required replacement for which a quote has been obtained from the handyman for £355. Cllr Hook proposed accepting the quote, seconded by Cllr Thomason, all agreed. Resolved. 

c)	Highways & Environmental Health/Services
To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues update
Councillors discussed overgrown hedges; it was confirmed that it is the landowner’s responsibility to keep hedges cut back to avoid overhanging footways and roads.  Flooding issues on Marsh Lane were reported – works planned to a culvert in the lane were noted. 
Cllr Vaughan reported a kerb issue outside the Hall which he will report on FixMyStreet for repair. 

d)	Memorial Hall – report from Reps
Councillors noted receipt of the annual accounts.  
The handyman is being asked to inspect the ladies toilet locks.  It was reported that a fascia needs replacing.  The stage curtain rails are to be replaced, the guttering needs clearing and the chimney flue needs to be re sealed. 

e)	Tennis Club
Cllr Ashley reported that the courts are to be opened for general public use.  He will obtain details and report again in September. 

f)	Land adj cemetery 
No response has been received to date from the PCC following the email sent asking if an access could be opened up between the cemetery and the land intended for use as a garden of contemplation, to compliment the cemetery.  
The letter has been delivered to the residents living adjacent to the land.  

g)	Footpaths
No update. 

h)	War memorial – to discuss repair work
Cllr Thomason reported that the memorial requires some repairs. Mortar has come out from between the stones. Action: Clerk to obtain a quote. She advised that grants are sometimes available from the War Memorial Trust.  

i)	Falcon Inn – request for pavement planters
Cllr Thomason reported that the Falcon would like to place planters on the pavement outside the pub. The Clerk advised that permission should be sought from Shropshire Council.  

205/24	Housekeeping
a)	Jubilee Room
To raise any matters requiring discussion/update on bookings; To record monthly meter reading; 
Recent bookings were noted. The Clerk advised that the Football Club has not paid the last invoice sent.  Cllr Ashley to chase. The Jubilee Room door access codes are due to be changed.

d)	Defibrillator training session 
Cllr Farley reported that a request for training has been received. The Clerk has contacted Ashley and Loggerheads First Responders with a view to arrange training.  
New defibrillator pads have been ordered and delivered.

The Clerk reported that confirmation of receipt of the AGAR has been received from the external auditor. 
The Clerk further reported that Environmental Maintenance Grants are being awarded for half of the amount applied for as Shropshire Council has received a very high number of applications, which exceed their budget. Therefore, Hinstock Parish Council will received £597.00. 
The latest PWLB payment will be taken on 25th July 2024 for £1533.43.
As per the decision at the last meeting to replace the Union Jack flags, quotes obtained from the same supplier as the D Day flags (which seemed to be of superior quality than previous flags purchased) for consideration were:
5x3 knitted polyester £24 inc vat
4’6” x 2’3” superior woven: 48 inc vat or 6’x3x £60 inc vat
Cllr Vaughan proposed ordering x 2 5x3 at £24, seconded by Cllr Hook, all agreed. Resolved. Action: Clerk to order.
