Chair’s welcome & announcements 

The Chair welcomed everyone to the September meeting of the Parish Council opening proceedings at 7:15pm. Four members of the public attended the Meeting and Unitary Councillor, Rob Gittins.

Public participation – to receive representations (No decisions to be taken)
A request was made for financial support for the Village Initiative Group.  A complaint was received about the state that the verge (deep ruts) has been left in at the top of the village by the developers. A request was made for assistance to repair it.  The removal of sales signage would also aid grounds maintenance.  The Chair suggested that it may be quicker to source some soil locally and repairing it. Councillors suggested there may be reluctance to remove the sales signs until all properties have been sold.  Bulb planting will be starting again soon, carrying on with the daffodil trail. Another litter pick has been scheduled.  A complaint was received about the amount of rubbish dumped locally.  
Memorial Hall accounts have been circulated following the recent AGM.  The Hall needs to replace some tables, costing c£200 each, needing 4 small (c£150) and 2 large.  Another fridge is also required. Crockery supplies are getting low.  It was agreed to take this forward for consideration at the October Meeting. 
A resident enquired about the proposed works to the A529. Cllr Gittins reported that Shrophire Council is still waiting for the detail from Central Government. 
It was reported that visibility is affected by vegetation by the railings at Swan Bank junction at Lockley Wood.  The resident requested if this could be cut back. 
A member of the public reported that a tree on Hatton Road requires attention – a branch is overhanging the road and needs to be removed. 
Resident reported 30mph sign has finally been re-instated after 4-5 months. Speed monitoring van can now be deployed in the village again.  Highways to be asked to arrange for the hedge along the Chester Road at the bottom of the village to be cut back – landowners will need to be contacted.  

The resident reminded Councillors of a request for a VAS for the bottom end of the village a year ago.  Could this be included in the A529 programme of works?

It was reported that a water main burst in the village during August whilst Severn Trent was working on a new connection on School Bank. All the debris which had been washed down was left in the road presenting a hazard.  The drain at the bottom of the village will have been blocked as a result. Clerk to request that it is jetted.  

A comment was received regarding the issues raised at the last meeting about the cricket pitch issues.  The resident commented that Sport England should have been informed that a new development was being built next to the cricket pitch, which Shropshire Council failed to do.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)
Unitary Councillor’s 
Cllr Gittins reported a quiet time over the summer months at Shropshire Council.  He has put out some reports about the ongoing CiL Local review.  At present 168 pots exist around the County.  The funds have been built up.  Shropshire Council now wants to use it in the place plan areas retrospectively.  Officers are aiming to spend money for example on new classrooms in Market Drayton rather than in the Parish from which it has originated.  Cllr Gittins is objecting to the proposals.  The argument put forward by Officers is that Market Drayton is the local service town used by the rural areas.  
Potholes are being fixed around the county – Councillors reported that the pothole by the Church is still outstanding. 
Cllr Sutherland raised road improvements which were due to happen at the bottom end of the village which could have come out of the CiL local fund. This work will now be in question.  Cllr Sutherland proposed writing to Shropshire Council formally with a list of questions of outstanding/unresolved issues where it is felt Shropshire Council has failed to adequately represent the interests of the Parish.  The pavement was widened at the bottom end of the village – an engineer stated that the next stage was to widen the path going to Pixley Lane.  This hasn’t been done.   Councillors to draft a letter to send to Peter Nutting and Clive Wright.

Parish Councillors’ reports to include: 

 Feedback from any meetings attended by PC reps: 
LJC: Cllr Sutherland attended the Future Fit presentation.  Consultations ongoing. Decision hoped for by end of year. 
NSAC/SALC: No meeting held.
Cemetery Committee: No update. Only one quote received for the hedge removal.  The Chair asked if the Parish Council is willing to donate towards the cost. Councillor Trow proposed the PC pays 75% of the cost, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson.  All agreed.  The land being offered for the extension is being progressed.  
Memorial Hall(AGM/Ordinary Meeting update) : Cllr Hutchinson reported back from the AGM.  Bookings and revenues have increased.  Signed accounts have been received. More volunteers are needed.  New equipment is required and the chairs need cleaning. Hall committee proposed a welcome event for new residents.  A request was made for the annual grant (£1000). Councillor Trow proposed £1000 for the Hall, seconded by Cllr Sutherland, all agreed. 
Village Initiative: Update given. Litter pick date to be scheduled for end of October. 
Youth Matters: Cllr Hutchinson put an article in the Herald regarding proposals for a new youth club. Little response to date.  The creation of a Facebook page was suggested.  
Neighbourhood Watch: No recent update.
Helicopter Liaison Group: Next meeting due in October.
