Minutes of The Parish Council Meeting Held on 7th July 2021 at the Memorial Hall, Hinstock

Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting and declared it open at 7:10pm. Apologies were received frm Cllr Ashley. Three members of the public attrended the Meeting.  A meber of ht eMemorial Hall Committee enquired about the progress of refurbishment  works to the Hall.  The Parish Council confirmed that they had previously agreed to allocate £3K for essential emergency repairs which would make the Hall safe to re-open. A list of wider ranging repairs needed will be dealt with in priority order.  The Parish Council is awaiting feedback from the Hall Committee.

Unitary Councillor’s reports



Cllr Gittins reported from the second full Council meeting of the new administration.  The Local Plan is now being submitted to the Planning Inspector for review. This will take in the region of one year to receive the findings. The Plan will then need to be formally adopted by Shropshire Council.  Shropshire Council must continue to demonstrate a five year land supply for housing.  The number allocated for Hinstock is low, circa 35.  Cllr Gittins confirmed that he has raised his concerns about Hinstock at Shropshire Council and money being allocated to be spent in the village.  Cllr Sutherland confirmed the Parish Council’s request for funding for the upgraded School crossing and footway from Highfields to the village, along with another request for money to be put towards the refurbishment of the Jubilee Room.

Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:

Playground: To receive/consider interim reports/remedial work recommendations;

Cllr Sutherland questioned whether the playground is still adequate for the needs of a larger village.  The playground seems to be busy after School however Councillors agreed that it would be useful to monitor its usage to build up a picture of use. To take forward to September’s meeting for further consideration/discussion.

Street lighting: Update on invoicing for upgrade

The upgrade programme has now been completed with the installation of LED lighting around the recreation field.  The final invoice from Eon has not yet been received. 

The Clerk presented an unmetered energy supply quotation received from Shropshire Council to compare with the contract renewal quote received previously from NPower.  Cllr Sutherland proposed accepting the quote from Shropshire Council which will bring significant savings per annum of c£1500, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed. Resolved.

General matters:

Ways & Means Committee & Playing Field: Chairman’s update on FIT lease; 

Councillors discussed the historic drainage issues by the Jubilee Hall and Memorial Hall car park. ADF will be asked to look at this as part of the refurbishment works. 

Cllr Sutherland confirmed that Fields in Trust are producing a Deed of Dedication agreement for the Parish Council in relation to the Recreation Field.  There will be a provision for future development for any sports related structures. The land adjacent to the cemetery will be owned by the Parish Council. The agreements are in the hands of the Solicitors. Legal expenses will be met by the Parish Council. 

c)
Highways & Environmental Health/Services
-
To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues update
Councillors were asked to comment on proposals to alter the speed limit along the A529 from Hinstock to Woodseaves. Councillors expressed the view that it should be a continuous 40mph.  They agreed that the Police should enforce such a limit.  Shropshire Council has suggested that they are supportive of this limit but that the Police wouldn’t enforce it. Cllr Sutherland suggested that the Parish Council should write to the Police and Crime Commissioner to raise the matter and express the view that the Police should be enforcing the Law, not writing it.  

d)
Memorial Hall & Jubilee Room 
Cllr Sutherland suggested that the works should commence on 5th August.
Councillors discussed a suggestion received that the Church may close due to extreme financial difficulty.  A public meeting will be held in September to raise awareness of its light.  Repairs are needed and grants are being investigated.  The pandemic has contributed to the financial difficulties.
