101 Chairman’s welcome & announcements
The Chairman thanked everyone for attending and opened the Meeting at 7:03pm.  15 members of the public attended the Meeting.  A spokesperson for the residents gave an overview of the objections they had to the planning application for the siting of 11 static caravans at the Links, 19/03206/FUL. Concerns raised were poor highways access, regular flooding of the road, unsuitability of the road for increased vehicle movements and recreation use, drainage/sewerage disposal issues at the site, environmental impact on local wildlife, disruption to local residential amenity, potential noise and light pollution from the site, occupancy conditions, white static caravans being out of keeping in local context, over-crowding of the plot, lack of need for the increase in holiday lets.  The residents were thanked for attending the meeting and bringing their concerns to the Parish Council’s attention.

Councillors considered the plans and stated their views on the application.  Councillors agreed that the proposed access was of concern due to poor visibility and close proximity to a junction. 

The site currently houses 2 log cabins out of a possible 5 for which permission was granted. The Parish Council agreed that 11 static caravans would be over development of the site and is inappropriate in scale and density. Whilst the current log cabins comfortably sit in the rural lanscape of this area, Councillors stated their views that 11 white/grey static caravans will be at odds with the character of the surroundings and be visually intrusive to neighbouring properties. The noise, light pollution and increased traffic on the highway will detrimentally affect the residential amenity of local residents. 

Councillors agreed that the Highways access to the site is very poor. The road is narrow, currently a 60mph, without street lighting or footway. Councillors recalled that local residents have long campaigned to have a reduced limit imposed and footway installed on this road due to the dangers posed by fast moving vehicles on this narrow country lane. The proposed access was noted as being on a corner with extremely limited visibility which the Councillors agreed would be unsuitable. The road floods all year round. There is no public transport in Hinstock. The lane is unsuited to recreational activities and the Councillors queried whether the site can truly considered to be 'accessible' for an increased number of holiday makers. Councillors noted that there is an existing caravan site within 4 miles at Goldstone. 

The surrounding area is comprised of agricultural land and residential dwellings, not all of which received notice of the application. The ground at the site is comprised of clay based soil. As such, Councillors expressed concerns about drainage provision and queried what mitigations will be put in place. Local wildlife ie bats, newts etc will need to be assessed and provision made for. As the site neighbours land on which livestock (inc horses) is kept, they agreed that notification would have been both useful and key.

Councillors expressed the view that any future occupancy should be conditioned strictly for short term holiday occupancy only. Measures must be imposed to restrict noise and light pollution from the site. Good landscaping measures should be implemented to lessen any detrimental visual impact. 

Cllr Hutchinson proposed objecting to this proposal on the grounds of detrimental impact on residential amenity for neighbouring properties, inadequte/unsuitable highways access, detrimental environmental impact and inappropriate over development of the site which will have an adverse impact on the local context and character, seconded by Cllr Sutherland, all agreed. Clerk to inform Shropshire Council. 
The Clerk presented an invoice requiring settlement prior to September’s meeting for the survey printing costs. Cllr Hutchinson proposed paying the invoice, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. The cheque was duly signed.
