Cllr Gittins wished everyone a merry Christmas.  He updated the Councillors on Shropshire Council’s current position regarding the spend of CiL Local funds. Places at Hinstock School are still an issue with classroom spaces a priority.  This is being looked into by Childrens’ Services.  The owner of the Four Crosses site has been in touch with a new proposal for developing the site.  Councillors discussed the site’s access onto the A41, status in the Local Plan (open countryside) and planning appeal decisions affecting other similar local sites.  To discuss again in January.
