1 Chair’s welcome & announcements 

The Chair welcomed everyone present to the July Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council, opening proceedings at 7:15pm.  There was one member of the public present. Unitary Councillor Gittins was present.  The Chair announced that due to the incorrect agenda having been displayed on the notice board all decisions taken at this Meeting would be ratified at the next Parish Council Meeting in September.  The correct agenda was displayed on the website, complying with Transparency Code requirements.  Congratulations were offered to Cllr Gittins upon the occasion of his recent marriage.  A resident raised speeding through the bottom end of the village.  He estimates 70-80% of the traffic coming off the A41 is exceeding the speed limit.  Asked if the PC could make the speed limit restrictions more obvious.  30mph limit begins around the bend.  Clerk has contacted the Police and Highways Dept about this. Figures from 2016 monitoring were given. The Clerk has requested that the speed camera van be deployed at the bottom end of the village.  Recent roadworks have directed the traffic through the village.  PC to request another data collection exercise.   Councillors discussed the new development works at the Chester Road.  To clarify access to the site.

Neighbourhood Watch: Cllr Balchin reported he has been trying to find a replacement for John McGuiness.  Leaflets given to Councillors about bogus, scam and doorstep sellers.
Helicopter Liaison Group: New helicopters have been ordered.  Photos provided by Shawbury have been used in the Herald.  Fun day scheduled for August featuring a tornados and the Red Arrows.

Clerk’s update – The Clerk gave an update on street lighting repairs and details for a company which repairs sandstone walls.

Street Lights/General Maintenance and or Repairs:

Playground: To receive/consider inspection reports; To agree repairs/authorise expenditure: no lights on playing field; fence need to be replaced; bannister on steps is loose; bark to be raked over and plumped up – to monitor and add to if necessary.  Sign required to request supervision; annual inspection due shortly.  Cllr Sutherland to source quotes.  Councillors approved the expenditure.  Repairs to be carried out prior to inspection.  Bridge replacement quote £3900 +VAT; option to replace total item £12-15000. Cheaper option to purchase the parts and repair.  Cllr Trow, seconded by Cllr Vaughan proposed ordering the new parts and repairing at this stage.  Cllr Harper source parts and order.  Signage to be included – spend for emergency repairs up to £500.

Street lighting: To receive reports of matters requiring attention: Lights around footpath in hand.  Cllr Harper has numbers for lights to put on.

Highways & Environmental Health/Services

To receive items to report for attention: to include site visit in Goldstone Road: Site visit has not taken place as yet with Highways engineer and Cheswardine PC. Parking complaint received about cars parking outside the Old Sizzling Bull; cars also parking on pavement outside Manor Farm Drive.  Clerk advised the police should be informed at the time if possible.

To receive update of works previously requested: litter bin for A41 bus shelter; underpass has been reported for attention; Japanese knotweed on land to right of underpass entrance on Hatton Road side. Potholes in Golden Hill Lane.  Footways along School Bank need widening. Road safety concern submission – inadequate footway provision into village. Has been included in the Place Plan.

Jubilee Room – Councillor’s report on progress: Five windows broken in the Jubilee Room in last week.  Shoes hanging from telephone wires need removing.  No quotes forthcoming.  Tender document has been prepared.  Cllr Harper to liaise with Nicola Fisher to discuss funding.
