Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council held on 2nd April 2025
at the Queens’ Jubilee Room, Hinstock

1. [bookmark: _Hlk128562530]Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman declared the Meeting open at 7:15pm.  There were no members of the public in attendance.  Cllr K Sutherland and Unitary Cllr R Gittins sent apologies. There were no announcements.

1. To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation Requests 
No declarations were received. 

3	Approval of the Minutes (Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1))
To approve the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 5th March 2025
The Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last meeting. Cllr Gee proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Clrl Hutchinson, all agreed. Resolved. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. (Cllr Hook joined the Meeting at 7:21pm.)

4	Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s report – to receive
Cllr Gittins was not present. 

b) 	Parish Councillors’ reports – to receive
No reports were given. 

6	Parish Matters: 
a)	Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs
	To enable Cllrs to report matters requiring attention 
Cllr Gee will send the location of the light believed not to have been upgraded in Church Street for clarification. It was reported that the drains in Church Street require jetting. Cllr Ashley to report via FixMyStreet. 

b)	Playground/Recreation Field
	To enable Cllrs to consider quotes for: repairs or replacement cycle ramps, outside table tennis table, fencing/gate replacement;
Cllr Hook reported that he has the quotes in hand – waiting for a third to come in for a table tennis/chess table.  
The Clerk reported that she is still waiting for a quote to repair/replace the cycle ramps.  
Cllr Wood proposed treating and repainting the playground fence, seconded by Cllr Hook, all agreed. Resolved. 

To receive the monthly playground inspection report
Cllr Hook to fit the replacement parts highlighted in the inspection report. One further part needs to be identified and ordered. Cllr Hook and the Clerk to action.  

c)	Highways & Environmental Health/Services
To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues 
Cllr Gee requested that the current 30mph zone starting point in Marsh Lane be moved to include the school bus stop in order to improve child safety provision, perhaps with signage.  Cllr Gee to provide a map with current and proposed location points marked on it. The Clerk confirmed that this would fall under Shropshire Council’s remit and would probably involve consultations and expenditure.  
Cllr Wood highlighted that it is not possible to access the woodland area if disabled via a style. Clerk to check with the Outdoor Recreation team. 

d)	Memorial Hall – report from PC	 reps following meeting 
The Councillors confirmed that a meeting is scheduled for tomorrow. 

e)	Tennis Club – To receive public court access details; To consider monthly rental fee 
Councillors noted an email outlining public access arrangements.  Funding will be needed to open up the courts more widely.

f)	FIT land transfer – playground area Deed of Dedication	- update
The Clerk reported that she has not heard back from the Solicitor since agreeing to take over the area including the playground and a portion of the car park from Fields in Trust. To chase. 
Fields in  Trust have advised a new playground inspection charge of £125. Cllr Hutchinson proposed accepting for this year, then seeking other quotes for comparison next year, seconded by Cllr Gee, all agreed. Resolved. Clerk to respond. 

g)	Footpaths – to raise any matters of concern
No further matters were raised. 

h)	War memorial – update on War Memorial Trust grants 
Cllr Thomason reported that the registration is in hand. 

6	Housekeeping
a)	Jubilee Room - To raise any matters requiring discussion/update on bookings; To record monthly meter reading; 
The meter reading was recorded at 10285.
The Clerk reported that payment has still not been received for the use of the pitch by the Newport Ladies team.  Councillors agreed that if payment is not received the access code for the changing rooms will be changed to prevent access and no further use of the pitch will be permitted. Cllr Ashley to follow up on Clerk’s payment reminders. 

b)	Strategic Objectives Plan – reminder to review in June
Noted. 

c)	Village assets – to receive reports and consider any maintenance required; to approve the asset updated asset register
The Councillors agreed a new date and will compile a maintenance list if required.  




d)	Allotments – confirmation of risk assessment protocol; To approve yearly rent payments 
The Clerk confirmed that the Association has a risk assessment in place.   The rent payment has been received and payments to the landowners is included on this agenda for approval. 

e)	Annual Parish Meeting/Annual Meeting of the Parish Council – to confirm arrangements  
The Clerk confirmed that the Annual Parish Meeting will be held prior to the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council at 7pm on 7th May.
