1 Chair’s welcome & announcements 

The Chair welcomed everyone to the first meeting of 2018, wishing everyone a happy New Year.  Cllr Harper announced that the Clerk had received a letter of resignation from Cllr E Balchin who has decided to retire from the Parish Council after many years.  Clerk to write to thank Mr Balchin for his dedicated service to Hinstock village.  

2 Public participation – to receive representations on items on the agenda/of public interest:
One member of the public was present.  Mr Lutner was welcomed to the Meeting.  The School has inquired as to whether the PC can assist with the request for a pelican crossing by the school as part of the A529 upgrade.  The School is trying to ascertain how many children are moving into the village in the new development.    He raised the matter of the amenity areas around the Bearcroft Pool and the proposed new bowling green.   A discussion for a pavilion for the bowling club should be had with the developers who have indicated they might be prepared to install footings and any piping which may be required.  CiL contributions are £370k from this development from the 36 houses.  Developers will have finished by June so a plan should be in place before then re applications for CiL money.  External funding could be sourced to put towards a pavilion. 
Cllr Sutherland asked for information regarding responsibility re recreation areas and towards the Hall.  Mr Lutner explained that the Hall car park level with playground and playground are owned through the National Playing Fields.  PC manages it for them. Overall insurance policy kept by them against them and the site.  The playing fields are on a 999 year lease from the National Playing Fields –The PC manages the site.  The Tennis Club area is maintained by the club who run themselves and must raise money to repaint and manage etc.  2 or 3 nights or days per week should be for the public to use other than club nights and matches.  Any football team using the pitch is required to put in lines and maintain the pitch.  The Parish Council mows the grass and cuts the hedges.  Cricket pitch is owned by the cricket club.  Piece of common land – Marl Pits in Sandy Lane.  In Lightwoods opposite the bungalow – half is common/PC land.  Footways around pitch and lights is the responsibility of the Parish Council and the five aside pitch.  
The Memorial Hall Committee is now down to 3 members.  Bowling club land will need to be sorted out in terms of ownership with National Playing Fields.  The Parish Council will need to take over the new area for the bowling club which is being given to the village.  
Mr Lutner confirmed that he has spoken to the Archdeacon regarding an area of land which has been offered as cemetery extension land.  Will find out how rest of cemetery is dealt with by the Diocese.  He confirmed that the Cemetery Committee will take over and – for all public denominations.  He hopes that the Lichfield Diocese will take it over and pay costs incurred in so doing.
