Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council held on 5th February 2025
at the Queens’ Jubilee Room, Hinstock

1. [bookmark: _Hlk128562530]Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting, declaring it open at 7:15pm.  Two members of the public attended the Meeting.  One member of the public asked to book the field and QJR for the Hinstock 10k on 7th September. 

1. Co-option of Councillor
A new Councillor was co-opted in January. Cllr Gee confirmed the completion and return of the Dpi forms to Shropshire Council as required.

No declarations were received. 

4	Approval of the Minutes (Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1))
To approve the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 8th January 2025
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes from the last Meeting.  Cllr Hook                  proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Thomason, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved. 

5 Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda 
No matters were raised.

6	Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s report to inc A529 safety programme update; A41 safety campaign
Cllr Gittins reported that a consultation on the proposed 20mph zone through the centre of Hinstock is now underway.  He has see a draft report sent from Telford an Wrekin on the proposed A41 improvements. The Council has commented on it however it has not as yet been released. Shropshire Council can no longer demonstrate a 5 year housing land supply due to the Government raising the housing numbers for Shropshire.  There is  likely to be a new call out for development land.  The English Devolution paper will mean that Council areas with populations under 500,000 will have to merge with another Council.  The Government wants to see combined authorities with Mayors who will also take on the responsibilities of the Police and Crime Commissioners.

a)	Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs
To enable Cllrs to report matters requiring attention 
Cllr Gee reported a street light in Church Street which appears not to have been upgraded to LED. Cllr Vaughan to check and forward details to the Clerk for an inventory check. 

b)	Playground/Recreation Field
	Quotes for consideration: cycle ramps, outside table tennis table, fencing/gate replacement; to consider options for basketball court lighting timed supply; Monthly playground inspections – update 
Cycle ramps: The Clerk has asked Ray Parry Playgrounds to inspect and report back.
Table tennis table: Cllr Hook has this in progress.
Fencing/gate: Cllr Vaughan has this in hand.
The first monthly playground inspection report has been received. A bolt cap needs to be replaced. Clerk to source. The inspection was otherwise good.

The Clerk confirmed that the drains and gullies are scheduled for cleaning this month.

d)	Quote to repair/replace electrical cabinet for recreation field
Cllr Ashley presented quotations for the replacement of the two electrical cabinets and lights which all require replacement, the cabinets for safety reasons.  The Councillors discussed the merits of replacing all of the cabinets and lights in one go, or splitting the jobs. Cllr Hutchinson proposed accepting the quote from Smart Electrical at £3185.83 exc VAT, seconded by Cllr Wood, to replace the cabinets and lights in one go, all agreed. Cllr Ashley to order and forward copies to the Clerk.
