Minutes of the Annual Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council held on 7th May 2025
at the Queens’ Jubilee Room, Hinstock

The Meeting was opened at 7:17pm. 

1 Election of the Chairman & Declaration of Acceptance of Office
Cllr Thomason proposed Cllr Wood as Chairman, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. Resolved. The Acceptance of Office form was duly completed. 

2	Election of the Vice Chairman & Declaration of Acceptance of Office
Cllr Wood proposed Cllr Thomason, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. Resolved. The Acceptance of Office form was duly completed. 

3	Appointments/schemes of delegation

7	To approve the minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on Wednesday 2nd April 2025
The Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the Meeting held on 2nd April 2025. Cllr Hutchinson proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. Resolved. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

A quote to replace fencing and gate posts for the recreation field was considered.  Only two of five quotes requested have been received. Cllr Thomason proposed accepting the quote from APF for £770.00, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed.  Action: Clerk to appoint.

a)	Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs
To enable Cllrs to report matters requiring attention to inc Church Street lighting query
Cllr Vaughan will send a photograph and location for the street light which may need to be upgraded in Church Street. The Clerk will obtain a quote.
It was reported that a light is out in the car park by the footpath. Clerk to request a callout.
The Clerk confirmed that she will chase Kier for the return of the lanterns to be disconnected as part of the Shropshire Council A529 upgrade.

b)	Playground/Recreation Field
To receive monthly playground inspections
The latest report was noted. Cllr Wood proposed purchasing replacement parts from Playdale for £89.67 seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed. Resolved. 

c)	Highways & Environmental Health/Services
