Minutes of the Hinstock Parish Council Meeting held on 2nd November 2022 at the Queens’ Jubilee Room

Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the November meeting, declaring it open at 7:15pm.  Apologies were received from Cllr P Trow.  One member of the public attended the Meeting.

Approval of the Minutes (Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1))

To approve the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 5th October 2022
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last meeting.  
Cllr Hutchinson proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the meeting, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)
Unitary Councillor’s reports

Cllr Gittins reported that a meeting was held recently at Shropshire Council regarding potential boundary changes.  There are currently 74 Shropshire Unitary Councillors; they are looking to increase to the number to 76.  The number of residents per division will be kept to around to 3.5k per division give or take 10% either way. Some redrawing of boundaries may take place eg in Shawbury which will affect Hodnet then Cheswardine.  Boundary reviews of Town & Parish Councils may take place also.  The Council’s finances continue to be extremely challenging which has added £7m to its deficit.  The savings will need to be found. At least 80% of the budget is allocated to Adult and Child social care.  The Council must have a legally balanced budget.  
The new recycling bins are being rolled out locally. 
The last A41 Safety Campaign Meeting was held about 3 weeks ago.  The meeting was well attended by residents and parish councils. The Police and Crime Commissioner has a pot of money available and is keen to roll out average speed camera scheme between Hinstock and Tern Hill being the most dangerous stretch of the A41.  On average one accident is recorded every 0.4 miles.  Cllr Gittins aims to carry on plugging away to push for action.  


b) 
Parish Councillors’ reports 

Cllr Sutherland reported that he had attended the last NSAC meeting.  Lots of discussion was held regarding supporting people during the cost of living crisis, food banks etc. Some parishes have set up food ‘porches’ for the collection of non-perishable goods for donation to the Food Bank.  Cllr Sutherland asked Councillors if the Parish Council should try to assist locally by collecting food and taking it to the Food Bank.  He suggested contacting the Food Bank and asking if the Parish Council could do anything on a practical level to assist.  Cllr Hutchinson volunteered to ask if the Shop still has a collection box or might be willing to hold one. Cllr Sutherland reported that the NSAC meetings are more of an information point rather than interactive.  Ambulance waiting times were discussed again.  The minutes from the Meeting have been circulated.

Playground 
The two proposed plans have been sent to the PTFA and the School to ask for feedback. Cllr Ashley to chase for a response. Comments received via Facebook have been noted.

The road sweeper has been requested to go through the village.  
Cllr Sutherland proposed getting the drains in the car park cleared out, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. The cost will be in the region of C£300. 
Cllr Hutchinson asked for an update on the A41 underpass graffiti issue which was reported at the last Meeting. This has been reported to Shropshire Council. Cllr Gittins to chase up.

Memorial Hall – Quotes for surveys/schedule of works/tendering
Cllr Hutchinson reported that the last Memorial Hall meeting was cancelled. To be rescheduled.

The Clerk has submitted the forms to Shropshire Council.

Bus service – Feedback from service commencement
The new bus service has started. One passenger has used the service each week.  NSW have changed the times – the buses now collect later and return earlier.  No request for funds to date.

VAS unit – engineer visit – Clerk to chase again. She was previously advised that there is a 4-6 week lead time for call outs.

Jubilee Room

- Bookings/agreements
Bookings and payments for the Queens’ Jubilee Room and Football pitch can be made online.  Cllr Ashley reported that the Room was used for a total of 36 hours in October, up 20 hours on the previous month.  The Clerk advised that the Snooker Club has queried the monthly charge being revised from £35 pm to £50pm.  Charges for a 4 hour booking in the Room is levied at £25. Electricity costs £1 per kwh in the jubilee room.  The Parish Council currently uses the room once a month for 2/3 hours for its monthly meeting.  Councillors agreed that £35 per month is too low given access given to the Club ie daily between 8am and 12pm. It was decided that the Parish Council should meet to discuss the charges with the Snooker Club. Cllrs Ashley and Sutherland to take forward.  Cllrs Ashley and Sutherland to undertake a fire survey on Saturday morning.  It was noted that Football club have not paid monies owing to date.  The invoice was sent last month.  Cllr Ashley to chase for payment and to contact the Club regarding mud left on chairs and the carpet following their last match.  The Club should not have used the Meeting room – they are meant to stay within the changing/locker room area where there is a washable floor. 

An electricity meter reading was taken at the start of the Meeting and another will be taken at the end to monitor usage. 


- CCTV – to discuss quotes for a cctv system
No update – Cllr Trow is obtaining quotes. 
- Wifi installation: to discuss  
The Clerk reported that very low speeds have been quoted by PlusNet for broadband provision.  Openreach has recommended registering the address with the Royal Mail which the Clerk will take forward. Cllr Gittins will take broadband provision and available speeds with Connecting Shropshire.  Councillors also suggested contacting Airband for an alternative quote. The quoted speed available is only 1-5mgb.  
- Room hire bookings 
Cllr Ashley to update bookings made so far – bookings to be made online in future.
b)
FIT/Transfer of land – update
The Clerk reported that she had been contacted by the other party to chase for completion. The Parish Council’s Solicitor is still waiting to receive final documents from the other party’s Solicitor. Fields in Trust still have some outstanding matters to sort out. It was noted that some trees have been trimmed along the strip of land with the footpath.  

c)
Recreation field/ Tennis courts terms of use – feedback from meeting with Tennis Club
Date still to be arranged for another meeting with the Tennis Club.  
Cllr Hutchinson reported that the Cricket Club has no players and the Club has now folded.  Enquiries will be made about what will happen to the land and fencing (which the Parish Council contributed to via a LGA 1972 s137 grant).  Action: Clerk to contact the club to find out what is happening to get the club up and running again.  

d)
Strategic Objectives Plan – Community engagement update 
Cllr Sutherland presented the finished questionnaire. Cllr Hutchinson will ask to set up a box in the shop  for completed questionnaires. The Clerk will look at the website to see if it would be possible to set it up online. Clerk to see if it can be set up on the website. 
e)
Casual vacancy/co-option – The vacancy was filled in October – Cllr Thomason confirmed that the Dpi form has been returned to Shropshire Council. 

f)
SmartWater – update and to enable Cllrs to discuss rollout of remaining kits
Cllr Wood and Hutchinson confirmed that some kits are still with the Smartwater team.  The Clerk will check with the Smartwater Team how many are left to register before the Parish qualifies for the Smartwater signage. The Clerk will also ask if more door to door registrations could be done.

Cllr Hutchinson reported that the Software update has been completed and the defibrillator is back in the cabinet available for use.

Youth Club funding application
Cllr Hutchinson gave an overview of the Club’s management and finances. Currently Shropshire Youth Association is employed to run the club.  This year’s lottery application failed. Volunteers work alongside the youth worker. Cllr Hutchinson outlined the sort of activities are put on for the young people. Running costs C6-7k – £4800 to Shropshire Youth Association – the remainder is spent on room hire, etc.  income comes from subs which are £1 per visit per child. Fundraising and grants make up the balance - £5-7k usually. The application was not enough evidence of support from the community.  Cllr Hutchinson will be asking people in the community for their support. She requested a short statement from the Parish Council to support the club for inclusion in the next application.  An application was made to the Parish Council for £1000.  Cllr Sutherland proposed £1000 as a LGA 1972 s137 grant, Cllr Wood seconded, all agreed.  The C=cheque will be given in December. Support for the club will be added onto the Strategic Objective Survey for community feedback.  Cllr Sutherland suggested that this expenditure is budgeted for annually to support the youth of the village.
