Chair’s welcome & announcements 

The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:21pm welcoming everyone to the February Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council.  22 members of the public attended the Meeting

15/19
Public participation – to receive representations (No decisions to be taken)
Members of the public attended the Meeting to express concerns about  the offer of potential development land which has been made to Shropshire Council as part of their call for sites in the Local Plan Review (commenced Nov 18).  The site is east of School Bank.  Councillors confirmed that they have not received notification for any planning applications for this site.  It would appear that to date this is the only site to have been put forward for potential development in Hinstock for the Plan, which will run from when it is formally adopted until 2036.    The Plan is unlikely to be adopted until 2021.  The Local Plan Review has been discussed by the Parish Council and a response has been made to the questionnaire.  Most residents said that they were unaware of Shropshire Council’s Local Plan Review.  A discussion was had about Shropshire Council’s development strategy and the Review.  Shropshire Council is the Planning Authority not the Parish Council, which can only comment as and when consulted for an opinion when a planning application is validated.  The residents asked if a public meeting could be held to discuss the site.  Councillors confirmed that they would hold a meeting as and when there were concrete plans available to comment upon.  A resident stated that this land has been put forward previously for development and could potentially provide some land for the expansion of the School.  The future of the School and long term sustainability must be taken in account.  A public meeting/questionnaire is being discussed to determine the future of the Jubilee Room.  Cllr Gittins confirmed that Shropshire Council is currently able to demonstrate a five year housing land supply but this must be maintained. He is working to ensure that not all CiL Local funds will be directed to Market Drayton as local infrastructure must be maintained.  He further explained the plans for upgrading the A529.  Cllr Gittins acknowledged that Hinstock has been let down by the planners with previous developments failing to provide any material benefits to the village via s106 agreements. However, more Neighbourhood Fund money will be payable to Hinstock in the new financial year.  

A resident highlighted the problems the cricket club are facing as a direct result of a house being built next to the ground. In order to continue using Hinstock ground they will need £25k of fencing.  Shropshire Council failed to consult Sport England during the planning application process. Cllr Gittins confirmed that he would be raising the matter with the Portfolio holder.

Cllr Trow proposed quotes are obtained for the March meeting, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed. A scope of works required for the building is to be prepared for the March meeting also.  The Clerk suggested that the Princes’ Countryside Trust might be approached for funding.  To be investigated.  Cllrs Trow, Hutchinson and Sutherland to design a questionnaire to circulate to the public.
