Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council held on 4th October 2023
at the Queens’ Jubilee Room, Hinstock

94/23	Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting, declaring it open at 7:15pm.  There were no announcements. Apologies were received from Cllrs Wood, Farley and Hutchinson.   One member of the public attended the Meeting on behalf of the Falcon Community Pub.  He conveyed thanks to the Parish Council for providing a grant to cover its legal fees.  He reported back from the public meeting held and updated Councillors on the launch of the share scheme.  Councillors thanked him for attending and congratulated the Group in its achievements.

No declarations or requests were received.

96/23	Approval of the Minutes (Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1))
	To approve the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 6th September 2023 
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting. Cllr Ashley proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved.

97/23	Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda 
No matters were raised. 

98/23	Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s report
Cllr Gittins reported that Shropshire Council is looking at forming a Marches Partnership with other Councils on Shropshire’s borders ie Herefordshire, Powys, Monmouthshire in order to bid for more money from central Government.  
Following the publication of the Boundary Commission’s report, Cllr Gittins confirmed that there will be no changes to Cheswardine Division’s boundaries.  Councillor numbers will remain the same across Shropshire at 74.  
The A529 upgrade works in the village are scheduled to start in October half term.  

b) 	Parish Councillors’ reports 
No reports were received. 

99/23	Parish Matters: 
a)	Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs
To enable Cllrs to report matters requiring attention  
Shropshire Council has confirmed which street lights it will be taking over as part of the A529 upgrade.  
Councillors queried who owns the road behind the A41 bus shelter – the old A41 prior to the bypass being built.  Cllr  Gittins to make enquiries. The hedge in this area requires trimming. 
The street light which was reported as out on the Chester Road has been repaired. 
b)	Playground  - to confirm matters raised in report have been attended to
Councillors discussed the playground and inspection report. Cllrs Thomason and Hook to check the bark levels and rake it over.  Cllr Ashley to organise further fence repairs by the handyman.
c)	Highways & Environmental Health/Services
To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues update
Covered under previous item. 
d)	Memorial Hall – report from Reps
The Clerk highlighted some new grant funding which may be of interest to the Memorial Hall Committee. To forward to Cllr Hutchinson.
e)	Bus service - Feedback/update on uptake figures  
The bus service has now moved across to a subscription service.  The NS Wheelers would like to start a weekend service.  Three people from Hinstock have regularly used the service. 
f)	Adult gym equipment

g)	Falcon Inn – update on Community Pub initiative
Cllr Thomason reported that the cellars are being fitted out.  Due to open on 14th then officially by 21st October.  The car park and garden are ready for use. 
h)	A41 Safety Campaign
Cllr Gittins reported that lots of work is ongoing in collaboration with Telford and Wrekin and the Police.  Cllr Gittins to get an update on the average speed camera installation programme.

a)	Jubilee Room

The recorded meter reading was 5263 at the Meeting start. 
The toilet light needs replacing – Cllr Ashley to get quotes. 
The Snooker Club subscription should be increasing, as agreed, to £50 pm. A contribution to the electricity costs will be required. 
Cllr Ashley to get dates for football fixtures. 

b)	Strategic Objectives Plan –update 
Cllr Sutherland forwarded an updated plan.  He stressed that children aged 10+ need to be catered for in terms of recreation equipment – hard court and cycle ramps  to be looked at.
The land next the cemetery will require tidying once a use has been determined.  Councillors discussed their ambitions for a garden of contemplation and possible pedestrian access from School Bank – Cllr Gittins to check with the Planning Department about putting in steps.
