Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council held on 7th June 2023
at the Queens’ Jubilee Room, Hinstock

[bookmark: _Hlk128562530]59/23	Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting declaring it open at 7:17 pm.  There were 6 members of the public present.  The Clerk informed the Council that Cllr Gittins will be attending but may arrive late. Apologies were received from Cllrs Farley, Vaughan and Hutchinson. 
A query regarding the A529 was raised. This will be put to Cllr Gittins later in the Meeting.  Cllr Gittins had advised that he would be arriving slightly late. 
A resident asked for an update on the development plot in Church Lane. This application has gone to appeal. No decision as yet.  Cllr Sutherland confirmed that the application for funding for a 10k race in the village will be considered at this meeting.

No declarations were received.  No dispensations were required. 

61/23	Approval of the Minutes (Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1))
To approve the Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council held on 3rd May 2023 and to approve the draft minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on 3rd May 2023
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the minutes of the last meeting. Cllr Thomason proposed the draft minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting for approval as a true and accurate record, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. Resolved. Cllr Thomason proposed the Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. Resolved. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. 

62/23	Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda 
No matters were raised. 

63/23	Vacancy/Co-option of Councillor – to confirm opportunity to co-opt 
The Clerk confirmed that 2 applicants have applied. This will be taken forward to July’s meeting for consideration. (Cllr Gittins arrived 7:30pm)

64/23	Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s report
Cllr Gittins confirmed that the A529 engineering works will take place in the centre of the village over the summer.  A speed data collection exercise will be undertaken to monitor speed from Lockley Wood to Hinstock with a view to extending the 40mph zone.  Cllr Gittins has given feedback to the A529 team that the communication regarding the closure/re-opening of the road whilst works have been ongoing has been appalling.  
b) 	Parish Councillors’ reports 
No external meetings have been attended. 
65/23	Parish Matters: 
a)	Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs
To enable Cllrs to report matters requiring attention  - nothing to report 
b)	Playground 
The new equipment installation is now complete and has been signed off following an inspection. New playbark has been laid however more is required to obtain sufficient depth.  Some has been left over which will be spread.  Councillors agreed that another load will be required to reach the desired coverage.  Cllr Ashley proposed that another load is ordered, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. The price of the load will be £2426.  Cllr Sutherland to order. Once the extra bark has been laid and the fencing replaced the area can be opened. Cllr Ashley proposed replacing the section of rotten fencing at a cost of £362, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed.  The bench will be inspected and repainted/stained as necessary. 
c)	Highways & Environmental Health/Services
To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues update 
Nothing to report. Cllr Gittins is chasing the Goldstone Road outstanding pothole repairs. 
d)	Memorial Hall – report from Reps
The ladies toilet replacement work has now been completed.  The ventilation is to be addressed next.  The extension has now been decorated.  
e)	Bus service - Feedback/update on uptake figures – 1-2 passengers per week are using the service.  To review the advertising.  Service review in October. 
f)	Village Woodland 
The official opening will be on 15th July.  The Lord Lieutenant has been invited to open both the woodland and the playground.

h)	Confirmation of Falcon Inn ACV listing
Cllr Thomason informed the Council that the application has been approved. The Clerk confirmed that official confirmation has been received from Shropshire Council. The Group is researching advice and aim to hold a public meeting in due course.  Mid July is the earliest that discussions can be started with the owner.

Some more bookings have been received. The Football Club is still using the pitch/facilities.  The Snooker Club paid rent in April.  Cllr Sutherland is investigating solar panels.  
b)	Conclusion of land transfers – Playing fields/land adj cemetery – to approve invoice for costs
Cllr Sutherland confirmed that the transfer has been completed. The fees are now due for payment. A pathway needs to be opened between the cemetery and the area to be the parish garden. Cllr Vaughan will be asked to contact the Cemetery Committee to discuss. 
d)	Strategic Objectives Plan
Cllr Sutherland has distributed the updated plan.  Councillors agreed to prioritise the 5 aside football and basketball area. New lines will be required and a lock for the gate.  Cllr Ashley proposed that Cllr Sutherland prices up equipment needed, seconded by Cllr Thomason, all agreed. 
Cllr Ashley proposed accepting the Plan in its current format as a working document, seconded by Cllr Thomason, all agreed. The Clerk will use the Plan to update the Place Plan. 
e)	Smartwater – update 
No further update. The signage is in place and kits will continue to be advertised free of charge to residents.  More kits will be made available at the fun weekend.
