Welcome & Public Session

The chair opened the meeting at 7:20pm. No members of the public were present.  The chair welcomed the newest member of the council.

Present, Apologies  and/or Absent 

Apologies were received from Cllr Vaughan which were duly accepted by the Council.

Declaration of Disclosable Pecuniary or any other Interests

No declarations were made.
4 Requests for Dispensations of DPIs
No requests were dispensations were received.

5 Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 5th July 2016
The Council members confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last meeting held on 5th July as prepared by the locum Clerk. Cllr  Harper proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the meeting, seconded by Cllr  Balchin, all agreed and duly signed by the Chair.

Action taken and matters arising from the Minutes (which are not otherwise included on the agenda): The Clerk provided insurance details in relation to the playground fencing and other items insured in relation to a query raised at the July meeting.
7 Reports: Unitary Councillor/Community Policing
Unitary councillor was not present.  No local bulletin from the local police.
8 Highways/Environmental Health 
- Cllr Balchin distributed some 30mph signs for wheelie bins.  Cllr Lutner reported potholes by the Chestnuts and on edge of Hatton  Road.  Potholes reported on the A529 at the end of Swanbank – on road to Goldstone Wharf and the lightwoods.   Footway near ‘Mandalay’ (Hatton Road and A41). Cllr Lutner to check ownership of trees. 

- Road safety submission: overtaking on the double white lines on the A41 dual carriageway.  
- Cllr Sutherland raised concerns about the speed of traffic on the A41 and high number of accidents.  (Cllr Lutner reported that the Highways Authority oversee the A41 as it is no longer a trunk road.  Write in relation to accident which demolished Fox House – Clerk to request speed review through parish particularly near the Four Crosses pub/Mill Green.  Clerk to ask if there are any plans to straighten that stretch as a result of the accident.  
- It was reported that road signs are being obscured by trees overhanging – some are now being cut back.  Cllr Sutherland to raise matter with owners of properties on the Roman Way whose vegetation is overhanging footway.

Bus shelter – Clerk reported receipt of a letter which has raised the issue of debris/litter in the A41 bus shelter – Cllr Trow volunteered to action a clean-up.

Grounds maintenance – Cllr Balchin to check who is now tending flower bed near Chester Road  and to convey thanks on behalf of the Parish Council.  Cllr Lutner conveyed thanks in general to VI Group for all efforts with village displays.

9 Jubilee Room 
Cllr Trow reported vandalism – 2 broken windows over last couple of weeks.  No documentation passed over in relation to quotes so still keeping up efforts to progress this.

Street Lights/Maintenance and/or Repairs
Lights on the south side of the playing fields are reported as out. Cllr Lutner to check.  Tennis club light by Bearcroft pool is day burning.  Cllr Lutner to check.
Playground/recreation field – Cllr Lutner reported regular playground checks are being carried out.

5 aside gate -  Cllr Lutner to check – padlock has been removed.  Cllr Harper to provide a new padlock.  Gates were padlocked to prevent dogs being taken onto the ground.  Signage has been removed.  Wooden gate near manor farm drive to side of recreation field damaged and hole dug near top and put where cycle jumps are.  Cllr Lutner to inspect.

i) Applications: 

16/03495/FUL Erection of first floor extension OS Ref: 369872-326291
Address: 1 Links Green, Church Sreet, Hinstock Applicant: Mrs R Holland
Councillors reviewed the plans – no issues or matters for concern were brought forward – all agreed to agreed.  Shropshire Council to be informed.

16/03270/REM Approval of reserved matters pursuant to outline permission 14/02655/OUT 
for the erection of 36 no dwellings and recreational facility OS Ref: 369075-326855

Address: Proposed development land east of A41, Chester Road, Hinstock

Applicant: Sherwood Homes Ltd
Noted new position for the bowling green and inclusion of a second pavilion.  This area falls outside the existing recreation field.  Councillors discussed the plans considering drainage matters.  Members queried whether there may be any money available for another community project which might assist with the project to renovate the Jubilee room.  A request to be submitted for £25,000 proposed by Cllr Philips, Cllr Lutner seconded, all agreed. Resolved.   Councillors agreed that the original location of the proposed bowling green was preferable.  All recreation facilities should be kept in one area – parking issues from insufficient space which will overflow into residents parking area – noise and associated issues, possible light pollution.  Councillors checked housing mix including 2 beds, 3 beds and larger properties.  Landscaping detail was checked.  Councillors noted tile types, window and fascia colours etc.  Cllr Philips proposed approving with a request to have plans altered to reflect layout changes as discussed ie to relocate proposed bowling green to be adjacent to existing recreation area rather than in the middle of the residential area. Cllr Trow seconded, all agreed.  Happy to discuss with agents and planning dept. Clerk to inform Shropshire Council.

Meeting:
Councillors noted an application received post agenda date which the Clerk brought forward for their attention.

16/03683/FUL proposed residential development East of Marsh Lane, Hinstock.  Councillors noted septic tanks are included on the plans – queried the need when close to mains services.  Councillors discussed the plans.  Cllr Harper, seconded by Cllr Trow, all agreed to support. Clerk to query septic tank provision.

Costs and number of advertisers to be determined. Profits to go to local organisations. First two issues likely to be November and December.  Cllr Sutherland asked if the Parish Council would back the initial efforts to produce the herald.  Circulation likely to be in region of 150 initially. Cllr Philips proposed contribution to first two months at a sum of c £40, seconded by Cllr Harper, all agreed. (Cllrs  Balchin and Sutherland did not participate in the vote). Cllr Harper recommended seeking company sponsorship.

Have identified simple tasks to undertaken initially.  Cllr Sutherland gave update on progress made so far.
