Bollards had been replaced – The Flag pole was cemented in.

Reports; Unitary Councillor/Community  Policing 

The Unitary Councillor was not present. Cllr Balchin reported that cards were missing from the Neighbourhood Watch packs. Theft of vehicles and cattle from farms. Was looking for a list of arable farmers but not getting a good reply. Needed more information.

Devolution of Services : It was suggested that Shropshire Council has suggested a Referendum on whether the precept should rise. The Town and Parish Councils feel that Shropshire Council is moving at their own pace.

Highways/Environmental Health.
It was reported that the hedge by the hall would be cut. 

Ground Maintenance at the Cemetery had risen by £20 to £180 per cut.

The Church was presently paying for this- had cost £2000 last year.

A new quote of £196 per cut had been received and also one for £150 per cut.

These were to mow the new part, strim and spray- 5 – 6 cuts left this year.

Complaints that the corner of the playing field was covered with weeds.

Cllr Lutner declared an interest but suggested that the parish council takes this over until the end of the season at £150 per cut.  This was proposed by Cllr Balchin and seconded by Cllr Harper.  Everyone in agreement
