Welcome and Announcements
The Chair welcomed everyone to Annual Parish Meeting.  Cllr Harper announced that Cllr Len Surridge has resigned today due to ill health. The Parish Council Members wished him well and a speedy recovery. 
Ten members of the public were present.

Minutes of the last Annual Parish Meeting on 9th May 2017 – Received. 
The Clerk read the minutes of the last annual parish meeting.

Matters arising from the Minutes: No Matters were raised.

The Report from the Chairman of Hinstock Parish Council.
Reported new changes in personnel on the council. New website has been launched. Recently bought a defibrillator for the village which is due to be fitted shortly.  Playground has recently undergone repairs and updating.  New development is underway which will hopefully bring good things for the village.

No questions were raised.

An opportunity for Members of the Parish to raise any matters for discussion

Peter Nutting asked the public how they felt about the new developments. Whether they think this is enough.  Residnets raised the issue of the lack of a bus service.  Rob Gittins said he has raised this with andy evans – transport manager, and simon harries, deputy highways portfolio holder at SC to review the bus service which currently terminates in tern hill.  Cllr Gittins said he had asked a hypothetical question as to whether the pc would subsidise the extra 3 miles by increasing its precept.  Most council tax goes to wards adult social care, highways etc, P nutting said finances have to be looked at to see what it would cost. SC is moving away from financing transport. Subsidized routes  not so often in north, if it costs more than £10 per journey it is not justifyable.  Could be a trail for 6 months to test the figures.  Low use routes in rural areas have been cut.  Will have to find a bus company to undertake the trial. P Nutting agreed to try to facilitate a trial although this will be reliant on budgets.  Need to reduces services by £20m or find alternatives to keep services.  Will be looking at the future of Tern Hill and what could happen there going forward.  Looking at providing houses for the rental market as well.  CiL has been under review.  Residents discussed the CiL local review with Cllr Nutting.  A representative from the School raised the matter of the impact of the development on the School.  Issues with the crossing outside the school which need addressing.  If schemes are justified and can be proven HInstock may be the beneficiaries of CiL Local funding ie upgrading of roads, the school.  A resident asked if new developments are supposed to contribute something for the village.  CiL money should go towards upgrading of infrastructure etc.
A resident asked about the possible plan of the council for rental properties at market value. The resident asked about homes of a more affordable nature: Cllr Nutting suggested some housing could be meres and mosses homes or shared ownership schemes.  The Council would have to look at where it has land eg Bicton.  A discussion took place about possibilities for first time buyers.  
A resident asked about planning permissions with S106 agreements.  Cllr Nutting confirmed that CiL is by and large replacing the S106.  Builders were to provide a crown bowling green as part of the original green.  No current demand for a green now.  Developers gave example of cost of providing green. As no need can be demonstrated the builders representative suggested it could be grassed instead.  The resident asked if they had budgeted for the green would it be possible to have that money be spent on something else instead.  Resident would like a multisport pavilion on the land.  The other suggestion raised at the public meeting was that monies could be diverted to renovate the Jubilee Hall.  Cllr Nutting indicated that he could look into this matter with Cllr Gittins and the planning department. Resident asked for assurance Cllr Nutting would look into the planning apps on both developments.  Cllr Harper confirmed that the developers do seem to be avoiding discussions and haven’t given an update.  Cllr Nutting confirmed that he will follow up determining what the developers are to be providing.  They can be pursued  even once they have left the site.  The Clerk and cllr gittins have raised this matter with the planning department. Original permsisions to be checked. Cllr Nuttiing told the meeting he is visiting as many parishes that he can to listen to residnets and hear their concerns.  Residents thanked him for attending.  A resident said the recnet road closure at the bottom of the village was not publicised for residents.  30 teams are currently attending to potholes., hoping to sort by the end of May/beginning of June.  5500 miles of road in Shropshire.  Residents complained at the lack of notice and the general inconvenience of having the route shut for several weeks.  Complained that the developers are causing damage to the kerbing, parking in local car parks.  Cllr Gittins to investigate.  Speeding issues were raised through the village.  
Phoebe from North Salop Wheelers attended the Meeting.  Cllr Sutherland reported that the wheelers visit the village every morning to the village – route comes via the village – no requests have been received to pickup in HInstock.  £98k asked for by arriva to run a bus service to telford. Wheelers have tried to fill in – daily route to telford by ring and ride service.  Shropshire council pays for the service coming via hinstock. Must phone and book as they cannot afford to divert the route if no one is wanting a pickup.  Set route but it can be diverted to make required pickups.  Used to pickup 5 pasengers from the a41 bus stop to go to market drayton.  Regular users become members of the service at £15  as per the permit– concessionary passes free if not then £3.50 each way – 16 seater buses. Market drayton start – to telford.wellington – regulars / part time users/ market runs.Membership has increased significantly.  20 users per week from md to wellington mon to saturdsay.  7:30 am start .  not currently disabled user adapted. Government have provided a bus with a ramp.  Community run by gernerally older drivers so there are some physical issues assisting passengers.  Have picked up some shortfall from shrophire link services.  REsidnets discussed the service with Phoebe.  Limited service with no new volunteers.  Resdinet asked what cost it would be to the council tax for the pc to pick up the service.  A link to market drayton would be the ideal.  
Bearcroft – clerk has written to owner to confirm covenants.  Had submitted community right to bid for pool and wood. All thanked for attending.
