Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council held on 1st October 2025
at the Queens’ Jubilee Room, Hinstock

1. [bookmark: _Hlk128562530]Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman declared the Meeting open at 7:15pm.  Apologies were received from Cllrs Vaughan and Wood. Unitary Cllr Bentley sent his apologies due to attending another meeting to represent Hinstock Parish Council.  Two members of the public attended the Meeting. There were no announcements.  
A member of the public confirmed that she has paid the booking fee for the 6th September 2026 Hinstock Fun Run. 
A request was received from a resident who wishes to place a commemorative bench on the playing field. This will be included on the November agenda for discussion. 
The members of the public left the Meeting. 

1. To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation Requests 
No declarations were received. 

4	Approval of the Minutes (Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1))
To approve the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 3rd September 2025
The Councillors confirmed receipt of the draft Minutes. Cllr Hutchinson proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Gee, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved. 

5	Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s report – to receive
Councillors noted the report emailed from Cllr Bentley. They noted a reference to a meeting with a resident in Mill Green concerning the road, states that the national speed limit applies through Mill Green. The Councillors noted that there is a 40mph advisory limit through Mill Green. 

b) 	Parish Councillors’/Clerk’s reports – to receive
No reports were received. 

6	Parish Matters: 
a)	Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs
	To enable Cllrs to report matters requiring attention; 
The Clerk informed the Councillors that NGED, which removed the Parish Council lighting along School Bank, has disposed of the lighting units. These were to be returned to the Parish Council for repurposing.  WSP has arranged for replacement units to be provided. 

b)	Playground/Recreation Field
	To enable Cllrs to consider quotes for: repairs to the cycle ramps; To receive the monthly playground inspection report; To receive annual inspection report from FIT
The Councillors noted outstanding repairs reported. One repair has been carried out already. The Pay Back Team are to undertake weed removal in the playground. Cllr Hook to replace the missing bolt caps. Cllr Ashley to check other matters raised.  The Clerk provided a quote from Ray Parry Playgrounds to replace the gate, which Councillors felt to be overly expensive.  Cllr Hook proposed a budget of £1200, Cllr Hutchinson seconded the motion. Cllr Ashley to source a replacement playground gate.
Cllr Ashley to get a quote to undertake cycle ramp renovation. 

c)	Highways & Environmental Health/Services
To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues:
A529 upgrade: relocation of SID: update
The Councillors noted the installation of new bollards around the war memorial which had previously been requested following the original bollards having been damaged. 
The SID is to be installed at its new location.

d)	Memorial Hall – report from PC	 reps following meeting 
No meeting held. 

e)	Tennis Club – Update on public court access details; Lease agreement
The Councillors acknowledged receipt of the copy of the lease received.  A funding application form is expected to be received in time for November’s meeting.  It was noted that the lease is due to expire within a couple of years. Clerk to contact the NPFA to discuss. 

f)	FIT land transfer – playground area Deed of Dedication	- update
Cllr Hutchinson proposed taking out an indemnity policy for £154 annually as proposed by the Solicitor, and to agree to terms specified, seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed. Resolved. Clerk to notify the Solicitor. 

g)	Footpaths – to raise any matters of concern
Nothing to report. Councillors to carry out an inspection of the land adjacent to the cemetery.

h)	War memorial – update on War Memorial Trust grants; 
No update to report. 

i)	Dog fouling – Update on signage installation
New signage has been installed. 

j)	Snooker Club – to receive any updates
Cllr Ashley to look at the rating valuation notice.

k)	A41 Safety Campaign – to discuss recent accidents and update on average speed camera installation
The Councillors noted the update on progress in the Unitary Councillor’s report.  

7	Housekeeping
a)	Jubilee Room - To raise any matters requiring discussion/update on bookings; To record meter reading; 
Cllr Ashley reported that a new door security handle has now been installed. This can monitor usage and individual codes can be given to users for their bookings.  
The heating wifi spur has been installed to limit the heating being used for 2 hourly periods. The Cllr Thomason proposed installing two more spurs for the other rooms, seconded by Cllr Gee, all agreed.  Resolved. Cllr Ashley to purchase and fit.  Cllr Ashley to purchase replacement green paper hand towels. 

b)	Strategic Objectives Plan/Three year business financial plan – to review/adopt updated version
The two documents are to be combined and reviewed at November’s meeting. 

c)	Village assets – to report any required maintenance
The Councillors will report on any maintenance required at the land adjacent to the cemetery in November.

Memorandum of Understanding: The Councillors agreed that due to a lack of detail given they could not make a decision but would wait for feedback from Cllr Bentley from the meeting at Stoke on Tern before discussing the matter in November.
