Welcome & Public Session

The Chair welcomed everyone to the November Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council.  There were no members of the public present. Cllr Lutner reported that Mrs Sidley has contacted Council members to report overhanging trees.  Cllr Lutner has directed her to the landowner.

Present, Apologies  and/or Absent : Apologies were received from Cllr Philips.
3
Declaration of Disclosable Pecuniary or any other Interests; None disclosed.
4 Requests for Dispensations of DPIs: No requests made.


5 Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 4th October 2016: Cllr Healey proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Vaughan , all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.  

6 Action taken and matters arising from the Minutes (which are not otherwise included on the agenda): Cllr Lutner raised the 30mph speed restrictions proposals made at the last meeting which are now more important due to the new developments. The Clerk reported that the matter has been raised with Highways and also West Mercia Safer Roads Partnership to discuss speed surveys and extension of the speed limits.  A site visit has been requested.  Footway provision and widening needs to be considered throughout the village in association with the new developments and demand for safe passage for pedestrians.  Highways has no plan to straighten the road by Fox House, Shakeford but the warning signage will be reviewed to establish if extra warning signs are needed.
7 Reports: Unitary Councillor/Community Policing
Cllr Davies was not present.
No recent update from Market Drayton Police.  
8 Highways/Environmental Health 

· Opportunity to raise any issues/concerns about road conditions and/or safety: Cllr Balchin raised concerns over potential increase in traffic due to the new developments. Councillors discussed which way they thought traffic might enter/exit the village for travel to Telford.
Cllr Balchin reported safety mirror has gone missing from Church Street opposite Manor Farm Drive and Chester Road.  Clerk has reported this.  
· Report matters affecting environmental health – no items brought forward. 
· Grounds maintenance issues – strimming around the headstones is causing grass to become stuck to the stones.  Cllr Lutner to meet with the contractor.  
9 Jubilee Room – Progress report – Cllr Trow to complete rate relief forms. Has damp proof survey reports and Mr Newby’s scope of works report. 
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10 Street Lights/Maintenance and/or Repairs

· Opportunity to report items requiring attention to include lights out – lights have been reported for attention by the Clerk.  Light on recreation field has been attended to but doesn’t appear to be working again – possibly a timer issue.  Bulb has been replaced and another was broken.  
- 
Playground/Recreation field –  Councillor’s reports  – task & action group for remedial works (to include dog fouling issues): Cllr Lutner reported that he has obtained prices from 3 firms for dog signage.  Cllr Balchin reported Hodnet has had same issues and has embedded posts into concrete and fused the signs onto the posts rather than bolting.  Footpaths are on perimeter of ground. Football pitch and tennis courts fenced off.  Dogs can go around the outside and through woods.  Signs were originally on fencing also.  Fencing has holes and the gates are open.  Access is also now being obtained through the five aside court.  Dog bins at either end of footpath.  Padlock to be put onto gates by Cllr Lutner.  Cllr Harper to liaise with fencing contractor to get quotes for fixing.  Regular pattern of offenders needs to be established.  Spring loaded latch required for gate.  Cycle jumps age warning signage requires re-fixing to the fence.  Cllr Lutner to re-open discussions about the installation of the basketball hoops with the Tennis Club. Cllrs discussed footpaths around the field.  Goals from 5 aside pitch are broken and lying on field: need removal.

New Bowling Green provision – future use/maintenance – National Playing Fields did legal work for existing amenity areas but as yet no plans have come forth regarding arrangements for new areas which will be released with the new development.  Cllr Lutner recommended that the arrangements be the same ie under the jurisdiction of the National Playing Fields with the PC managing the land.  
Type of bowling green will need to be decided – this will need to be discussed with relevant groups. Ongoing maintenance will need to be taken over by the club.  
11  Correspondence received including: SALC information; LJC; Town & Parish Council Forum – New Meeting Date set for 24th November at 10am; Transparency Code Funding – funds can still be applied for to enable Parish Councils to comply with the requirements of the Transparency Code. Next NSAC Meeting is scheduled for 16th January 2016: Cllr Sutherland to attend.

Proposal:  Conversion of a metal frame agricultural barn into a single dwelling; landscape works and revised access.

Councillors discussed application.  All agreed to support the scheme.

Proposal:  Change of use of land to site one log cabin, six camping pods for holiday accommodation and erection of shower/toilet block
Applicant: Ms Trudie Sitser (Folly Foot Cottage, Marsh Lane, Hinstock, TF9 2TG)
Councillors noted that the public footpath crossing the land has not been included in the plans. Access is not shown for the pod area.  Improvements need to be made to the road, entrances and passing places as Councillors noted the narrowness of the road.  Also arrangements should be considered for footway provision into the village for pedestrian access.  Plans do not appear to be to scale.  Councillors queried on site parking facilities.  Queried residential amenity on residents in St Oswald’s view with holiday lets directly behind their properties.  Councillors have requested amended plans in light of matters raised before consideration can be given.
