Apologies were received from Cllrs Ashley and Wood and Unitary Cllr Gittins.  The Chairman announced that Cllr Trow has resigned from the Council.  Thanks were conveyed to Cllr Trow for his valuable contribution to Hinstock Parish Council. The Casual Vacancy notice will be advertised next week.

50/23	To approve the minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on Wednesday 5th April 2023
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last meeting. Cllr  Hutchinson proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. Resolved. 

51/23	Matters arising from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda
The Memorial Hall snagging issues were still to be addressed.   The bus service will continue. 
Cllr Sutherland reported that thre are 113 children in the primary School, 131 including the nursery children.  133 coronation commemorative bottles had been purchased and will be delivered to the School.  If deemed appropriate by the School, all children will be given a bottle.
Further to discussions at the last meeting regarding saplings having been taken from the woodland, and in light of the planned official opening by the Lord Lieutenant, Cllr  Sutherland proposed purchasing replacements from the Woodland Trust at a cost of £120, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson.  Resolved.  

52/23	Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s - Cllr Gittins was not in attendance. 

b)	Parish Councillors’ reports 
Cllr Sutherland reported that he had attended the NSAC meeting which was held via Zoom which he found to be most unsatisfactory as there was very limited opportunity to ask questions. John Campion, Police and Crime Commissioner attended the meeting. Helen Morgan, MP also attended. The proposed average speed cameras for the A41 were not discussed and Cllr Sutherland had no opportunity to raise the matter.  

53/23	Parish Matters: 
a)	Street Lights/General Maintenance and or Repairs:  
-	Playground: inspections/upgrade/remedial work
The new equipment has been installed. Cllr Sutherland has sourced three quotes for play grade bark.  The best value is for 2 tipper loads at £4600 +VAT but this will require volunteers to spread it.  Cllr Farley proposed purchasing 60 cubic metres for £4600 + VAT, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed. Resolved. 
It was further decided that the handyman would be asked to inspect the bench in the playground for any remedial work required prior to the opening.  The Clerk will advise Playdale of the bark installation date so that they can schedule the final inspection.  
-	Ways and means committee & playing field
No matters were raised. 
-	Woodland – to discuss provision of replacement trees
As above.  Cllr Sutherland was asked to arrange for an oak finger post (£132) as discussed at a previous meeting, proposed by Cllr Hutchinson, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. Resolved. 
-	Street lighting: To receive reports of matters requiring attention

Cllr Sutherland reported that a sign has been put at the corner of the Four Crosses turning which is obscuring visibility. He will report this.
