Minutes of the Hinstock Parish Council Meeting held on 6th July 2022 at the Queens’ Jubilee  Room 

at 7:15pm

 Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting. Six members of the public attended the Meeting. A member of the public attended the meeting offering to assist with looking after the VAS – speeding is an ongoing issue at the end of the village.  The Councillors confirmed that changing the batteries in the units is a challenge due to the weight and height and presents a health and safety issue, therefore the Parish Council would not want to put members of the public at risk undertaking maintenance.  The Councillors confirmed that they will be asking that the handyman to undertake the job and apologised for the length of time it has taken to get the unit working.  Cllr Gittins confirmed that the A529 programme is due to commence from the bottom end of the village through to Wood Lane probably from Spring next year. A consultation on the design will be undertaken prior to works commencing.   

A resident raised the current condition of the playground suggesting that it needs replacing due to age and lack of inclusivity.  The Councillors confirmed that at the last meeting they had discussed the playground, which has not been condemned by any inspection, and has formed working group to discuss funding options, equipment type and layout and to ensure inclusivity.  The Council recognized that changes need to be made and has highlighted this project as a priority. 
Cllr Sutherland informed the Meeting that the Parish Council is now able to co-opt for the vacant seat. 
Two representatives of the Tennis Club attended the Meeting.  The Chairman stated that the Parish Council will shortly be taking ownership of the recreation field as a whole with a deed of dedication from Fields in Trust. It formerly fell under the umbrella of Hinstock Playing Field Association. The Council members invited the representatives to attend a meeting to discuss access arrangements to the courts going forward and current LTA requirements for use of the courts.  The Parish Council is keen to formalise the agreement between the Club and the Parish Council as the courts are an important community asset for Hinstock.  A meeting will be convened to take this matter forward.

Cllr Farley queried the Falcon registration as a community asset was raised.  Cllr Sutherland informed the Council that the pub’s rates are currently £12k pa. Cllr Gittins asked if they qualify for small business rate relief.  Cllr Gittins to look into this.  Councilors agreed to put the ACV listing for the Pub onto the agenda for September. To advertise on Facebook to the public to gauge opinion and liaise with the owner for their view also.    The Councillors discussed the value of having the Pub registered as a community asset and the implications.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes:

Unitary Councillor’s reports


A529 upgrade programme – Wood Lane to A529/A41 junction.  Cllr Gittins reported that the design draw up features a raised table from Wood Lane to the middle of School Bank.  A 20mph limit will be implemented from Wood Lane, past the Memorial Hall and down School Bank for the length of the raised table. Several pots of funding from various grants sourced by Shropshire Council are being used eg the ‘20 is plenty fund’.  Speeding cushions with additional street lighting will be installed at the bottom end of the  village.  The ambition is to create a ‘village centre’ setting.  The Councillors agreed that a raised table should work alongside the road engineering humps to help reduce speeds greatly. This scheme was put forward to the Parish Council around  2 years ago by Shropshire Council and WSP, the lead designers.  Numbers of lorries seem to have increased.  Discussed these and other possible measures.  The Parish Council and school are being asked for their support.  If supportive a formal consultation will be undertaken.  The Councillors discussed the plans and Cllr Gittins asked for initial approval from the Parish Council.  Previous comments from residents about having additional streetlights were noted. Feedback has suggested that they would not be adverse if the lights are as part of the whole speed reducing package ie 20 speed limit, speed cushions, table, lights.  The programme is currently scheduled for spring/summer 2023.

d)
Memorial Hall 
Cllrs discussed potential works and how it could be done.  The Committee is not keen on shutting the Hall whilst works are ongoing for a refurbishment.  Councillors discussed the pros and cons of having several different contractors or one contractor which will do the whole job as a single contractor.   They agreed that it was vital to sequence the works to keep the Hall open as much as possible and to discuss with details with the Hall Committee. The Jubilee Room could be used for some meetings/functions whilst the Hall is out of action.  . 
e)
A41 Safety Campaign – feedback from meeting

About 15 people attended the meeting.   It has been confirmed that both the Shropshire Council Portfolio Holder for Highways and the Police Crime Commissioner, John Campion, would be attending the September meeting along with Shropshire Council officers.  The next meeting will be in Stoke On Tern.

