104 Chair’s welcome & announcements /Public participation (No decisions to be taken)
34 members of the public attended the meeting. The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:16pm welcoming everyone present.
A representative of Hinstock Cricket Club queried why the Club was not mentioned in the survey recently circulated.    The Club is still awaiting a result of their claim against Shropshire Council. The Chairman stated that the questionnaire concerned matters principally that the Parish Council control, such as the recreation field. The Parish Council last supported the Club in 2016 when new covers were purchased for them. The Chairman confirmed that the Parish Council would do its uppermost to assist the Club. The Ombudsman result is due this week.  Cllr Gittins stated that if the Ombudsman rules in the Club’s favour he would raise the matter with the executive at Shropshire Council. The Chairman requested that the Club comes to the Parish Council once the decision has been announced and a plan of action/assistance is put forward.
 A conversation ensued regarding the spending of CiL Local funding in the village of Hinstock – over £400K has been raised in Hinstock but Shropshire Council has spent nothing in Hinstock. Shropshire Council is sitting on c£20m of CiL money currently.  The Parish Council is fighting for an upgraded School crossing which Shropshire Council has so far refused to fund as part of the A529 safety upgrade.  Residents asked if they can support the Parish Council in lobbying for Shropshire Council to spend the money which has been raised in Hinstock locally.  Cllr Gittins suggested steering groups for specific projects.  He stated his intention to protect the money and ensure it is spent locally.  
A representative of the Snooker Club stated that the Club was promised assistance from the Parish Council in 1999, however nothing has been forthcoming to date.  He stated that in his view £15-20K would refurbish the Jubilee Hall.  The Chairman reminded attendees that CiL money cannot be used to refurbish amenities but it could be used to change the use of a building.  Alternatively a PWLB loan could be taken out to pay for it.    
A discussion ensued about what might need to be done to the building.  A Councillor confirmed that he personally has contacted several building companies but no interest was forthcoming in quoting for the jobs.  The necessary drainage works has funding set aside by the Parish Council. The PARISH COUNCIL is fully supportive of getting the Jubilee Room refurbished.  The Chairman requested a solid scope of works from the Snooker Club.  A resident asked if a group formed and met in the Club they could request CiL money.  Cllr Gittins stated that the use must be linked to the new development.  Need comparable (3) quotes and look for the best value.  
Another resident asked a question about the survey – it was suggested that the question about a ‘definable hub’ was not understandable to most residents.  The Chairman explained (and apologised for any ambiguity) that if development is not controlled then building could spiral out of control; a ‘hub’ keeps the village in check in terms of development.  The question was asked so that the Parish Council can frame its answers to Shropshire Councils consultation.  A local quantity surveyor offered his services, for which the Parish Council thanked him.
Another resident stated that the tennis club presented plans a number of years ago for a multi purpose sports facility (pavilion) at the recreation field.  He suggested that there is an urgent need for changing room facilities on the sports field.  
The Chairman confirmed that the Parish Council currently has no legal rights over the playing fields, it is in hand with Fields in Trust who are the Leaseholder.  Waiting for permission from the Charity Commission.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)
Unitary Councillor’s 
Shropshire Council is looking for a contribution from the Parish Council towards the cost of upgrading the School crossing.  Cllr Gittins recommended putting £10,500 towards the scheme.  It is very is disappointing that Shropshire Council has rejected the Parish Council’s application for CiL local funds to provide the crossing.  SC has also refused to include it within the spend for the safety works being carried out on the A529. WSP did a report which claimed an upgraded crossing not to be necessary.  The School collects near miss data.  Cllr Sutherland suggested that the Parish Council puts no more than 15% towards the cost as SC takes 85% of all CiL money collected.  Cllr Sutherland proposed 15%, seconded by Cllr Holland, all agreed. Cllr Gittins to take this to Shropshire Council.  Councillors stressed that a community should know that its children are safe crossing the road and that Shropshire Council has significantly increased housing numbers and therefore have increased the dangers posed by the crossing and should therefore take responsibility for the safety of the residents. 
The Travellers have been moved on from the Four Crosses site.  Childs Ercall are not happy that Hinstock has a derelict site and may write to express their views. The Parish Council has not agreed a definitive plan for the site. The Developer does not appear to have any intention to put in measures to discourage gypsies. Cllr Holland proposed the Clerk writes to the developer to request measures are put in place to prevent further unwanted/unlawful occupancy, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed.  Cllr Gittins will approach the developer to put forward plans to the Parish Council for consideration.

Community welcome event – to progress plans to hold a residents’ welcome meeting: 

The planned community event has been agreed to take place in December.  Cllr Hutchinson gave an update report – date put forward 8th December 10-12:30. A positive response has been received from clubs and societies in the village.  Publicity details and set up details were discussed. Will be advertised in the next edition of the Herald.  Councillors agreed to the proposed date. All village groups to be invited to participate.

Cllr Sutherland has costed a project for outdoor gym and fitness trail.  He believes that the Parish Council should be able to apply for CiL Local funding.  He requested that Councillors look at the proposal for discussion at the next meeting.  Put project into the Place Plan first. CiL Local funding application process is currently closed.

Email received from resident re: Shropshire Council’s Local Plan Review Consultation/Response:
Cllr Sutherland commented that the Council has said all it needs to at present until next round of consultation to be undertaken by Shropshire Council.  The Parish Council is a consultee in the consultation process, as are residents. The Parish Council last commented on the Local Plan Review in February. The Parish Council is not particularly happy with its ‘hub’ status in the Local Plan, as it doesn’t feel that Hinstock has benefitted from it. Residents will also be asked to comment when the next round of consultations begin, probably in the Spring.  No further action to be taken. 
c)
Memorial Hall – to enable Councillors to discuss correspondence received regarding appearance: 
The Chairman stated that some disparaging correspondence has been received about the appearance of the Memorial Hall.  The Parish Council must decide how to tackle these issues. Cllr Hutchinson is currently a representative on the Memorial Hall Committee.  It needs to come up with a plan to assist refurbishment.  Grants applied for were unsuccessful.  The toilets need renovation.  The Members suggested a plan be drawn up and quotes for remedial works needed be obtained. The Chairman proposed a specific action plan be compiled and reported back to the Parish Council.  The Parish Council will write to the committee to outline the feedback given to the Parish Council and that funding needs to be looked at.  Seconded by Cllr Holland, all agreed.
