Chair’s welcome & announcements /Public participation (No decisions to be taken)
Resident requested update on progress following on from his question about the vegetation overgrowing the footpath on school bank.  The PC Clerk and Cllr Sutherland walked the area of the village in questions and feel that the neighbour is responsible for the area of land in question that is sliding into the foot path and blocking the drains. 

Action: Cllr Sutherland will refer it to the Shropshire Council for clarification of who owns the bank. 
30mph sign is obscured by the vegetation  - neighbour has been spoken too and claims it is not his responsibility.

Action: Parish Council will seek clarification of ownership from Shropshire Council. 

Parking Developers cars: Resident raised that most day 3 cars parked on the blind bend forcing residents to walk on the road.  Clerk has reported this to the Police so has the resident who raised it. 
Marsh Lane – ditching has been done at the top, however the bottom half of Marsh Lane needs ditching, now the new housing has been developed who is responsible for this?

Shropshire Council clear the drains every 6 mths and the PC have applied for a grant so that we can have a contractor to clear the drains at other times. 

Give way sign near old vicarage obscured by vegetation. 

No footpath on Church Street/Goldstone Road

Resident raised that the Bearcroft pool is leaking and creating a sheet of ice which is a potential hazard.
Resident raised Pixley Lane flooded:  Parish Council will raise with Shropshire Council. 
Cllr Gittins raised that ‘MyShropshire’ on the internet  is the best method of reporting potholes, blocked gullies.  It has an easy to use ‘drop the pin on the map’ and log on the system.
