MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON 9TH JUNE 2021 AT THE MEMORIAL HALL, HINSTOCK

Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting and declared it open at 7:15pm.  One member of the public attended the Meeting who has submitted an application to join the Parish Council. Two members of the local Police force’s Safer Neighbourhood Team attended the Meeting.  PC Ambrose gave an overview of the policing hierarchy at Market Drayton.  He reminded Councillors that the mobile policing unit is visiting rural areas once a month.  The Parish Council was asked if there was still interest in the SmartWater scheme. The Police and crime Commissioner is offering kits at £8.90 each. The Police and Crime Commissioner pays for 25% of the costs of the kits.  Councillors confirmed that the survey undertaken had received a positive response to the scheme and as such the Parish Council had agreed to purchase kits. This had been put on hold during the pandemic and lockdowns due to rollout issues.  This will be taken forward by the Clerk for the July agenda.  Members discussed local concerns; the Police confirmed a low local crime rate over the last 12 months, mainly due to Covid. (Cllr Vaughan arrived at 7:19pm)

Cllr Sutherland gave an update on the progress of the Deed of Dedication for the recreation field which is being organised by Fields in Trust.  This agreement will also include a pice of land next to the cemetery where the Parish Council intends to create a garden of contemplation.  Cllr Wood queried the access to this parcel of land and whether there is a right of way.  Cllr Sutherland reported that the legal side should soon be resolved. 

Cllr Sutherland reported that the playground is in good order.  

It was noted with sadness that the Council’s handyman recently passed away. The Clerk confirmed that she had a condolence card.

Cllr Sutherland asked for recommendations for a local person to fulfil this function.

Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:  

-
Playground: To receive/consider interim reports/remedial work recommendations;
The Clerk reported that she is still waiting to hear from Eon as to when the recreation field lighting will be upgraded.  She is also waiting for Eon to provide an updated inventory so that a new MPAN certificate can be issued and, therefore, the energy agreement be re-negotiated. She reported that she has been finding communicating with Eon extremely difficult over the last year as they are very slow to respond.  
The Memorial Hall currently pays for all lighting for the recreation field area, including the tennis courts. Councillors suggested that this should be taken up with the Hall Committee as it should be clarified and recharged to other users.

Street lighting: Update on invoicing for upgrade
The upgrade is now complete and the first tranche has been paid. The invoice for the recreation field is outstanding.

General matters:

Ways & Means Committee & Playing Field: Chairman’s update on FIT lease; 
The Clerk was asked to chase the Solicitor regarding the inclusion of a  provision in the lease to future proof the Parish if at any time a pavilion is required for the recreation field.  At present all development is prohibited. The Parish Council has requested provision for sport related development such as a pavilion to be permitted.

Highways & Environmental Health/Services

To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues update
Councillors reported that Church Street and Goldstone Road require resurfacing. Cllr Holland to forward photos. Clerk to report to Highways for attention.


d)
Memorial Hall & Jubilee Room 
Cllr Hutchinson confirmed that the hall Committee had met last week.  They have secured a £10000 grant from the National Lottery. Their priorities are the revamping of the ladies lavatories, the boiler needs to be relocated and ventilation in the main hall needs to be resolved.  A repair list is being drawn up.  Councillors confirmed their support for the Hall Committee refurbishing the Hall.  £3k has been allocated from the Parish Council to aid emergency repairs ie doors, windows, ramp etc.  The Hall is due to re-open on 21st June.  A new website will be created. 

Cllr Sutherland reported that the new plans for the Jubilee Room have been accepted by the Planning  Department and the application is in progress.

The pole has now been installed for the VAS at the bottom end of the village. Cllrs discussed battery requirements and speed data gathering capability.  Cllrs agreed to order 2 batteries for each VAS, proposed by Cllr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Sutherland, all agreed. 
It was noted that speed data collection strips have recently been in place in front of the School. The Clerk informed Councillors that all Schools in Shropshire will have 20mph zones installed outside them over the next 4 years.
