Minutes of the Hinstock Parish Council Meeting held on 7th September 2022 at the Queens’ Jubilee Room 

88/22	Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the September meeting of the Parish Council declaring it open at 7:12pm.  Six members of the public attended the Meeting.  Robin Nelson from North Salop Wheelers attended the Meeting.  Apologies were received from Cllrs Hutchinson and Farley.
A representative from North Salop Wheelers attended the Meeting to give an overview of the arrangement with Cheswardine Parish Council for a weekly bus service to Market Drayton on a Wednesday morning. NSW has been running now for 20 years.  A new team is in place managing the service. The service is operated on a membership scheme the annual fee per member is £25. Fares are currently set at £3.50 per journey (single) or with a bus pass holders travel free. Hospital visits are covered by the community car service however a lack of drivers is limiting this service.  If Hinstock wants to join the current bus service operating would need to be rerouted.  It currently serves Stoke on Tern, Eaton on Tern, Soudley, Cheswardine and Chipnall.  A new service including Hinstock would mean a pickup from the village between 8:45 and 9am, arriving in Market Drayton for 10am then leaving at around 12:30, arriving into hinstock around 1pm. Home pickups for less able persons are possible but a central destination ideal to avoid delays. The current plan is to run a 14 seater bus.  Taking into consideration current take up of seats NSW can probably accommodate 4-6 additional people from Hinstock.  Cheswardine initially subsidised the service until the new arrangement for annual membership was put into place.    Councillors confirmed that they did so some initial community engagement to establish firm interest and numbers and receive some very positive feedback.  Mr Nelson confirmed that the Parish Council could try a trial period for c 6 months subsidising/guaranteeing 4 people at £28 per week.  If two passengers have bus passes then the exposure would reduce accordingly to £14 per week. The Parish Council would need to have an appointed administrator for Hinstock to confirm numbers for the next day’s travel.  Passengers must be booked on to travel due to the nature of the company’s insurance and operating licence. No ad hoc pickups are possible. If someone has a friend who wishes to join them for one week only then that visitor could travel for token fee of c£1 rather than the annual membership fee of £25.  Councillors thanked Mr Nelson for attending.  
Residents attended to discuss the ACV listing for the Falcon which has not to date been relisted.  The Chairman questioned the overall benefit as an ACV listing gives no guarantees of the pub continuing or that the community would be able to purchase it if it ever came up for sale.  It was noted that the Falcon no longer does food so is purely a drinking outlet.  A resident stated that the ACV listing now includes a bonus level of protection for pubs to be listed. The Clerk explained that the form and requirements for the form for completion have been changed and require additional details such as clubs etc that meet and requested assistance with the supply of such details.   The Parish Council has delayed the return as it wanted to ensure full community support. The Chairman raised the issue of the owner’s rateable value concerns which are currently levied at £12000 per annum.  The owner is reported to be very keen to ensure the pub’s future.  The residents were asked to provide the detail required for the completion of the form and return it to the Clerk. Residents were reminded that there is a vacancy on the council so if they would like to join and take this, and any other matters of interest to them, forward they would be very welcome. 
Another resident queried the functionality of the VAS at bottom end of village – Cllr Ashley responded that the new handyman has been changing the battery however he has been on holiday.  The batteries should be changed every 11 days. The handyman has PLI so for health and safety reasons it is better to have him to undertake the task than a Councillors.  
A resident raised a funding request which has been submitted for the youth club which needs £4200 per year to run.  They have applied for a lottery grant.  They are asking the Parish Council for a grant of £100.  The Club has trips and people coming in to put on activities for the children.  Other grants being looked into to aid overall funding.  Councillors agreed to take this forward.

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last meeting.  Cllr Ashley proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Woods, all agreed.  The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved.

Cllr Ashley reported that the football team will be returning for the next season. 

93/22		Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s reports		
Cllr Gittins updated on the new recycling bins.  The rollout is taking longer than originally anticipated – probably being rolled out in this area in September.  Residents are strongly recommended to label up with house numbers and names.  Bins can still be ordered.  Waste collection for the Jubilee Room was discussed however under the terms and conditions users are required to remove their own rubbish.  Shropshire Council charges c£300 pa for new waste removal contracts.

a)	Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:  
A light in the Bearcroft on the path was reported as not working – possibly a timer issue.  Councillors to take forward with Memorial Hall Committee.

Cllr Farley’s emailed update was relayed.  Quotes for replacement equipment are being arranged. Wetpour surfacing would be in the region of £20+; a resurfaced bark surface would be £2k.  One quote will be emailed the other in person in October. Removal costs have not been quoted for.  The Parish Council will be required to clear the equipment/hedging/concrete bases etc.  Councillors agreed that the contractors should be asked to quote to remove existing equipment, fixtures and fittings.  Replacement costs are likely to be c£40-£50k.  The fencing will also need to be quoted for replacement/repairs.  Action: To take forward

c)	Highways & Environmental Health/Services
-	To discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues update - No matters raised. 
-	To enable Cllrs to discuss local bus service in association with Cheswardine PC and North Salop Wheelers  - 
Councillors discussed taking up a trial period.  The Parish Council could cover 4 seats annual membership for a 6 month period. Cllr Wood proposed a trial period for 6 months for 4 people, seconded by Cllr Ashley.  Cllr Wood volunteered to run the service.  Councillors agreed that a mobile phone with sim only to operate the service would be necessary in order to receive and send bookings.  The service will be advertised widely on the website, Facebook, posters, and business cards also.  All agreed.  Resolved. Action: Clerk to liaise with NSW. Cllr Wood to purchase a mobile phone, as proposed by Cllr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. Resolved.

