Welcome & Public Session
Cllr Lutner welcomed everyone to the April meeting of the Parish Council, welcoming the new councillors.  Two members of the public were present - representatives from the cricket club – have applied for extra funding for mobile covers for the pitches.  Application appears to be successful although full allocation of funds not expected due to over subscription.  £4000 was requested – expecting £2767.20 – shortfall of £1800 – can’t meet this themselves.  Would like a contribution from the PC.   Councillors agreed to take this item forward to the May agenda.

9 Community Policing Report: Police and Crime Commissioner’s Town and Parish Survey: Police & Crime Commissioners elections due 5th May 2016.  


10 Highways/Environmental Health 

· Opportunity to raise any issues/concerns about road conditions and/or safety: pothole by chestnuts – also at A41 at Sweet Apple Tree Wistanswick turning – surface breakdown – dangerous for bikes.  Mill green A529 junction – report again along with Sandy lane and Swan lane. Manholes by church on triangle – water overflowing – Clerk to check if this has this been fixed? Bollard on top of old Chester road opposite Hatton Road junction has been removed again – pedestrian section.  Thrown behind hedging on slope. 
· Report matters affecting environmental health – nothing to report.
11 Jubilee Room – Progress report from Cllr Trow: Richard Guy commissioned to fit consumer board and re-establish the electrics in the snooker room – properly certificated.  No insolation switch fitted – Western Power had to fit and supply this £84.00 before they could proceed.  Re-laid an earth in conjunction with Western Power – new socket and wiring also put in by Mr Guy.  Fully compliant now.  Snooker club to pay half of costs for electrical works total £888.00.  Grants to be investigated eg heritage grants. Clerk forwarded information to Cllr Lutner and it will be looked into.  Schedule of works received by Mr Newby for the last meeting.  Cllr Lutner looked at the manholes previously reported – needs to make new covers.  Now covered up – will have to make frame.  Ground has sunk around plastic one so it now stands proud.  Will need to be sunk lower.  Cllr Trow said he would now work through the rest of the schedule and get some more quotes.  
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12 Street Lights/Maintenance and/or Repairs

· Opportunity to report items requiring attention to include lights out: Missing cover on light by recreation ground - Cllrs to check if it has been replaced.  
· Playground/Recreation field: Basketball hoops – Clerk to write to tennis club to request public access re-instated.  Basketball hoops still down.  Should be put back up with new boards at back.  Key to be requested for clerk to keep and for the shop.  Clerk to write to Mr  John Booth.  Dog fouling issue no progress.
