Chair’s welcome & announcements /Public participation (No decisions to be taken)
Twelve members of the public attended the Meeting.  Cllr R Gittins attended the Meeting.  
A representative from the Cricket Club addressed the Council, first thanking Cllr Hutchinson for explaining the process for submitting a grant funding request. The Club has not as yet received a decision from the Ombudsman regarding the complaint against Shropshire Council.  The Club is holding an event on 25th October at the Hall as a funding raising exercise.  He confirmed that the Club will be attending the parish event being hosted by the Parish Council on 8th December to promote the Cricket Club.  The Club was officially expelled from the league recently due to fixture issues.  To reapply by the end of October to re-join.  
A resident raised the gate on Marsh Lane which was installed by Galliers near to the new development.  The Clerk will follow up with Highways following a complaint made previously.

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes.  Cllr Hutchinson proposed them to be a true and accurate record, seconded by Cllr Heeley, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

Cllr Sutherland reported that the re-assignment of the Fields in Trust lease for the recreation field has been approved and this has been forwarded to the landowners. A reply is expected within the next few weeks.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes:

Unitary Councillor’s 
Attended a meeting on 6th September to discuss an A41 safety campaign with Owen Paterson, MP.  Attendees agreed that it there is a vital need to collect more data on the A41.  Both accident and experience data is needed.  Cllr Gittins requested that people come forward and share their experiences.  The next meeting is scheduled for Friday 13th December at 2pm with John Campion, Police and Crime Commissioner attending. Support was requested from the Parish Council.  Urgent safety measures are wanted with a long term aspiration to be determined.  Initial thoughts are that more dual carriageway to improve safety would be a long term vision.  Central government funding would be essential to carry out improvements.

Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:

Playground: To receive/consider interim reports/remedial work recommendations
The Clerk handed over a fence post knocked out by children playing which will need to be replaced. To be actioned.
Cllr Sutherland met with a contractor to discuss quotes for equipment – goals, outdoor gym and additional items for the children’s playground.  Cllr Sutherland suggested that all of the items could be put together for one project.  A fence on the five aside court will be required.  He reported that the quote looks affordable.  Three quotes will be required in total to comply with the Financial Regulations.  A specification for an outdoor gym is included in the place plan.  Shropshire Council has opened the Expression of Interests in CiL Local process once again.  Councillors agreed to take this item forward to November’s meeting for budget setting.

Street lighting: To receive reports of matters requiring attention:

Lights on sports field – It was reported that some lights are still not operational. The Clerk requested precise details of how many and locations from Councillors.  To take forward.
b)
General matters:

 -
Ways & Means Committee & Playing Field: Chairman’s update on FIT lease:  Cllr Sutherland reported that he is hopeful this will be concluded by the next meeting. FIT has given a rough estimate of costs. Councillors considered this and agreed to set aside c£1300 for legal fees.  The payment will be approved upon receipt.  (Public Health Act 1875 164, Open Spaces Act 1906 ss9&10)

Update on Community Right to Bid nomination – if available – still waiting for dates for a site visit with Shropshire Council.  The Chairman and Clerk are to re-do the maps for submission from the original submission – There are still issues with the Shropshire Council online mapping system which is hindering the process. (Localism Act 2011 ss87-108)
-
Community welcome event – an update was given by Cllr Hutchinson on plans for 8th December event. She reported a positive response from all groups which will be participating. Starting to advertise locally and on the website.  Fliers to be printed for the event. Fliers will be printed by the parish magazine printers. 
-
New projects – to enable Councillors to make proposals
In relation to recent and ongoing discussions about possible future uses for the Jubilee Room, (results of the questionnaire to be taking into consideration once analysed), the Chairman reported that the most scope in terms of applying for funding/grants, would appear to be for plans which feature a link between the Jubilee Room and Hall. Cllr Sutherland proposed inviting Chairman of the Snooker Club, Hall committee and other interested parties to a meeting to discuss the scope of works required to bring the Jubilee Room up to standard.  He reminded Councillors that a hard proposal will need to be prepared within 6-8 weeks to enable an application for CiL money.  Specifications will need to be agreed ie window type etc then it can be priced up.  It is likely to cost in the region of £100k.  Cllr Sutherland reminded Councillors that the land allocated for a ‘bowling green’ does not belong to the Parish Council.  In terms of finances, Cllr Sutherland proposed that would make more sense to apply for funding for a dual use for the Jubilee Room for the community.  Historic plans exist with this in mind.  Seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed.

Highways & Environmental Health/Services

Dog fouling issues still ongoing in the village.  Clerk to request that the dog warden continues to carry out checks. Councillors agreed that there is adequate dog waste bin provision.  More signage to be sourced for lamp posts etc.

To receive update of works previously requested: School crossing/CiL Local update
Shropshire Council has confirmed that the previous application submitted by the Parish Council for funding for the upgrade of the School crossing is being reconsidered. Councillors discussed the recent accidents.  Cllr Gittins confirmed that he has held recent discussions with the executive about funding for the crossing. A decision is expected imminently.

Hinstock Cricket Club Meeting Minutes: Cllr Sutherland requested that the September minutes to be sent to the Chairman. The offer made by the PC does not appear to have been relayed to the Club.   Cllr Gittins reported that the Ombudsman can take an unspecified length of time to determine a dispute.  Cllr Sutherland queried whether a CiL Local funding application could be applied for.  The property causing the issue may have generated some CiL money.  C£23k is needed for the essential fencing.  The PC will monitor this situation.  
Shropshire Rural housing association letter: A 3 bed house is to become available in St Oswald’s view – must be offered to a local person in the first instance.  Applications are being accepted now.

Query from Galliers with reference to their S106 agreement/future management of the pond
balancing pool – Cllr Sutherland proposed rejecting the offer to take over responsibility for the balancing pool seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed. Galliers will need to set up a management company.  The Parish Council is under no obligation to assume responsibility for the ‘pond’.

Letter from Hinstock School regarding proposal to federate with Cheswardine Primary School
Councillors: Councillors discussed the letter and attached response form.  Cllr Ashley is the designated Council representative at the meetings.  Councillors discussed the proposed federation.  Cllr Ashley to complete the response on behalf of the Parish council, proposed by Cllr Sutherland seconded by Cllr Heeley. All agreed.

Principles of design document – to enable Councillors to review/discuss the draft document
Cllr Sutherland reported that he has done a lot of research  for this document for example on native trees with TPOs.  He stated that in his view the first draft requires reworking in order to tighten up on details. Needs more guidance from Shropshire Council on how it should be presented – correct infrastructure in place is key, natural environment must be taken into account.  Proportion of affordable housing must be determined.   He confirmed that he will arrange another meeting with Shropshire Council officer to get clearer guidance on how to approach it in a fair and reasonable way – It is essential to maintain the character of the village. Previous design statement to be checked. The issue of infill will need to be addressed.  Cllr Sutherland feels that the planning officers have not scrutinised details of infills etc with some recent applications.
