Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements  & Public Session 
The Chairman welcomed everyone present wishing them a Happy New Year and declaring the Meeting open at 7: 01pm. Apologies were received from Cllr Vaughan which were duly accepted. 
No members of the public attended the Meeting. 
There were no announcements. 
A representative of the Tennis Club attended the Meeting.  He thanked the Parish Council for surveying the standing water he had reported so quickly.  The residue film appearing on the surface was due to leaf debris decomposition so is of no concern. He raised an issue with water coming up under the tennis club which has only appeared since completion of the new housing development at Highfields Way.  The concern is that the water may cause long term damage to the integrity of the huts.  Councillors confirmed that this issue has been reported to Shropshire Council.  Unfortunately, as the builder went into liquidation there is no accountability. Shropshire Council has not adopted the new development.  Cllr Gittins will liaise with Shropshire Council and ask for this to be inspected.  
Four Crosses development site developer to present
The developer attended the Meeting to discuss future plans for the site.  He informed Councillors that a revised application for residential dwellings will be submitted to Shropshire Council for determination.  He has canvassed local residents for support.    The site was formally a commercial site and is outside the development boundary.  The Chairman thanked him for attending the Meeting.

Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:

Cllr Sutherland reported that the swing bearings require replacement. He will action the replacement.

 Offer of goal posts received for consideration- update: Only three responses received so far in relation to interest to have a Hinstock team.  The posts are to be repainted when the weather improves.

Parking near tennis courts concern: No further reports of vehicles accessing the recreation ground/parking near the courts have been received.

Light out on the Chestnuts to be reported for repair.

Update on upgrade progress
The Clerk reported that the upgrade has been commissioned however she is still awaiting a price to include the lights around the recreation field.  Councillors reported that the lights are apparently out, believed to be a timing issue.  The Clerk reported that any issues with the new LED lights can be mitigated by having shields put around them ie if they are shining into houses.  
Replacement permanent bollards are required on the A41 junction islands. Clerk progressing this matter with Highways and Street Lighting Depts. 
The Clerk is to request that the VAS supplier carries out a proposed site suitability survey for units with solar panels.

The collapsed culvert under the A41 is still causing issues.  The Hatton Road junction is still in a poor state of repair and needs attention. This has been ongoing for a year.  Councillors agreed that the Council should write to the Portfolio Holder to express extreme dissatisfaction.

Jubilee Room – Chairman’s update (Tenders to be discussed under Finance)

Tenders are due in on 15th January.  At least 5 are expected to submit tenders.  The Clerk and Chairman will attend an online meeting with J Cornes Associates to witness the tenders being opened and to note the figures. Councillors agreed an extraordinary meeting may be needed to approve a decision.  Action: Cllrs Sutherland, Trow and Ashley will review the tenders and make recommendations to the full Council. Cllr Sutherland reiterated that a final decision will need to be made regarding the future proposed uses of the Room. It was suggested that a Meeting with the Memorial Hall Committee is needed to discuss works and work that needs to be done to the Hall itself eg new toilets.

Drawings have been received to include a replacement ‘lean to’ as well.  J Cornes quote includes a 10% project management fee.  Councillors were content that this element could be handled by Parish Council members without increasing costs by an additional 10%.   Cllr Sutherland proposed that the drawings should be an extra to be included in the tenders, seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed.

Councillors considered the budget and anticipated spend.  Assets require repairs over the next year which must be factored in. Cllr Sutherland proposed accepting the budget and a 4% increase in the precept request, seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed.  Action:  A  precept request of £27,344 will be made.
