Chairman’s welcome & announcements /Public participation (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting declaring it open at 7:15pm.  
Six members of the public attended the Meeting. One representation was received. A pothole on the road past the Hatton Road/Mill Green crossroads on the A41 was reported. Rubbish along the Hatton Road was reported which is causing a blockage in the ditch and flooding in the road opposite the old pub site.  The ditch needs cleaning out and the road needs resurfacing.  The road deterioration will be adding to hazardous driving conditions at this junction.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)
Unitary Councillor’s 
Cllr Gittins wished the Parish a Happy New Year. The A41 Safety Campaign Meeting was held on 13th December.  A very well attended meeting.  The PCC attended the meeting along with the Fire and Police Services.  Some members of the public attended the meeting who had been involved in accidents. The number of accidents was discussed however driver behaviour was considered to be more to blame than the road itself. The PCC has some funds which may be able to be diverted to aid this campaign. The Portfolio Holder for Highways will be invited to the next meeting. A lot of accidents do appear to happen near junctions.  The whole of the A41 from Wolverhampton northwards in Shropshire is being looked at. Average speed cameras are become more widespread so these may be looked at as possible measures which could be implemented. Next Meeting scheduled for 7th February at 3:30pm  Cllr Gittins would like to hear from people who have had accidents in order to gather data.  
Cllr Hutchinson reported/re-iterated the issue with pooled water at the Hatton Road/Mill Green junction which is causing drivers to swerve to avoid it.  Action: Cllr Gittins to report
Many white lines have disappeared and judging the width of the road at night is very difficult.  The general condition of the road was discussed which was felt to be very poor.

Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:

Playground: To receive/consider interim reports/remedial work recommendations
Cllr Sutherland reported playground in good condition. Additional bark is still needed when the weather improves.  Still waiting to hear from Fields in Trust for an update as they are waiting for a response from the landlords.

To discuss/agree upgrade to LED
Councillors discussed the quote received. Need to request copy of the inventory.  Need a final figure. Clerk and Chairman to plot the lights and investigate numbering system. To defer decision to upgrade until February.  
Sandy Lane lights – to discuss ownership/repairs: Following reports that two lights in this area were not working, the Clerk reported that it has been established that the lights were under Shropshire Council’s remit originally, however, the lights have not worked for some considerable period of time.  A resident reported them as requiring repair however Shropshire Council will not be repairing the lights and it is arranging for them to be removed.

Ways & Means Committee & Playing Field: Chairman’s update on FIT lease;

Outstanding development related requirements – letter to Shropshire Council/site meeting date: Cllr Sutherland reported that the installation of the extended 30mph speed limit and pavement at the top of the village are urgent and outstanding. No response has been received from Highways since the last site visit and follow up email to confirm content of the discussion and agreement for works needed.  Site visit to be arranged with Andy Wilde, David Gradwell, Rob Gittins and Kevin Sutherland.  Action: Cllr Gittins to arrange.  Confirmation still outstanding from Highways for approval for the VAS and definite locations.  Action: Clerk to chase again.

Community welcome event – feedback from 8th December event
Lots of feedback has been received which has been positive.  Very well attended event.  Councillors discussed the possibility of holding an annual event.  
-
New projects – to enable Councillors to make proposals
Quotes received for interpretation boards which feature in the Place Plan.  Action: Clerk to forward email for consideration.  
Cllr Sutherland reported that the outdoor gym project is ready for implementation.  
School crossing: The Parish Council is to pay 15% towards the costs from the Neighbourhood Fund money.

Jubilee Room building survey – to receive the commissioned report & agree the next steps
The survey has now been received. Cllr Sutherland reported that £65k is the lower limit of cost - £90k upper limit of spending to bring the building up to standard. The toilets will need to be added in to a new replacement extension which will need to be distinctly different. A heritage upgrade will need to be done as it has been incorrectly repointed in the past.  Disabled access will be required.   A ball park estimate is around the £100k mark for a complete refurbishment. A bat survey, energy survey, asbestos survey and drains survey will all be required. Councillors discussed the false ceiling and suggested that they were confident that it is fibre board without asbestos.  A sample will be required.  The current heating system is not operational.   Annual maintenance of C£1k per annum will need to be added into budgets. Cllr Sutherland will email to Councillors projected costs for surveys.  Site visit/meeting will be held again with working group to update on survey results and costs.  Grants to be investigated.  Cllr Sutherland to arrange.  Action: to take forward to February agree surveys.  Cllr Sutherland to arrange the meeting.

Highways & Environmental Health/Services

Suspected collapsed culvert at Shakeford.  Action: Clerk to report and request immediate attention – possible dip in A41 and land drain affected causing flooding to the property.  Water not draining away.  Large pothole by the property.  Cllr Gittins to discuss outstanding Hinstock issues with Mark Barrow – Director of Place,  Steve Brown, Steve Davenport, Andy Wilde.  Clerk queried whether the My Shropshire site is actually functional as no feedback is received.  Cllr Gittins gave an update on the Highways Department which is functioning well below par.
A car sales lot was reported as a concern – development in open countryside  and environmental impact concerns.  Planning permission for Change of Use does not appear to have been applied for.

A notification of works has been received which will affect Rosehill Junction to Colehurst Cottages. The Clerk has queried whether this falls within Hinstock Parish as she is of the opinion the works notice has been given to the wrong parish.

Notification has been received that Hinstock and Cheswardine Schools have agreed to be federated, which will be known as the Goldstone Federation.  Representatives from both Parishes are on the Board of Governors.  The Schools will share a head teacher.  Cllr Ashley volunteered to join to represent the Parish. Action: Cllr Gittins to put him forward.

Cllr Sutherland presented the objectives plan. It currently lacks local business detail and tourism information.  Hinstock PC to aid promotion of Hinstock as a tourist destination – Councillors to investigate purchasing interpretation boards.  The production of walking leaflets also to be investigated. Updated plan to be taken forward for adoption in February. Cllr Sutherland invited input from Councillors.  Action: agenda item
Smartwater – waiting for leaflets for local delivery to aid gauging local support – surveys to be collated in a box in the post office.

An email has been received asking about a bus service for Hinstock as resident who is concerned about disorderly behaviour from bored youths. Cllr Gittins reported that Shropshire Council is reviewing public transport for the county.  North Salop Wheelers do offer a service which Shropshire Council is looking to see if it can be expanded.  Seems to be an on demand service for Hinstock only now.  The Wheelers need more volunteers to become drivers.  It is not a statutory function for Shropshire Council to put on bus services.  Action: Cllr Gittins to investigate what progress if any Shropshire Council is making.  Out of the current council tax received by Shropshire Council 50% is spent on adult social care, 25% on child services – the remaining 25% is divided up between all other departments such as Highways.  Action: refer resident to North Salop Wheelers.  Market Drayton has a community service which may be utilised.
