Minutes of the Hinstock Parish Council Meeting held on 5th October 2022 at the Queens’ Jubilee Room 

101/22  Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
A minute’s silence was observed in memory of HM Queen Elizabeth II.
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting and declared it open at 7:16pm.  Four members of the public attended the Meeting. Cllr Gittins sent apologies.  Cllr Vaughan sent his apologies.  
Two residents raised a highway concern regarding plans for the centre of the village which are currently under consultation by Shropshire Council as part of the A529 upgrade.  The Chairman explained the design proposals.  The residents had attended the meeting and raised their concerns following that meeting.  The objection is the possible noise from traffic hitting the raised table.  The Chairman confirmed that the Parish Council has looked at various measures put forward over the course of the last 5+ years.  WSP has designed this in conjunction with the Shropshire Council Highways Department.  As a result of the public consultation they have been asked to investigate a possible chicane system instead of a raised table as a traffic calming measure.  Comments received from the public consultation were fed back but the results have not yet been published.  The Chairman confirmed that the Parish Council has no responsibility for Highways or over the final decision however it will convey comments of concerns of local residents back to WSP and Cllr Gittins and request another public meeting.  

102/22	Co-option of Councillor
A resident attended with a view to join the Parish Council.  Mr Thomason was proposed by Cllr Sutherland, seconded by Cllr Ashley, to join the Parish Council, all agreed. Cllr Thomason was welcomed to the Council. Resolved.

No matters were raised. 

104/22	Approval of the Minutes (Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1))
	To approve the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 7th September 2022
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last meeting. Cllr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Trow, proposed them to be a true and accurate record, all agreed. Duly signed. Resolved. 

105/22	Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda 
No matters were raised. 

106/22	Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s reports – 17th October 2022 at Stoke On Tern. Cllr Ashley to attend.
b) 	Parish Councillors’ reports – No reports

107/22	Parish Matters: 
a)	Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:  
- 	Cllr Hutchinson reported that the lights in Memorial hall car park have an issue from the main system due to water seeping in. It is being checked out by electrician.  A possible drain clear-out for the car park will be discussed in November.  
-	Playground – to discuss quotes if available
Two quotes for the refurbishment of the car park have been received and circulated by Cllr Farley.   Cllr Farley gave a report from the two site meetings.  Two very different designs, both coming in at just under £46k, not including the removal and resurfacing with bark which would be an additional £10k.  The Parish Council could source another contractor to do this.  Cllr Farley proposed suspending Standing Orders to allow member of the public to speak, seconded by Cllr Sutherland, all agreed.  The member of the public queried how the removal would be undertaken and if the fence would be taken out and replaced. Cllr Farley confirmed that the quotes do not include a new fence.  A section could be removed to do this.  An offer was made to assist with the equipment removal.  Councillors conveyed thanks. Standing Orders were reinstated and the meeting recommenced. An initial consultation has been undertaken locally to gauge what type of equipment is wanted and that is suitable for smaller children. Councillors considered the equipment proposed in both quotes.  Cllr Sutherland suggested that the Parish Council should undertake the removal of current equipment and preparation of the ground. There will be a 14-16 week lead time for the installation of new equipment from placing an order with either company.  Councillors suggested a public consultation via the school, asking the children directly what they would like to see in their playground.  It was decided that Cllr Ashley will send the information to the School to get some feedback.  The Councillors agreed to advertise that they are seeking public feedback in time for the next Parish Council meeting. The Councillors briefly discussed funding, acknowledging that they currently have sufficient funds to cover the refurbishment however the Clerk strongly recommended that external grant funding sources are investigated.  The Parish Council will consult publicly on the two quotes and will obtain quotes for the removal of the existing equipment and associated infrastructure.  It was suggested that local sponsorship could be sought to raise funds. 
A proposal to get quotes for removal of equipment, to consult the public and to investigate grant funding was proposed by Cllr Hutchinson and seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. Resolved. 

Cllr Hutchinson reported that the underpass under A41 by the Chestnuts has a graffiti issue and whilst it has been painted over it will require further work.  The underpass falls under the remit of Shropshire Council – Clerk to report for maintenance. The fence near the underpass has fallen over.  Action: Clerk to report. 

Cllr Ashley reported that the football bookings are coming in to use pitch and changing room facilities.  Action: Clerk to invoice football club. 

