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Minutes of the Hinstock Parish Council Meeting held on 7th December 2022 
at the Queens’ Jubilee Room 
126/22
Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting declaring it open at 7:22pm.  Apologies were received from Cllrs Farley, Thomason and Trow.  Two members of the public attended the Meeting.  
One resident asked about the Falcon listing and proposed A529 traffic calming scheme through the village.  The Clerk confirmed that the ACV nomination listing application has gone into Shropshire Council. The resident stated that the Falcon has now closed.  Cllr Gittins confirmed that the whole A529 programme has been put into 4 sections: 20mph zone and raised table, existing 30mph and lighting improvement from school to nursing home; these have now gone to further preliminary design work and are awaiting approval. The other 2 sections: 30mph proposed for Newport road and speeding cushions are funding dependent – you need to have street lighting in order to install the cushions.  He confirmed that several residents wrote in both for and against the plans.  
A priority system was deemed not to be appropriate due to potential for tractors to tip if they hit kerbs and bollards.  
The second resident gave an update on the School which is currently over-subscribed. There are 2 Ukrainian children are wishing to join.  Shropshire Council has no forward planning in place for the school. The School needs another classroom. Shropshire Council’s Education Department has been asked to attend with a plan but nothing concrete has come forward to date.  £3.5m of CiL Local money has been generated but is as yet unallocated in the Market Drayton area.  Cllr Gittins reported that there are c120 children (confirmed as 124 children) in the school.  Shropshire Council reports the figures as being 106 as they don’t include out of catchment children in their sums. Councillors queried the counting system. The Councillors agreed that decent forward planning needs to be put into place.  There is currently no space to do SEN one to one sessions.  Councillors agreed that the Parish Council needs to write to Shropshire Council to ask what they are planning to do to address the issues as new development in the village will inevitably bring more children and Shropshire Council needs to plan for this. Cllr Gittins confirmed that all CiL Local  Fund applications are currently on hold as Shropshire Council has no resources to deliver programmes. Clerk queried if it could be opened up for Town and Parish Councils wanting to deliver their own projects.  
The Parish Council was thanked for the grant to assist with running costs for the Youth Club.  
The outside lighting has been brought up to spec at a cost of £2k to the Hall.  All of the outside lights’ timers have been checked.

Unitary Councillor’s reports


An update on the A529 was given by Cllr Gittins in the public session. Shopshire Council has managed to produce a balanced budget for the next year. It managed to find £45m to clear the deficit.  He reported that Shropshire currently pays the least in the country for foster care. Children are being moved over into foster care from residential care.  This is creating some savings.  A new corporate strategy Shropshire plan is being introduced. Only essential services will be delivered, cuts will be made in other areas.  Inflation has added a massive problem for the budget.  

b) Parish Councillors’ reports 

Cllr Sutherland reported that he had not managed to attend the last NSAC meeting. The minutes will be circulated in due course.

a)
Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs to include:  

-
Playground – Further discussion regarding quotes/equipment requirements; Playground inspection report
Councillors noted that a high risk matter had been reported from a FIT inspection.  The full report due out soon.  Cllr Sutherland will inspect the playground against the report.

Further to quotes received, it was reported that Playdale will honour their quote until 18th December.  The Clerk advised that the Council can benefit from a 20% discount from Playdale as a result of FIT membership.  No feedback has been received from the School on the proposed designs.  Councillors discussed the two designs received.  They agreed that they will need to get a quote to remove the old fence and concrete.  The playground is based on sandstone.  

Playdale quote - £45, 898.27 with an empty level space.
Ray parry - £56,133 inc dismantling and removal digging out and taking away all debris. 
The Playdale design was the preferred choice however the Parish Council would need to arrange for the removal of the existing equipment etc.  
It was agreed that Cllr Sutherland would approach AR Richards for a quote.  
Cllr Sutherland proposed accepting Playdale’s quote and in principle give them the job.  Play bark will be installed by the Parish Council post equipment fitting.  Cllr Ashley seconded the proposal, all agreed. 
In light of the high risk report Councillors discussed and agreed the need to close the playground on health and safety grounds.  Cllr Sutheralnd proposed, seconded by Cllr Hutchinson to close playground due to potential health and safety risk due to the end of life of the equipment.  All agreed. Cllr Sutherland to action.

