Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of Hinstock Parish Council held on 6th September 2023
at the Queens’ Jubilee Room, Hinstock

[bookmark: _Hlk128562530]83/23 Chairman’s welcome, apologies, announcements & Public Session (No decisions to be taken)
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting, declaring it open at 7:15pm.  There were no announcements or apologies.  Six members of the public attended the Meeting. 
A representative from the Falcon Inn Community Pub Group updated Councillors on the progress of their endeavours to take over the lease for the Falcon Inn. A 15 year lease has been secured with an option to purchase at the end of the tenancy.  The Group has joined the Plunkett Foundation and has registered the Inn with the Foundation.  The Group has submitted a funding request to assist with legal costs.  A public meeting is planned for 30th September.  
A member of the public gave an overview of the recent 10K fun run held.  He requested that the Parish Council officially records that the grant approved at the July meeting has not been taken up.  
A member of the public reported that saplings are growing against the Memorial Hall extension wall. He recommended that these be removed asap.  Councillors thanked him for the information and confirmed that this would be passed to the Memorial Hall Committee for action.
Five members of the public stayed for the remainder of the Meeting.

84/23	To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation Requests 
Cllrs Thomason, Ashley and Hook declared interests (possible bias/predetermination) in the grant funding request for the Falcon Inn due to be considered under Finance. 

85/23	Approval of the Minutes (Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1))
To approve the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 5th July 2023 
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting. Cllr Ashley proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Wood, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved. 

86/23	Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda 
No matters were raised for discussion. 

87/23	Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)	Unitary Councillor’s report
Cllr Gittins reported that he had received complaints from local residents about the recent works to the A41 which had caused frustration and losses to local businesses. He highlighted a government scheme through which losses can be reclaimed. 
The scheduled upgrading works to the A529 over the summer were delayed due to staff shortages. Kier is rescheduling the work which is likely to now commence in October half term. Shropshire Council will adopt the street lighting in the 30mph, taking it over from the Parish Council.  
The footway between Highfields Way and the village has been completed. 
Overgrown vegetation between The Chestnuts and the subway was reported along with Japanese Knotweed. Clerk to forward emails sent previously highlighted the Knotweed to Shropshire Council. 


b) 	Parish Councillors’ reports 
No reports were given.

88/23	Parish Matters: 
a)	Street Lights/Maintenance and or Repairs
To enable Cllrs to report matters requiring attention  
No matters were raised for attention.

b)	Playground 
Councillors reported that the new equipment has been very well received. The benches have been repainted.  The equipment caters for ages 3-11.

c)	Highways & Environmental Health/Services
To enable Councillors to discuss any matters requiring attention/outstanding issues update
Councillors raised recent Severn Trent works carried out in the village. 
A request has been received for a 30mph limit to be imposed at Mill Green.  Cllr Gittins reported that he has been progressing this at Shropshire Council however it is considered to be a low priority matter.  Cllr Ashley proposed that this be included in the Place Plan, seconded by Cllr Thomason, all agreed. Resolved. 

d)	Memorial Hall – report from Reps
There has not been a meeting. The Village Initiative Group will be contacted to ask if they could clear the reported saplings. 

e)	Bus service - Feedback/update on uptake figures  
Cllr Ashley reported that there will be a change in how the service operates from October.  Subscriptions will be taken directly from passengers. The Parish Council will be able to make a discretionary grant annually. The service currently operates to benefit the elderly and disabled members of the community.

f)	Adult gym equipment
Cllr Hutchinson has circulated examples of equipment types available to Councillors for consideration.  Four companies have been contacted.  A local example of adult gym equipment was not inclusive. Councillors agreed that this is important.  Cllr Hutchinson has estimated that a budget of c£10-012k will be needed for the project. The Clerk reminded Councillors that the FIT membership has the benefit of discounts with some companies.  Councillors agreed that local teenagers need to be catered for. Cllr Sutherland recommended that the hard court is brought back into use.  Outdoor tennis table was put forward as a possible suggestion. An aspiration for an adult fitness trail was highlighted in the strategic survey. There is currently £11,240 of Neighbourhood Fund money available to be used for these projects. Grant funding opportunities to be investigated.  Action: Quotes to be obtained for nets/hoops/goals, table tennis, adult gym equipment. 

g)	Falcon Inn – update on Community Pub initiative
Councillors considered the request for £2750 to pay for legal costs against the legislation for LGA 1972 S137 spend.  Cllr Wood proposed taking legal advise as to whether a payment to this type of registered group would be permissible.  Cllr Farley seconded this proposal.  All agreed. Action: Clerk to investigate the legality of such a payment.

The Clerk confirmed that invoices have been sent out for new bookings. 
Cllr Ashley queried the Snooker Club direct debit amount now that the initial 6 month startup period has ended.  To contact the Club Secretary. 
Councillors agreed that it is essential that energy costs are covered.  The September bill is £215.85.  Ongoing maintenance costs of the building also need to be factored in.
