Chair’s welcome & announcements 

The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting and opened proceedings at 7:22pm . Cllr Gittins was in attendance.  

15/18
Public participation – to receive representations on items on the agenda/of public interest
Mr Booth attended the Meeting on behalf of the Tennis Club querying future amenity space coming forward from the new development at Bearcroft.  Councillors confirmed that some plans were previously circulated for a proposed pavilion. The developers will not be building a pavilion, just providing the green. It was originally intended to be a ‘tennis and bowling’ club house ie a shared resource. Management, maintenance etc will need to be decided at a later date.    
Cllr Sutherland raised concerns over a lack of historical information held by the Council which prevents cohesive planning.

Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 2nd January 2018: Cllr Trow proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate copy of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Vaughan, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.

Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda 
Cllr Sutherland proposed a working group to formulate proposals in order to take matters forward. Concerns were raised over the responsibilities of the Parish Council in view of matters such as the Hall; the management committee has not met for over a year, the Parish Council is the custodian trustee.  It was suggested that a meeting be convened with all parish groups to establish aims and ambitions, ie a working group for the Parish Council to formulate a plan forward and to request that the Hall committee meets.  Representation from the Parish Council on the various bodies should also be established.  Working group agreed to comprise Cllrs Sutherland, Harper and Hutchinson. Cllr Sutherland is to compile list of matters requiring clarification.   Cllr Harper proposed submitting a planning application for the proposed pavilion to get the ball rolling.  Councillors discussed the S106 agreement for the Bearcroft development and agreed a copy would be useful.  Cllr Harper proposed approaching a planning agent to obtain a quote, seconded by Cllr Sutherland, all agreed.  To present figures in March.  The Clerk highlighted that this expenditure has not be included in the budget for 2018-19 spend.

Only 1m savings to be found.  £9m to be found later. Green waste collection is likely to be charged for.  Car parking strategy has been called to cabinet.  Evening parking will not be introduced and will end at 6pm. Leisure centre car park to be kept free.  Linear car parking charges are to be introduced.

Shrewsbury to Whitchurch has not been agreed as yet.  Cllr Heeley to attend School Governors’ meeting in March.

- Recreation field footpath lights have been out – J Lutner has attended to, however, this requires long term remedy.  This will require discussion with the Hall Committee

- Potholes on Hatton Road and on Mill Green there are a multitude of potholes, full length from A529 to A41.  Clerk to report. Resolved
- Dog fouling issue continues.  Councillors discussed possible ways to stop dog walkers walking on the pitch and allowing dogs to foul.  Clerk to investigate fixed penalties for dog fouling.  Clerk to ask Dog Warden for assistance. Resolved

Cllr Sutherland proposed considering a steel bin replacement provided by the pc – Councillors agreed that he should source quotes.Resolved
