Chairman’s announcements 

Cllr Lutner brought to the Council’s attention the sad passing of Cllr Kay Phillips in December, recalling the long service she gave to the Parish Council and active contribution to the community. Cllr Phillips will be sadly missed.  Cllr Lutner gave details of the funeral arrangements.

Chairman’s Welcome & Public Session

The Chair welcomed everyone present to the Meeting wishing everyone a happy New Year.  There were no members of the public present. Cllr A Davies was present.  
Cllr Sutherland notified Members that a new circular walk leaflet is going to be produced along ‘Lime’ Walk towards Hinstock Hall.  The lime trees are a particular feature for Hinstock as they are now such a rarity.

Present, Apologies  and/or Absent - Cllr Harper was absent.  Cllr Vaughan sent apologies.

4
Declaration of Disclosable Pecuniary or any other Interests - None brought forward.

5 Requests for Dispensations of DPIs - No requests received.

6 Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 6th December 2016.  Cllr Sutherland proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Heeley, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.  Clerk to re-request update on Marsh Lane and the Folly Foot applications.  

7 Councillors’/Clerk’s reports on action taken and matters arising from the Minutes (not otherwise included on the agenda): Thank you letter received from North Salop Wheelers for the donation.  

8 Reports: Unitary Councillor/Community Policing

Cllr Davies relayed a briefing received from public health concerning children and young people 0-25yrs old. He reported that various professional bodies are involved in formulating a new service which will begin from Autumn 2018.  The adult services strategy is under review.  The draft which is in the final stages of development will need cabinet approval.  Home ownership for long term disabilities has received a grant. New exhibition due in Shrewsbury museum: ‘Rhyme around the world’. This is concentrating on children’s verse and art works, aimed at under 5s. This will be done in conjunction with schools and other teams/groups such as the Shrewsbury Book Festival.  Margaret Agnes Rope’s stained glass works will be featured in conjunction with the Cathedral which will be open for viewings.  He further updated on what the community enablement team are involved in.  Council tax is unlikely to be static going forward.  Increases are likely to be made in order to provide for a continuity of services.  Councillors discussed devolution of services and the pressures being faced by town councils, in particular.   

No local police bulletin.

9 Highways/Environmental Health 

· Potholes to report from the Chestnuts by Quarry Wood and up to the Hatton Road South.  Cllr Balchin recommended that a hand rail be installed in Sambrook Close for the steps to the footpath at the top end of the close to the playing field.  Cllr Lutner to ask Cllr Harper to arrange for a quote for consideration at the next meeting.  All agreed.  To include in the next agenda.  Barbed wire separating playing field to development land – lying on ground.  Clerk to advise Mr Taylor.  
· Report matters affecting environmental health: Nothing to report.
· Road Closures as appropriate to report (pls see website for further information): Clerk gave maps and details for display in the notice board.

Trees – update from Clerk on recent tree inspections at The Links: no remedial works required. 

10 Street Lights/Maintenance and/or Repairs

· Opportunity to report items requiring attention to include lights out: Cllr Balchin reported 2 lights out along the footpath one of which is day-burning. Cllr Lutner to call GE Electricals.  Mirror missing from column by Hinstock Manor residential home – previously reported – to enable traffic to exit Church Street safely – Clerk to report.

Playground/Recreation field: Cllr Lutner reported he is trying another dog sign to use as the previous prototype was unsuitable.  Goal posts still need to be removed – Cllr Lutner to arrange.


11  Correspondence received including: SALC information; LJC; Town & Parish Council Forum; Future Fit updates; Big Conversation Update; Grants and funding bulletin  passed to Cllr Lutner for consideration for projects.  Cllr Lutner reported he has reviewed the Place Plan which does include the footway provision in the village – however it will need to be reworded.  Jubilee Room is included as a refurbishment project.

Proposal:  Demolish existing buildings and replace with a portal steel framed building
Applicant: Walker Engineering Ltd (The Gorse, Hatton Road, Hinstock, Market Drayton, Shropshire, TF9 2TS)
Councillors considered the plans, and agreed to support the scheme on the basis that the proposal is essentially updating the current buildings.  Cllr Trow proposed supporting, seconded by Cllr Sutherland, all agreed.
16/05615/FUL  (validated: 14/12/2016)
Address:  The Four Crosses, Shakeford, Hinstock, Market Drayton, Shropshire, TF9 2SP
Proposal:  Erection of 9 No. dwellings, formation of estate road and ancillary works following demolition of former public house and managers dwelling
Applicant: Marshall CDP Ltd (Mr J. Marshall, Marshall House, Huddersfield House, Elland, HX5 YBW)
Councillors agreed that this scheme is contrary to the SAMDev policy – the site falls outside the village boundary. There is no requirement for housing in this area when specific sites were allocated in the village for development.  Unsustainable location too far from the village for pedestrian access.  Concerns were raised over dangerous junction with A41, which is recognised as dangerous.  This scheme would amount to residential development in open countryside.  The Parish Council agreed not to support this proposal – Councillors noted the close proximity of this site to the Lazy Days site which was refused residential planning permission for the same reasons by the planning inspectorate.  Cllr Trow proposed to object seconded by Cllr Heeley, all agreed to object.  Clerk to inform Shropshire Council.

· Budget and Precept Setting Application–Approve/Resolve – Cllr Sutherland suggested increases in insurance and energy costs to be expected this year. Councillors discussed the need to factor in will be taking over any areas locally from Shropshire council such as verge cutting.  Maps have still not come through from sc on which areas locally are maintained by sc – Cllr Trow proposed applying for a precept of £18,500, seconded by Cllr Sutherland, all agreed.  Clerk to apply.  
· Update of signatories for bank account – Councillors completed the form to update the signatories for the bank account. 
· S137 payment towards publication costs of Hinstock Herald – Discuss/approve: Cllr Trow proposed giving a ‘start up costs’ payment for Hinstock Herald under S137 as the provision of a Parish Magazine was agreed to be of commensurate value for some or all of the community.  £50 was proposed to cover the cost of the next edition, all agreed. Cllr Sutherland to provide payment details next week.  

· Salary payment to Clerk to correct year to date underpayment ytd underpayment of £711 due to salary standing order not being adjusted when new tax codes issued. Clerk’s  salary therefore has been paid less tax, which was incorrect.  The Clerk provided evidence from the HMRC PAYE website, cash book, tax code information.  Cllr Healey proposed making the adjustment payment, seconded by Cllr Lutner seconded.