- Grand opening – arrangements/plaque
Plaque – Councillors discussed the proposed wording/design for the wall plaque. Cllr Sutherland proposed approving the design and ordering the plaque, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed. The plaque will cost in the region of £200-300. The second plaque proposed is a metal round plaque to commemorate the Queen’s Jubilee which will cost £70. A further plaque and Jubilee tree, due to be purchased and planted by the Village Initiative Group, was proposed. Cllr Sutherland proposed approving the Jubilee tree purchase, tree plaque and Jubilee round plaque, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed. The Jubilee tree will be a cherry tree which has purple flowers as a reminder of the Jubilee. 
Cllr Sutherland will confirm opening arrangements with the Lord Lieutenant for 16th July.  
- Utilities 
The Clerk reported that the changeover of the contract with EDF from the Snooker Club to the Parish Council has now been resolved. Cllr Sutherland voiced concerns over rising energy costs and that the hiring out of the Jubilee Room must included something towards the energy costs, particularly for regular users who will be using the heating system regularly in the winter. Councillors agreed that the Parish should not pay for the energy used by regular Clubs.  It was agreed that access will be set for between 8am to 10pm across the board daily in order to avoid possible nuisance for neighbours.  
- to enable Cllrs to discuss/agree hire of Jubilee Room for third party users
Cllr Ashley presented a Terms & Conditions document (circulated via email also) for discussion.   The Councillors discussed how to charge for the heating bills for regular clubs.  Cllr Ashley confirmed that he is able to monitor usage of the Room via the secure key system by entrance and exit times.  This data will be used to calculate costs along with the price per kwh.  Cllr Ashley will circulate the final draft to incorporate Councillors comments. 
- to enable Cllrs to discuss use of changing room
Councillors approved the T&C document for the Football Club, proposed by Cllr Sutherland, seconded by Cllr  Hutchinson. The agreement for the Tennis Club will be discussed at the meeting to be arranged. Cllr Sutherland proposed drawing up a management agreement as the simplest solution. 
- to enable Cllrs to discuss utility requirements/ongoing maintenance 
Councillors agreed the need for a cleaner for post football matches on an ad hoc basis – Cllr Hutchinson proposed the purchase of the remaining identified additional equipment such as hoover, mop etc, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. Cllr Ashley will price up blackout blinds.  Cllr Ashley will purchase the equipment and be reimbursed for his expenses.  The Clerk was asked to price up the cost of a projector and screen.  
CCTV system: Councillors discussed the need for an external CCTV system. The Clerk was asked to forward company details for quotes. Cllr Sutherland will meet the companies and obtain quotes for September’s meeting. 
- wifi installation: to take forward
- Room hire bookings 
The Councillors discussed basic draft charging document. Charges for the Snooker Club will need to include energy costs.  The tennis courts will need to have an agreed use schedule. Councillors confirmed that they wished to work with the Club and better understand the specifications of the LTA whilst enabling wider use of the courts by the parish, in particular the children of the parish. Long term issues such as eventual resurfacing will need to be considered. 
b)
FIT/Transfer of land – update: Approval of request for funds transfer from Solicitor to conduct the transaction; Completion of form for transfer; 
Cllr Hutchinson proposed the payment of additional funds to complete the transaction. Clerk to complete the forms as required. Seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed.

Recreation field terms of use
Football field terms of use – agreed under previous item. 
The Councillors discussed master keys for lockers and noticeboard – the Clerk requested copies for safekeeping. Agreed.
d)
Strategic Objectives Plan – Community engagement update 
An update to the original plan and production of a new survey (to include a question about whether residents would be interested in the Parish Council arranging an extension of the Cheswardine parish Wednesday morning service into Market Drayton), future fundraising in order to carry out a refurbishment programme for the Memorial Hall in association with the Hall Committee (possibly with a new PWLB Loan), views on new equipment needs for the playground. Cllr Ashley proposed putting out an update/new survey prior to the September meeting, seconded by Cllr Farley, all agreed.  The Clerk reminded Councillors that, whilst it may not be necessary in the long run, the survey must specifically ask for views on the possibility of taking out a new PWLB loan and its potential impact on the precept. PWLB Loan information has been circulated to all Councillors via email.  A public meeting would need to be held if a PWLB Loan is decided upon in order to get approval from the parish.  The Hall Committee is very keen to keep the Hall open during any works.