d)	Memorial Hall 
Cllrs Ashley and Sutherland attended the last meeting.  The Hall Committee needs to make a decision to replace the ladies’ toilets.  Cllr Vaughan reiterated the view that the whole refurbishment job needs to be done in one go not piecemeal as that route will not increase usage or solve all of the Hall’s problems such as damp etc.  The Councillors agreed the need to price up a priority list.  The Clerk recommended strong community engagement to gauge public opinion in case a PWLB loan is required. Cllr Sutherland stressed that a comprehensive schedule of works drawn up by engineers is essential as a starting point after which contractors brought in to quote however the decision must come from the Hall committee.  Cllr Sutherland put forward a proposal to obtain quotes for professionals to undertake the process of surveys/schedule of works and tendering process which was seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed.  The next hall committee meeting will be before the next meeting.  

e)	A41 Safety Campaign – feedback from meeting
Cllr Gittins confirmed that a notice has gone out for the next meeting in Stoke on Tern at 7pm 12th September.  The Police Crime Commissioner will be attending along with Dean Carroll, the Portfolio holder for Highways.  An update will be given at the next meeting. Cllr Ashley to attend. 

f)	Falcon ACV listing
Councillors will complete the application once the necessary details have been received from the residents requesting the ACV relisting request submission.

g)	20mph speed limit change consultation A529
Councillors reviewed the plans for the speed limit consultation which are as per the plans originally presented in line with the A529 upgrade.  An extension has been asked for by Cllr Gittins until 22nd September for the consultation.  Cllr Gittins will be running a walk in surgery between 10 am and 12pm this Saturday at the Jubilee Room.  Cllr Ashley to attend.  An extra push to rollout Smartwater could be combined. 
Councillors noted the raised table and speed cushion proposals. In principle the PC agrees with the proposals as proposed for the safety of the school and children and for the community. As the community centre will be upgraded it is vital that is safe for the community to use.  Support for the project was proposed by Cllr Sutherland, seconded by Cllr Wood. All agreed.

a)	Jubilee Room
	- Bookings/agreements
Bookings are currently being taken by Cllr Ashley however they will shortly be linked to the new software.  Some bookings are in already.  Costs to cover electricity use will be included in the booking fee.
Cllr Ashley reported that he has found someone to undertake cleaning of the Room –  He proposed 2 hrs per fortnight week were proposed at a nominal hourly rate £10 after the football team has used the facilities. Cllr Ashley proposed engaging the cleaner on those terms, seconded by Cllr Sutherland all agreed.  Resolved. Action: Cllr Ashley to engage. 
	- CCTV
The Clerk has passed over company details to approach for quotes.  Three quotes to be obtained for the next meeting.  The system will cover the Jubilee Room and Memorial Hall.  Cllr Trow to take this forward.
	- wifi installation: to discuss
The Councillors discussed installing wifi into the room.  Cllr Sutherland proposed installing wifi, seconded by Ashley. The Clerk advised that Neighbourhood Fund money can be used to pay for it.  All agreed. Resolved. Action: Clerk to source quote.

b)	FIT/Transfer of land – update: The matter is still with the Solicitors
c)	Recreation field/ Tennis courts terms of use
Cllr Hutchinson held a meeting with the Tennis Club – minutes were circulated.  The current resurfacing figure has been estimated at c£25000 although it is not required imminently. The LTA figure to permit public access is £2000 plus £35 pm. Councillors agreed that this figure seems somewhat high.  Councillors agreed to request another meeting with the Club. Cllr Ashley will liaise with Cllr Hutchinson to take this forward. 

d)	Strategic Objectives Plan – Community engagement update 
Councillors agreed to pursue undertaking a mini follow up survey – Cllr Sutherland will to do a draft and circulate to all Councillors for additions/amendment/comments. To bring to the October meeting for approval. Proposed by Cllr Wood, seconded by Cllr Ashley all agreed. 
Councillors discussed a likely complete refurbishment cost for the Hall. They estimated a starting figure c£135-175k min – Councillors agreed to obtain figures on that basis for a PWLB – to work out how much it would add onto the precept.  The Clerk informed Councillors that a local village hall was able to obtain a grant recently for £75k to replace the roof.  Councillors agreed that funding possibility research will need to be undertaken.  

e)	Casual vacancy/co-option – no applications have been received.

f)	SmartWater – update and to enable Cllrs to discuss rollout of remaining kits
Cllr Hutchinson sent a message to say that she has requested final figures of how many kits left from the Smartwater team.  Cllr Wood confirmed that she will continue the rollout on Friday at the coffee morning, on Saturday at Cllr Gittins’s surgery, at the car boot on 2nd October, at the School’s Christmas fayre, and at the Elvis Presley tribute night on 12th November.  There will also be a Classic car show 18th September at the Hall.