Councillors acknowledged that the Snooker Club will need to be invoiced to pay its fair share of electricity use as well as room hire costs. 
 
b)	General matters:
 -	Ways & Means Committee & Playing Field;  
The cycle ramps are in need of repair. The handyman will be asked to look at these for repairs, as proposed by Cllr Wood , seconded by Cllr Hutchinson, all agreed.  
The southern end of the village VAS unit’s smiley face not working – Action: Clerk to ask TWM to attend.  

c)	Highways & Environmental Health/Services
-	To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues update 
Underpass – maintenance request noted. 
-	To enable Cllrs to discuss local bus service in association with North Salop – update on route etc if available
Cllr Ashley reported that a new dedicated mobile phone has been purchased for the purpose of taking bookings. The bookings line number will be: 07513061200. Councillors identified the Church bus shelter and Memorial Hall as pickup points. The Clerk highlighted that 4 seats must be guaranteed and bookings confirmed the night before the journey. No ad hoc pickups are permitted due to insurance terms.  Cllr Ashley will prepare a poster and advertise.  Councillors agreed a start date for the service of 26th October with Cllr Woods in charge of bookings administration.  The Councillors approved payment of the membership fee if required prior to the next meeting. Proposed by Cllr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. 

d)	Memorial Hall – Quotes for surveys/schedule of works/tendering
Councillors reported that the last Hall Committee meeting had been cancelled – Councillors Sutherland and Hutchinson to take forward.   Councillors discussed the possibility of the proposed refurbishment programme for the Hall.  Funding sources and potential costs were considered.  Cllr Sutherland circulated some PWLB loan information.  If a loan was taken out for £150k, repayable over 20 years, it would add c£10.79 pa onto the Council Tax a band D property (ie 90 per month); if the loan amount was £200,000 it would add c£14.30 pa ie £1.20pm, onto a band D property. The Parish Council would have to increase its precept in order to be able to repay any loan if this funding route was taken.   Accurate figures would need to be obtained at the time.  
Cllr Sutherland circulated a strategic objectives survey update which includes information regarding public works loans.  Councillors agreed that they would hand deliver the surveys in order to save on distribution costs.  Cllr Hutchinson proposed printing and circulating the surveys, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed.  Printing costs to be confirmed in advance.  

e)	A41 Safety Campaign – new meeting date 17th October 2022
The Clerk was asked to feedback the public feedback on the proposed A29 upgrade to Shropshire council 

f)	Falcon ACV listing
Key information has now been received for completion of the form from Cllr Thomason.  Cllr Ashley, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson proposed submitting the ACV form to Shropshire Council, all agreed. Clerk to submit  

g)	Bus service – update on progress of service commencement
Covered under previous item. 

108/22	Housekeeping
a)	Jubilee Room
	- Bookings/agreements – agreements – 
The Clerk reported that the new booking system should be up and running shortly.  
The Clerk was asked to included ‘purchase of blinds for the Jubilee Room’ onto the November.   

· CCTV – to discuss quotes for a CCTV system
The Clerk has provided contact details of 3 companies to approach for quotes (they have recently quoted for similar systems for other local halls).   Cllr Trow queried the required scope of any CCTV coverage.  Cllr Ashley to provide a plan – 4 cameras would be needed.  
Cllr Trow raised the question of closing time of the hall – The Snooker Club has requested a closing time of 12 midnight.  Cllr Sutherland proposed agreeing to this, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. 
	- wifi installation: to discuss
The Clerk provided some quotes for the provision of wifi – costs are in the region of £22-25pm. It was agreed that only one contract would be needed to cover both the Hall and the Jubilee Room.  A wifi repeater should cover the hall.  The Clerk will progress this as proposed by Cllr Sutherland, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed
	- Room hire bookings 
The terms and conditions document is up to date and being used – The online system will be up and running soon – Clerk to send an invoice to football until payment can be taken online. 

b)	FIT/Transfer of land – update
Cllr Sutherland reported no update on the legal proceedings – FIT has requested a local survey of the land is undertaken, Cllr Sutherland to do. 

c)	Recreation field/ Tennis courts terms of use – feedback from meeting with Tennis Club
Cllr Hutchinson was asked to arrange another meeting to discuss public access fee with the Tennis Club .  A booking system for the courts can be added to the parish council booking system.  Councillors agreed that the fee put forward by the Tennis Club seemed high.  

d)	Strategic Objectives Plan – Community engagement update 
The updated document will be circulated to all residents.  Residents would like to the 5 aside hard court back in use.  Councillors discussed that there were historically goals on the second tennis court along with netball/basketball hoops.   Councillors discussed the possible provision of adult gym equipment raised again – The Clerk recommended a visit to Cheswardine which has recently installed gym equipment for examples.  A brief discussion was held about local clubs. It was agreed that the Parish Council would contact the Cricket Club to ask for a club update. The Parish Council made a contribution of £5k towards new nets. A condition of the funding was that the club would be providing coaching for the school/local children.   
Cllr Sutherland proposed and Cllr Trow seconded circulation of the survey.  The Councillors will distribute these by hand. Cllr Sutherland will print 500 copies and reclaim paper and ink costs. 

e)	Casual vacancy/co-option – covered forms to be returned 
The completed acceptance of office form was returned to the Clerk. The Dpi form will be returned to the Monitoring Officer. 

f)	SmartWater – update and to enable Cllrs to discuss rollout of remaining kits
Councillors will query how many kits are left to distribute with the Smartwater Team.  Kits will be advertised again on the survey. 

g)	Defibrillator – software update – Cllr Hutchinson has booked the defibrillator in for an update.