b)
Highways & Environmental Health/Services

To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues update 
No matters were raised. 
c)
Memorial Hall – Quotes for surveys/schedule of works/tendering; update on drain clearing for car park
It was reported that this matter is on hold. Following a meeting of the Hall committee recently it had been decided that a complete renovation of the Hall is not required.  The Ladies toilets need to be renovated and the Committee would like the Parish Council  to pay for this. The ventilation in the Hall will also need to be addressed along with redecoration. The quote received to refit the Ladies toilets was quoted as c£22k previously.  Councillors agreed to get new quotes for refitting both the Mens and Ladies toilets.    

d)
A41 Safety Campaign – Update from Cllr Gittins 
Cllr Gittins reported that they are waiting for an outcome from the Police & Crime Commissioner about funding for the installation of average speed cameras.  The worst part of the A41 has been identified as being between Tern Hill and Hinstock.  There will be press release and photo opportunity on 10th December with Mark Pritchard MP to advertise the A41 Safety Campaign.  Cllr Gittins said he hopes that it will be announced where they will be installing the cameras.  

e)
Falcon ACV listing – The pub was still open when the ACV nominaiton listing was sent to Shropshire Council.  It has since closed.  Clerk to forward the form to Cllr Gittins. 

f)
Bus service – Feedback
It was reported that 2 passengers on average each week are using the bus.  There had been 4 people on the bus in the previous week.
Signs are up in the shop and in the Hall to advertise the service.  Posts are also out on social media.  
Councillors will put some leaflets into the shop.  There will not be a bus service between Christmas and New Year.  

g)
VAS unit – engineer visit
The Clerk reported that the engineer has visited and the VAS at the bottom end of the village is now working.

- Bookings/agreements – to discuss usage/access/bookings
A software issue has been reported with online payments. The Clerk is attending to this.  New bookings for relaxation/meditation sessions have been received. 
Cllr Ashley reported that the Snooker Club averages 30 hours of use per month, on average one hour per day.  It was noted that someone had left the heating on since Sunday.  A Clairvoyant has booked to use the meeting room in January.  
- CCTV – to discuss quotes for a cctv system – Company info passed to Cllr Trow. 
- wifi installation: to discuss in the New Year.  
Airband – Clerk to contact ben walker at connecting Shropshire – to investigate and take forward
- Fire safety survey
This has now been undertaken and equipment needed identified.  Cllr Ashley has drafted a Risk assessment and fire management plan. 
It was noted that the pool table needs to be removed from the hall. 
The Snooker Club has not paid any fees to date.  It was noted that £50 has been collected from the machine in Room.   
The chairman suggested that a physical log is used by the snooker club. The Parish Council keeps a record of hirers. Cllr Ashley monitors use of the Hall via the keycode entry.  
The Snooker Club rental fee of £35pm was due on 1st October. A standing order should be set up for this.  On average the Club is using the Room for an average of 30 hours a month. On the basis that the Parish Council is being charge c £1 per kw it was agreed that the Snooker Club should be charged for electricity on that basis.
b)
FIT/Transfer of land – update
The Chairman reported that the transfer is due to conclude on 9th December and will include the footpath land.  Cllr Sutherland expressed frustration at the length of time that this matter has taken.  
A second deed of dedication for the piece of land by cemetery has been proposed with landowner for amenity area and or cemetery extension.  Cllr Hutchison, seconded by Cllr Sutherland, proposed agreeing to the second deed, noting that costs will be involved. All agreed.

Accepting the changes proposed to the first deed of dedication was proposed by Cllr Hutchinson, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed.  
It was noted that there is a query over very small piece of unadopted road by the entrance to the footpath which is not owned by Shropshire Council. The Solicitor is checking ownership.
c)
Recreation field/ Tennis courts terms of use 
Councillors are intending to hold another meeting.  The Club is researching what the Club at  Ecceshall has in place for mixed use courts – ie public and club.  Cllr Ashley has proposed that a lock system along the lines of that at the Jubilee Room is implemented which will cost in the region of £200.  The Lawn Tennis Association suggested method was in the region of £7k.
d)
Strategic Objectives Plan – Community engagement update 
Councillors agreed to have a paper version and one online. The Councillors will deliver the leaflets by hand. The survey will not include a consultation on potential PWLB loan for full Hall renovation as this has been decided against. 
e)
Casual vacancy/co-option – to check forms returned. Completed. 
f)
SmartWater – update and to enable Cllrs to discuss rollout of remaining kits
Cllr Wood suggested that members of the Local Force may have kits however some of them have retired.  Clerk to check to find out how many have been registered. 
Fee kits will be included on the survey to advertise availability. 
g)

Cllr Sutherland proposed adopting all of the above, seconded by Cllr Ashley, all agreed.
